Everything,in aggregate and detail,
appears to have been admirably managed by the
Board of Directors. And the Committee appointed
at the first meeting very properly advise that the
President and Board of Directors deserve the cordial
thanks of the stockholders for the judicious and able
manner in which they have discharged the important
duties confided to their keeping. The detailedreport
of the operations of the company the past year will
shortly appear in pamphlet form. As soon as received
we shall spread a complete synopsis of it before our
readers.

To-day an election of eighteen Directors, to serve
during the ensuing year, will take place at the olfice
of the company, No. 45 Carondelet street.

They, ardrt!'ddIO'
ros, Cagtanchi •,ifi'Lipans, armed with rifles and
six-shootelr."

It will be remembered that, in 1855, this tribe of
Lipans was nearly exterminated by a body of troops
acting under the orders from Gen. Vidaurri, then
(:overnor of the Mexican State of Nuevo Leon. Ac-
tasted by revenge, the remnant of thosesavages have
doubtless allied themselves with the Camanehes and
the nmll tribe of Muscaleros. to visit vengeance on
the frontier. We think they will find Vidaurri still a
match for them, now thathishandsare free from San
Lois, and in the meantime it would be well for our
military defenders to provide against their crossing
on to this side of the river.

OPTricAL LLesStoS.--People on the dock, yester-
day, were astonished at seeing three vessels near the
Canada shore,about ten miles tp, moving rapidly
through the ice. Glasses were brought into requisi-
tion, when the vessels were discovered to be men on
the ice. Owing to some peculhir condition of the at-
mosphere they were not only visible at the distance
of some ten miles, but were so distorted as to look as
toll as a mast, and to bear a wonderful resemblance
to a sail craft.

severity, the whole country between th eig
and the sufoerero being without settlement, as 
to reach them would only have resulted in the
destruction of the relief party and the attempt
abandoned. Subsequently other reports reache
that the same party of savages had arrived a
settlement of Spirit Lake, (head waters of the LI
,ioux) and not only repeated the crimes commi

below, but snperadded the horrible crime of murder.
This settlement consisted of five or six families, num-
beridg from forty to fifty-five persons, but living at
intervals of from one-fourth of one to three miles
apart, afforded the savages favorable opportunity for
attack, with little or no chance of resistance on the
part of the settlers. On last evening Meneos. Orlando
C. Howe, Cyrus Snyder and Robert V. Whelk of
Joseph county arrived itt our town frqm tlt e of
action, having heretofore moved in thatd'tree l with
a view to a settlement there.

Their report disloses the most m -
tion of affairs. They found the.' nt
broken up. Leaving their team with v peral
miles behind, and arriving after nigh isII ̀fthe
evening of the 16th inst., at the house of Jli Howe,
and from indications, fearing the presence of the
Indians in the neighborhood, they passed the night
without lights or fire, and upon the approach of dawn
were horrified in beholding no less than the butchered
remains of seven persons, thrown in a heap on the
middle of the floor, all of whom were murdered in
the most barbarous manner. They also visited other
cabins in the vicinity, and found them desolate with
every mark of violence around, such as slaughtered
cattle, broken doors, scattering of beds, clothing and
other property. Considerable settlements have been
made in Palo Alto county, on the west branch of
the Des Moines river, and reports of the ountrages
having reached this settlement, occasional visits were
made to Spirit Lake, and but one or two f the ad-
venturers having thus far returned, fears e been
'entertained for their safety. Dne Morris Markman,
however, succeeded in returning in safety, a•hd his
statement corroborates in all particulars thereport of
Mr. Howe and his associates, and among other addi-
tional items, he reports having seen the dead bodies
of a Mirs. Gardner and her four grown up daughters,
as well as the remains of Mrs. Harvey Lace and her
two children, all of whom were lying outside their
cabins naked, horribly motilated and partially eaten
by the wolves. He also reports having visited several
other cabins, and found them desolate with an ocea-
sional dead body therein; the Indians were then in
the neighborhood, and he narrowly escaped with his
life. From positive information thus far received, it
is apparent this settlement has been broken up, its
m•mebers either killed or held in bondage.

Numerous conjectures are formed as to the inten-
tions of the savages, of their numbers and combina-
tions; many support the theory that they sre a law-
less band, cut off fromn the parent tribe, limited in
number and committing outrages at their own insti-
gation. Others incline to the opinion they are the
mnere forerunners of a large confederation of Indians
in Southern Minnesota, who are intent on a general
work of destruction and a protracted war. *

GENERAL JACKSON'S GOLD BoX.-Mr. Valentine.
clerk of the Common Council, who addressed a letter
some three weeks ago toAudre*Jackson, jr.,of Ten-
nessee, inqoiring if the gold box bequeathed by Gen-
eral Jackson to the bravest ooldier inthe Mlexican war
from this city, was in the poe.sriou of that gentle-
man, has yet received no answer. The inquiry was
made at the request of the joint committee reenatly
appointed to provide for the award of the leguey in
accordance with the wish of the testator. Mr. Jack-
son (the adopted son of the General) was written to
several years ago on the same subject, which was
then under the consideration of a similar committee,
but made no answer. The New Yeo k volunteers bave
not yet chosen one of their nember at the suggeotion
of the aldermen,to be recipient of the box. and prob-
bly wil nott, until it can be definitely ascertained
whether the box is to be had. Something may be
done about the matter at the next annual election for
officers of the volunteers, which takes place within a
few weeks. It is said that a paper is in circulation
among the friends of General Burnett, who led the
New York city regiment in Mexico, naming him as a
suitable party to receive the box as representative of
thecorps.
