Ludwig the Lover and Lola the Mistress

"Ludwig," as he is more familiarly known in
Germany, was born in 1786, the year in which the
great Frederick died. His mother,Caroline of Baden,
wan a Protestant, and remained so after her marriage.
His sister Louisa, married the Czar Alexander I, and
changed her religion for a crown, only to meet with
misery and disappointment. The maternal influence
had much to do with the education of Ludwig. It
taught him at least to be bitterly hostile towards
Fronce. Ludwig married In 1810 Theresa of Hhlbur-
ghausn, a plain but exemplary princess, whom he
treated with shameful infidelity. Ludwig himself hod
no persotal beauty to boast of. Nostitz described
him in his eight and twentieth year as having a
mouth without teeth,and a face without expression.
Ludwig, at his accession in 1085, found his capital,
Munich, a quiet, moral and somewhat dull and unat-
tractive city. He recalled the monks, restored them
their property,becamthe patron of artists, added a

ity of palaces to the new city, restored all that was
worth restoration in the old, and rendered Munich
by his example, one of the most immortal cities in
Eulrope. At sixty years of age he openly took under
hin protection the notorious woman Losa Monies. He
createdher Countesse of Landsfeldt, and' insulted his
wife by intimating his intention to have this countess
presented to her at court.

To this outrage, however, the Queen, who had en-
dured in her presence many other favorites of the
King, would not submit. The foolish old man codn-
soled himself by submitting in his torn,to the ridicu-
ious pretensions of Lola. The whole capital burst
into an ex.resuion of its indignation. Their hatred
ofthe dancing woman was only equaled in intensity
by their contempt for the King. Lola took advan-
iage of political difficlties, a d sought to gain parti-
saneaby intriguing against the Jesuit party, upholding
the Liberals and advocating the cause of the Protest-
ants. But theJosuists disregarded her, the Liberals
would not acceept her co-operation, and Protestant-
ism deliped to take the proffered arm aand walk with
such a woman in the face of day. All parties deserted
her; but, afterall, it is thought that her fall would
not have been so speedy and sosure, but forthe
ladies of the court, who looked on her as an iaterlo-
per, and felt a special interest in seeing Bavaria rid
of a woman who could attract the admiration of their
wicked old monarch. It was difficult of achievement.
The influence of Lola was equal to her impudence.

On one occasion we are told by Vense, that as the
King lay ill and the qnesn came to visit her sick hus-
band, Lola fastened the chamber door and prevented
the approach of the royal consort to the bedside of
this sample of the lion in love. The degradation
through which the woman dragged her royal lover
is inconceivable. There was scarcety a folly which
he did not commit at her bidding. For her sake all
order of government, rule of police and social regula-
tions were overturned. She insulted the noblest in
the land, and she was hersuelf insulted and howled at
in the streets by the lowest of thepeople. She defied
such outrage against herselt, and showed that she
could use her hands and whip as vigorously as she
could her tongue. A multitude surrounded the palace
and anglily demanded her dismissal. Ludwig's daugh-
ter-in-law went on her knees and with prayera be-
sought the wretched simpleton to " send the lady
away." Lodwig sighed like a farnace, and in a copy
of ardent verses declared that life without the ladiy
was intolerable. The mob repaired to the lady's su-
perb maisonette in the Barer Strasse and threatened
1o pull it to the ground. When the tumult was at
highest the King arrived accompanied by a single offi-
cer. He was utnassailed by any thing but rough
ruths ; with these he was well pelted as be entered

the house.
The mistress therefore appeared in tihe balcony car-

rying a knife. She flung a dog among the crowd-
and is said to have even thrust her tongue in her cheek
at the people, who behaved with wonderful patience
till Ludwig took his departure; but then their rage
knew no bounds. They were assured thlt tie King
had spoken to her for the last time, but they seemed
determioned hpon having her life. In the midst of
the tumnlt she dashed througl the croed in a car-
riage, and was hotly pursued by that part of the mob
not engaged in thedestractionof her house. She had
the shamelessness to drive to the royal palace, but site
was repulsed by the sentinels and she passed the
night in asuburb of the city. On the followiog day
Lola appeared in the streets in male attire ; but she

I found it impossible to renew the attack on the sexa-
genarian heart of the poet-king. She was compelled
to leave the kingdom, bht she carried with her some
royal spoil, and withdrawing to Switzerland shie found
there an English friend younger than Ludwig--and
twice as foolish. The wretched woman dragged with
hIer in her fall the wretched King. The position el
Ludwig had become what is called " impossible.'
Overcome by shams and vexation, he soddenly abdi
cated, in 1818, in time to prevent worse consequence
and withdrew to Aschaffenburg. Since that time hi
hIas lived a better life and written worse rerses.

