The Administ'ation and the Chtneae.

Not long since a delegation of Boston merchants 1
representing those engaged in thep China trade, pro-
ceeded to Washington for the pmrpose'ofhivtng t I
conference with the President and Secre.try of lState
respecting the Chinese imbroglio,' det•iled aceounts
of which had then just reached thiscointry. At the
time we published quite a lengthy narrative about their
mission, interviews, etc., as reportedin the Northern
press. They return home well satisfied with their
trip and the President, and have. since prepared a
report of what they saw, done and heard, from which
we extract the following :

Your committee report the result of their inter-
views with the Government regarding Chinese afairn
The Secretary of State furnished all necessary infor-
mation to them, and so far as cab be judged from the
various conferences with the State' Department and
others, it is evident that our Government will nos en-
gage in active co operation with the warlike demon-
stralion of the European governments against China,
but they. seem ready to co-operdte in any moral and
peaceable measures to amend the treaties with China,
and to terminate the existing hostilities.

The Government has determined to send out a new
Commissioner or Minister, anodto increase our naval
force on the coast of China; and appears alive to the
necessity of sending, as Commissioner, a man fully
competent in all respects to meet the difficulties which
may arise out of the delicate relations which must ex-
ist between the European powers and ourselves, as
well as with the Chinese, so long as the hostile demon-
strations may be continued, in order that we may ex-
ercise the influence which we ought to have in the
matter without being involved in the war.

Dickinson's bull severely wounded
the General and D. fell mortally wounded. The gen- t
tleman who has the letter proposes soon to give it to
the public, with other documents. None of which t
have ever been published. The letter shown us was i
in the private papers of the late Gen. Overton, of t
this State. [Baton Rouge Gazette, 1Sth.

How TIEY ' VOTED.-In the recent municipal elee-
tion in St. Louis there were three candidates for
Mayor, Wimer, the Freesoil Democratic candidate,
Pratte, the anti-Benton candidate, and Lane, the
American candidate. Wimer was elected by a plurali-
ty of 1,72k votes over Pratte, who received the next
iighest number of votes. It was known that the
Americans had more votes than the anti-Benton party,
and many were surprised at Lane's vote falling be-bind that of Pratte. It has been ascertained that
they were influenced by the " no chance" cry to cast
their votes for,Pratte with the hope of beating Wimer. 1
The lutelligencer says: " The Missouri Republican,
in its usual malignant course toward the American
party in St. Louis, asserts that they voted for Wimer
for Mayor. This is not true. Ten American votes
were cast for Pratte where one was for Wimer. The
entire ' river vote,' which is American, was notori-
ously cast for Pratte-the ' river men,' with hundreds
of Ither Americans, having believed the Republican's
silly story that Pratte was the only masn who could
beat the ' Black Republican' ticket. Pratte was run
by the anti-Bentons, who notoriously cannot poll 500
votes in St. Louis city, aided by the Republicann
clique, who can control 100 more. Here are 600 (oh
the ' six hundred ') National Democrats, Mr. Pm'tte's
rightful backers. Yet he received3,700 votcs! Full
two thousand of them were Americans, who left their
candidate, Dr. Lane, and strove to beat Wimer by
voting for Pratte. [Louisville Journal.

ToE SCIENTIFIC EXPEDITION TO FLORLItl.--During
the latter part of February an exploring expedition
was sent from Williams College to Florida, under
charge of Professor Chadboorne. The Professor re-
turnsed about two weeks ago, and the remainder of
the company are expected at the close of the month.

On arriving at St. Mary's
the party separated, part taking the schooner for Key
West and Cuba, and the others remaining at Fernau-
dina to explore Northern Florida. Professor C. was
with the latter division. The Eagle says :

A WONDERFUL DISCOVERY.--From recent Paris

correspondence published in the New York Times,
we extract the following:

In 1852 a few grains of wheat were discovered in
the tombs of some mummies found in the south of
France. supposed to have been two thousand years
old. These grains of Egyptian wheat were planted,
and produced, to the surprise of every one, 1,200 to
! TIhe Government took the affiir in hand, and

consigned the management of it to the farmers of the
Government farm at Rambouillet. The result has
been most astonishing. Each year the product has
been magnified in such an immense proportion over
the preceding year that the Minister of Agriculture
is now enabled to distribute over France a large quan-

as to the best mode of cultivation. At it late meet-
ing of the Academy of Sciences, the Baron De Men-neville presented several stocks of this regenerated
Egyptian wheat, which were six feet high and bore
each several tine ears. A French lady explained, in
my hearing the other day, this great multiplying
Fower of tie Egyptian wheat by the long rest it had

uad ! It is a great and important discovery for the
study of agriculturalists.

