Weather In isnlsllppl.

The Panlding Clarion, of Saturday last, says :
Snow fell in this vicinity, last Sunday, steadily and

rapidly, for about eight hours, Had the ground been
frozen, so that it would have lain, instead of melting
as it fell, there is no telling how deep it would have
been. It was the opinion of some who have lived in
Northern latitudes, that enough fell to have covered
the ground to the depth of two or three feet. The
gardens are well nigh ruined-the fruit all gone, and
the planters are for the most part plowing up and re-
planting their crops.

The Port Gibson Reveille of- Satrday saysy -
Simply as a matter for future reference, we have

from time to time noted the varying phases of the
weather for the last six wneli. ' The spring season is
half gone, and yet in the "Snnnv South" we have had
bleak and biting winter weather almost up to the
precent writing. We chronicle several frosts and two
of the "moot exquisite" snow storms we have wit-
nessed, all in the flowery, showery, bowery, blithe-
some month of April. On both days upon whichthe
snow covered the ground we know several families
who indulged in green peas and strawberries, a fact
which ought to be a sfficient rebuke and a solemn
admonition to this last frigid northern aggression to
keep quiet and staypat home.

In the Marion Republican of Saturday we find the
following :
The weatllher for the past week hasbeen an enigma,

and one which it is beyond the power of that celebra-
ted individual, "the oldest inbhabitant," to solve. On
Sunday last about fourteen inches of snow fell, and
at one time it lay upon the ground to the #epth of
live inches. Since then it has been cold and windy.

Veather anld Crops in Loulilana.

The Mount Lebanon Baptist of Thursday last says :
On the night of the 11th a light snow storm fell for

several hours, and next morning the tops of our houses
were covered with sleet. On hMonday morning, 13th,
there was ice and a heavy frost. Our forests look
sear and sad. Many of the large oak, ash, hickory
and other trees look as if they would never bud
again. The wheat crop is killed and must be a total
ioilure ; and not a peach, plum, cherry or apple are
we to expect from our orchards. Then again yester.
day morning, 15th, there was considerable frost.

The Pioneer, of Assumption, of Sunday last, says :
We have had a second visit from frost dnd ice the

past week, greatly to the detriment of the cane and
corn. The prospects for a large crop of sugar which
were so promising are for the moment blasted, and
the great advantage gained by the forwardness of the
cane is lost. The season for the growth and maturity
of this crop is a short one under the most favorable
circumstances, and unless we are favored by the late
appearance of frost in the fall, it cannot exceed
250,000 hhds.

During the month of April, 1849, the morning of
the l•th, we had a heavy frost and some ice, which
killed most of the cane to the ground. At the usual
grinding time in the fall, the cane was in the midst of
its greatest growth, and was exceedingly green and
unproductive of sugar : we had no frost to do any
halm until after Christmas, and those who did not
grind early in the season made good crops. It is to
be hoped that we shall be equally fortunate this time.
From the Lake Providence Herald,of Saturday, we

extract the following:
It is a common remark in this vicinity, among the

oldest inhabitants,that a more backward spring than
the present was never known. Vegetation in some
instances has failed entirely, as with cotton, which
will have to be replanted. OLoru, which was doing so
finely prior to the late freeze, has been cut down even
with the sllrtfice of the ground, but may recuperate.
tile weathller permitting. Almost every species of
vegetable and fruit, which escaped destruction, has
been seriously retarded by the extraordinary chilli-
neas of the season.

AntIsRIcan VESSE.s •V-nEcep.-Ibnn ormation has
been leceived at the Department of State from a cor-
respondent at Honolulu, of the loss of several Ameri-
can whaling vessels, belonging to New Bedford. Con-
necticut. The ship Mount Vernon was lost in the ice
in the Ochotok sea, on the 20th of Jone last. The
crew were rescued by the ship Barnstable, of the
same port,and a portionlf the oil was saved, but the
vessel was a total wreck. The ship Alexander Coffin
ran upon the rockb in the Ochotsk sea, near the Ko-
rile islands. on the 10th of August last, and was dis-
masted. She woas shsequently;taken into Aan,. con-
demned, and tihe oil and bone shipped tothe United
State. The ship Natchrez was wrecked in Potter's
bay, ochotsk sea, on the 7th of October, where she
w:s left upon the beach. The crew were taken off
!,v the bark harrmony, of New London. The ship
Naoticon wa-s wrecked at the entrance of the harbor
of tHnolnulu t n the 24th of Noveahecr. Assistance
1was promuptly rendered by the French frigate Em,
brocade. Cantain f.izolne. and by tie English frigate
llavanna, Captain Harvey. The targo was mostly
savedt bat the ship was antotl loss.

The brig J.uenuina, of Olympia, was crushed in the
ice near Azeau, and complletely wrecked. Her crew
were saved by other vessels. [Wash. Union, tith.
