The late judicial election in New Orleans was the
most orderly we have known for many years. The
disturbances at the polls were exceedingly rare, and
no one was seriously injoed noywhere throughoout
the city. The day was alike remarkable for peace,
and the consequent exemption from pugnacious dis-
plays. In proportion to population, wne have known
twenty fights to one on election days ill Mississippi
counties, the inhabitants of which would become ex-
cessively indignant if anybody intimated that they
lived in disorderly counties.

Everybody voted here on the Gth ihstant, that
wanted to vote; there was no intimidation or any sign
of intimidation at the polls; no peaceable voters were

Sassaulted and driven from the polls without arny
provocation," or with provocation. And t ere was
not the slightest reason on eurth why every legal
voter should not have exercised his franchise, except
a lack of disposition.

"In the old conflicts between the Whigs rnd DIemo-
greta" there was always more or lessc fighting--more
or less disturbances. The only differeace between
then and now is, that the defeated party took treir
whipping manfully, and neither cried, nor whined,
nor sought to befoul with slander the fair fame of the
city of their residence, as is the rule at present of thllose
leaders who fail to secure the petty spoils of a parti-
san triumph.,

Talk on 'Chbnge-i. un•lre•;.
There was not much offering yesterday for remark.

It was dull on the streets. On the levee at the upper
steamboat landing there was a good deal of business
doing, nor was it idle on Poydres and Tchooupitoulas
streetsand other depotsof the great Western trade.
But thq weather was the great theme for remark.
We cannot tell exactly how many degrees the ther-
momdter fell during the night of the 21st, and con-
tinued to fall by our feelings until last night. We
may well pause and inquire, not of the night, but
about cotton. Will aome of those writers who are so
valuable for the English market, and who are so well
posted up in frost, cotton, drouth, quantity, price and
so on, step forward just at this moment and intbrm
as what kind of a stand for cotton is likely to be ob-
tained with such weather as we have had for the last
thirty-asi hours ? We also feel under some degree of
anxiety regarding the heavy stock on the 1st bf May,
and the 300,000 bales, together with the great rush
which was to come to market during the month of
May. We are not exactly on the tenters ourselves
regarding this great rush, but we cannot soy what
might happen to some of the long crop estimators
who have been waiting since last October for a comn.
mission. In the meantime, we suggest that it will be
equally as conducive to commerce to cotliue their
opinions to facts, and not mislead the cotton trader
of Europe by misjudged statements and theoretical
views. The decrease now in cotton, at all the ports,
is over 410,000 bales. Is it not more than probable
that this decrease will eqntinue until the end of the
commnercil year, or until it reaches 650.(,000 Iides '
The next steamer due from Liverpool will be one of

the Cunard line at Halifax, now fully due. The Ara-
bia's mails may come through this morning, though
the chances are against them, as she did not reach
the the wharf untit late on the evening of the Iith,
and all the mails might not have been aasorted in
time for the morning train of the 17th inst. However.
there is not much produce in the market in trlot
hands to be influenced by the contents.

eBrant Mayer's Le.toae.

A very large and respectable audience, in which
the ladies appeared to predominate, attended Brenta
May•r'saeotre In Lyceum Hall, lat evening. The
high repute of the lecturer, ad the subect of his
lecature, "Woman in the Ninuenth Century," were
evidentlystrong attractIons; the cold wind and
dept that prevailed in the rts, chilling and blind-
ing all who ventured out, would have prevented a
large attendance under ordinary circumstances.

Mr. Mayer was accompanied upon the stage by the
Lyceum and Library Committee of the School Board,
and introduced to the audience by Dr. Lindsay, the
President. He began by paying the tribute to the
ladies, which the occasion required. If there was one
point, he said, upon which the sterner sex, with all
their dissensions and qnibblings, might agree, it was
that of respect and admiration for the ladies.

The first branchof the lecture was in reference to
the women's rights excitements that have been so
conspicuous a feature in the Northern States of late
years. The speaker described the Women's Rights
Conventions as sittings of old maids and other dis-
contented women, who had never had a chance to
marry, and whose incubations were a series of reso-
lutions and addresses, which shared the fate of all
other spring chickens, in the hands of the remorse-
less cooks of the daily press. He claimed that the
male sex had equal grounds of complaint, and attrib-
uted the women's rights outcry to discontented vani y
andan unnatural straining after equality. The great
principle of nature, he said, consists in no two things
being equal; every thing has its proper sphere; and
the fallacy of the strong minded females lies in bat-
tling for equality where it is not needed and cannot
exist.

If women were the equals of men in their sphere,
as the strong-minded women would have them, what
would become of love? Who ever heard of a man
adoring a man, or of a woman pining after a woman ?
What woman, strong-minded or otherwise, would not
feel scorn and contempt for the man who would in-
vade her sphere, by donning the gown and working
at the spinning wheel ? The lecturer concluded this
branch of his subject, by showing that the wisdom
and beneficence of the Creator are illustrated in the
difference between man and woman; one the type of
power, the other of grace-two parts of a heaven-de-
signed unity, whose opposing qualities are in equi-
poise-and whose union, in marriage, is a type of
mortal perfectibility.