Unobservant even of what pasoes in Its
immeliate vicinity, its whole soul is aonc.ntratd in
itself; yet not sluggishly and spathetically, for its
body is throbbing with life snd enjoyment. The
mighty ocean is subservient to its pleasure. The
rolling waves waft fresh and coice) food within its
reach, and the flow of the current feeds it without
an effort. Each atom of water that comes in contact
with its delicate gills evolves its imprisoned air to
freshen and invigorate the creature's pellucid blood.

Invisible to human eye, unless sided by the wonder-
ful inventions of human science, countless millions of
vibrating cilia are moving incessantly with •eochronic
beat on every fibre of each fringing leaflet. Well
might old Leeuwenhock exclaim, when he looked
through his microscope at the beard of a shell fish.
"The motion I saw in the small component parts of
it was so incredibly great that I could not be satisfied
with the spectacle ; and it is not in the mind of man
to conceive all the motions which I beheld within the
compass of a grain of sand." And yet the Dutch
naturalist, unaided by the fner instruments of our
time, beheld bt a dim and misty indicatian of the
exquisite ciliary apparatus by which these motions
are effected. How strange to reflect that all this
elaborate and inimitable contrivance has been devised
for the well-being of a despised shell-fish I Nor is it
merely in the working members of the creature that
we find its wonders comprised. There are portions
of its frame which seem to serve no essential purpose
in its economy, which might be omitted without dis-
turbing the course of its daily duties, and yet so con-
stant in their presence and position that we cannot
doubt their having had their places in the original
plan according to which the organization of the mol-
lusk was first put, together. These ace symbols of
organs to be developed in createres higher in the
sale of being-antitypes, it may be, of limbs, and
anticipations of undeveloped senses. These are the
first droaughts of pasts to be made out in their details
elsewhere, serving, however, an end by their presm
ence, for they are badges of relationship and affinity
between one creature and another. In them the oys-
ter-eater and the oyster may find some common bond
of sympathy and cousinhood. Had the disputations
and needle-witted schoolmen known of these myste-
riesof vitality, how vainly subtle would have been
their speculations concerning the solution of such
enigmas.
But the fife of a shell-fish is not one of unvarying

rest. Observe thephasesf on individual oyster from
the moment of its earliest embryo-life, independent of
maternal ties, to the consummation of its destiny
when the knife of fate shall sever its muscnlar cords
and doom it to entombment in a living sepulelre.
How starts it forth into the world of waters ? Not
as unenlightened people believe, in the shape of a mi-
nute, bivalved, protected, grave, fixed and steady
oysterling. No; it enters upon its carreer all life and
motion, flitting about in the sea as gaily and lightly
as a butterfly or swallow skims through the air. Its
first appearance is as a microscopic oyster-cherub,
with wing-like lobes flanking a mouth and shoulders
unencumbered with interiorcraral prolongations. It
passes through a joyous and vivacious juvenility,
skipping up and down as if in mockery of its heavy
and immovable parents. It voages from oyster-bed
to oyster-bed, and if in luck, so as to escape the
watchful voracity of the thousand enemies that lie in
wait or prowl about to prey upon youth and inexpe-
rience, at lengtl having sown its wild oats, settles
down into a steady, solid, domestic oyster. It becomes
the parent of fresh broods of oyster-cherubs, and as
such it would live and die,leaving its shell, thickened
through old age, to serve ps its monument throughout
all tiume, a contribution tosyards the coestruction of a
fresh geological epoch and a new layer of the earth's
crust, were it not for the gluttony of man, who, rend-
nlg this sober citizen of the sea from his native bed,
carries him unresiting to busy cities and the lhum of
crowds. It a handsome, well-shaped and well-flavored
oyster, he is introduced to the palaces of the rich and
noble, like a wit or a pilosoper or a poet, to give ad-
ditional relish to their sumptuous feasits ; if a :turdy,
thick-backed, strong-tasted individual, late consigns,
him to the copacious tub of the street fishemonger.

vinegar, embalmed partly after the fashion if an
Egyptian king, he is transferred to the hIngry stom-
ach of a costermonger, or becomes the luxurious relost
of a successful pickpocket.