Thh telegraphic dispatches in the Natchez Conirerof Saturday last, regarding the dliestrons ternfiqaiaq

of the Lockridge expedition are much more complete
than those received in this city. We extract the fol- "''
lowing :

NEw YORu, April 16.-Gen. Walker's position is
considered here hopeless. The whole of San Juanriver is in possession of the Costa Ricans, and it is
impossible for Walker to receive supplies except via
Panama, which is considered rerilous and uncertain.

The Explosion on Steamer Scott.-The explosionon board the steamer Scott, on the Ban Joan river,
eas caused by some one throwing a keg of powderinto the furnace. A passenger states that thebhat
rounded on a sand bar, and immedli•aPgl Mpgnp
with a tremenduous explosion. She; rew!'d to
her utmost capacity, the second deck hig snd mit
hospital.

Thirty persons were killed instantly Othrwown intothe water, and never heard of afterwards; having
been drowned or devoured by alllgatotis. About
thirty were badly scalded, many of whom have siaoe
died.

The scene after the explosion was horrible beyonddescription ; men shouting, screaming and begging
to be shot, and thus to end their misery. Nearly all

of Lockridge's volunteers were blown up.
The forward part of the boat was not trntorn pieces,

and those saved remained on the poition resting on
the sand bar, until taken off. When they got down
to Punta Arenas, the British vessels sesntthem asr-
goons with oil, wine, etc., to make themas comforta-
ble as possible.

Among the killed was Major Maury, who went out
with the last detachment from Texas via Net•teans.

At the time of the explosion, the Resose a•but
a quarter of a mile behind. She imr -
ceeded to pick up the injured and take t saore.
There were no accommodatins, and all were aised
on the ground, with nothing over them and ring
horribly. Of Lockridge'a command, who.went oat on
the steamer Texas, over forty of thea has been con-
fined in hospital with diseases incident to a new
climate. Their treatment was most shameful at the
hospital at Surepiqui, which consisted-of an old shed
forty feet long and twenty feet wide, floored with
bamboo cane, upon which the men were compqeled to
lic, without even a straw under them.

A NEW INSTRUMEcNT OF TORTURE-NEAPOLITAN
REFLtaxEmNT.-In a letter from the Turin correspond-
ent of the London Times, we find the following :

His Majesty of the Two Sicilies has recently intro-
doced a new luxury into his prison discipline in addi-
tion to the many already existing. It is called a cap
of silence (curia di silenzio), and both for the erti-
cular purpose for which it .is ostensibly applied, and
as an instrument of torture generally, it may, perhaps
be considered superior in refinement to the celebrated
"iron mask," or any of the engines of antiquity. The
invention is due to the genius of Signor Bons, In-
spector of Police at Palermo, and it appears to have
been so highly approved by the King of Naples that
he immediately decorated the talented and philan-
thropic gentleman with the order of Francis I. This
cap, or cuia, consists of a- circular band of steel,
pussing round the head just above the eyes, with a
emiecircular band of the same material congecting it

over the top of the head from ear to ear; ottachedto
this superstructure is a chin strap of steel wire, grow-
ing broader towards the bottom, so as to confine the
lower jaw completely, and make it utterly impossible
to articulate when the bands on the head are
properly screwed up ; and, to cormplete the adjust-
ment, there is a strap of leather, with a buckle at-
tached to the chin strap, which passes round the back
of the neck, just below the ears, and keeps the latter
firm in its place. It is said that the first experiments
made with this novel instrument of torture were on
two persons called Lo-Re and De Medici, and that the
former suflered so much from it that he remained
senseless for some time, and a gaoler who saw him,
believing the man to be dying, ron and fetched a doc-
tor and a priest, without asking Signor Baina's per-
mission. When the doctor and priest arrived, Signor
Baiona consented to allow the cap to be r. moved
from the unfortunate prisoner, who was at length ro-
stored to life, alter a copious bleeding and, other
remedies; but he ordered a punishment of ifteen
blows of a stick to the gaoler, in order to chaek his
over-zealous charity in futore.

It is positively asserted that the King personally
sent orders to Prince Castelcicala, the Governor of
Sicily, to have recourse to these diabolcal meun to
terrify rebeLs. The state of Palermo is dreadful. The
military are prohibited from exchanging a word with
civilians, andsailors on leaving the port are stripped
naked, to ascertain whether they have any letters
concealed about them. Communication is therefore
almost impossible.