The lecturer next passed briefly over the conditions
of woman in the different ages of the world, from the
earliest times down to the present-as a passive
slave to sensnality in the early Egyptian age; as a
dignified wife and matron in the Roman age; as an
idolized doll-baby in the Chivalric age, and as
painted and powdered flirt and wanton in the more
modern age of Charles II. of England and the Louises
of France-taking always the centers of civilization
for his estimates. In the age last spoken of, however,
the characteristics of the ladies of the courts were by
no means those of womankind in general. During
the licentious reign of Charles, there prevailed beyond
the circle of the court and its contamiiating fashions,
some of the good old-fashioned virtue of the earlier
times, and from this pure stock sprang the first civiliz-
ation or the American continent.

The present, Mr. Mayer characterized as the com-
mercial age, and he proceeded bs contrast the condi-
tion of society in America and in Europe. In Europe
the great feature of fashionable society is its localiza-
tlon-that is, its adherence to the ancient customs
and traditions of the particular centers from which
the circles of fashion spread. In America, where no
such limitations exist-with all the advantages of
freedom, in education, thought, and action-and with
the profound respect of the men under all conditions
and circumstances-woman has a better chance to
show what she is made of, than she ever had in any
other country or age of the world.

The difference between fashionable life and true
life was next set forth in an entertaining manner.
Policy and cash, said the lecturer, are the controlling
influences now-a-days; not virtue and the will of God.
He reprobated the subserviency of America to the
fashions of Europe. England must give us the key
to our libraries-France the key to our wardrobes--
and this prevents the development of a hetalthy
American progress. The follies of fashionable educa-
tion, and the exclusion of married people from gay
society, were next shown up, in a strong satirical
light. The debut of the boarding school miss in the
ball-room, the tender agonies of the fortune-hunting
mamma, the indifference of the father, etc., were dis-
played with proper force. Fashion, he said, is an ex-
cellent thing when directed in behalf of good; but
in the hands of trades-people, it is a waste of time, a
destroyer of correct fancy, and a blight upon pros-
pIerity.

The ridicule that now attaches to old fahllions,
shows the absurdity of fashion at all times. What
follower of tioshoion now-a-days can look at the pictures
of the leg-of-mutton sleeves, big bonnets, and other

peculiarities of dress in 1830-a period within the re-
collection of most of us-without laughing heartily I
The fashion of 1830 is now voted monstrous: but the
fashion of 1857 is equally monstrous, and so will pos-
terity decide. What a picture will the fls•hions of
1857 make in the magazines of 1877 ! Should an in-
habitant of some distant orb by chance drop down on
our planet, and see one of our belles in ttfshionable
promenading costume, a pile of gorgeous dres trail-
ing the ground, loaded with flounces and expanded I
with crinoline--high-heeled shoes clicking beneath,
and a bare head protruding from the top, with a
sprinking of velvet shreds and flowers on it, called a
bannet--would he take her for a fellow-mortal? No!
He would rather imagine her a gigantic bird of para-
dise, a butterlly, or a bit of rainbow tumbled from
the heavens.

The follies of the ball room were next nanimadverted
upon in a strain of satire which the dancing portion
of the audience could well afford to excuse for its
humor. One question which the lecturer asked, was,
if relfinement was never oelended, delicacy never
shocked, upon beholdiug the embraces which lishion
tolerates in the ball-room waltz and polka, but whichl
would not be countenanced in any other place ? le did
not wish tobe understood as bearing upon all clacses
of society : he alluded only to what he termed the
dancing-school society of the present day, and rep-
robated, in particular, its exclusion of married people
f'rom its circle. He showed the brilliancy of saloon
life in the capitals of Europe, to be owing to the in-
teromei of the cultivated and refined intellects of
both sexes, without reference to their married or sin-
gle condition.

The speaker next made a forcible and eloqxuent ad-
dress to the ladies-deftinin their propher sphere, and
showing thent how feeble they are when on the
wrong track, and how powerful when oni tie right.
The mission of woman, said he, is to create a home
for tlan. Let woman but cultivate herself for the
duties of the home fireside, and thoe will reader
"homet" in America a word more respected than
that of Plymouth Rock. Holmc without :a wife is as
impossible is a circle without a center. Mr. Mayer
concluded his addresswith ca simile illustrative of the
inequalities which make up the grand harmon:y of

creation--particutlarly the inequality of the sexes in
the human branch--tie ibeauty of which we will not
mar by attempting to coudecnse,.
Mr. Mayer's polished presenceind garaceflul delivery

made a fine impression upon lito audience, who de-
parted highly gratilied; the ftirer part of the crowd
being appalrntly as well pleased as the gentlemen.
Tihe elegancies of the lecture, we have unt attemptied
to embody iathis vsketch. Only onlyaitu is to give oiuri
readers the outline of a discourse in which all of lthem
mnoust own to some degrce of interet.
