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Later from Florida.

From the Tampa Peninsular, of the 11th inst., we
extract the following interesting intelligence :

Gen. Harney has issued orders to the effect that in
future no leaves will be granted to offieers or men of
the Florida volunteers, exept in cases of great emer-
gency.

The first Indian child captured by Capt. Johnson
died aboot a week since, at Fort Meyers.

Lient Bogley, while hunting for the mouth of Kis-
simmee river, about a week since, came in sight of
two Indians who were in a canoe, fishing. He tried
to capture them. Failing in the attempt, he had
them fired upon; thinks they were both wounded.
The canoe and some fish were captured, but the In-
diana escaped. The trail was followed, but the wily
savages eluded their pursuers by swimming a lagoon.

Capts. McNeill and Darrance, with their companies,
left Fort Capron on the 26th ult.. for a ten days' pout
in the swamps on the west side of Halpa-tookee,
(Lient. Shoup operating on the east, and Capt. Getty
in boats.) On the 28th, on the St. Lucia River, they
found a camp, supposed tohave been made by eight
or ten Indians, the occupants having abandoned it
about thirty-six hours previonusly, taking everything
they had with them, leaving no trail indicating the
course they pursued. On the 30th, they (Capto. 3cIN.
and D.) discovered eleven camps, all seemingly evac-
uated about the same time. No trails were seen.
The last mentioned camps were situated on the
branches of the South Halpa-taokee.

About eight miles wezt qf the fork of the St. Louis
river, on the 31st, the trail of ten Indians was found,
which led across a prairie. The trail was followed
about a mile, when it entered a small hammock. In-
side the hammock a camp was found, where the In-
dians had stopped the previous night. A fire was
burning, on which birds were roasting, proving that
they left in great haste. The hammock was surround-
ed and charged. Two privates, one of Capt. McNeill's
and one of Capt. Durrance's company, were so fortu-
nate as to see two Indians ; the hammock being dense,
as soon as they got a glimpse of the foe they fired,
each killing an Indian-one a boy about eleven or
twelve years old, and the other a young man of about
eighteen years. well grown. The latter had a good
rife, shot-bag, eight hello and about twelve loads of
good powder. About the same time Corporal George
Palls, of Capt. McNeill's company, caught a squaw,
about twelve years of age.

Another trail, leading South, was found and follow-
ed about a mile and a half, when it reached another
hammock, which was charged. A newly cleared
piece of ground, where the Indians had just been dig-
ging holes to plant corn, was inside. It is supposed
they were frightened by the firing at the other camp
and ran of. Their trail was followed thrbugh a bog-
gy-pond to hard palmettoland, where it scattered and
was lost. After trying every stratagem to strike the
trail in vain, and secretly watching the camp till next
morning, this noble band of veterans abandoned the
search in that quarter, and struck a western course to
SHalpa-tuokee, thence to Ft. Capron. No other trails
Swere found.

The above, although not official, we have reason to
believe is an authentic report of this matter. This
scout is replete with interest. It demonstrates the
whereabouts of a portibn of the Seminoles; that
they are divided into small bands: and, more im-
portant than all, that their subsistence is exhausted
and they reduced to the necessity of living solely on
wild cabbage and game. This last circumstance is

0 that on which we mainly rely for the final extirpation
of the red man. While the occasional death of a
warrior, or the'capture of a squaw, is gradually les-
sening the strength and confidence of the Indians, if
energetic and continuous scouting duty is kept up. it
wvill be an impossibility for them to hold out longer
than two campaigns.

Our citizens, to whom the sound of the fire-bell I
has recently become quite painfully familiar, were t
startled from their slumbers again on Saturday morn- a
ing, between 2 and 3 o'clock, the alarm being caused v
by the burning of the wharf-boat, which, after burn- j,
ing to the water's edge, sunk in about fifteen feet of r

The loss of the boat itself is comparatively incon-
siderable, but there was a good deal of valuable pro-
pert)y destroved belonging to tle proprietor of the
wharf-boat, db . . Butler, Esq., who is at this time on
his way down the river with a new and commodious
boat, designed to replace the one destroyed by the
fire. Mr. Joseph Uotto, and Isaac, who owned the
grocery establishments on the boat, lost their entire
stock, but we have not learned its value, but suppose
it must amonnt to $5,000.

Mr. T. iD. Morton, from Lexington, Ky., sustained a
serious loss Iy the destruction of about four thousand I
dollars worth of jewelry. which he had stored on the
hoat. Two valuable horses, one the property of Mr. f
Butler and the other of the clerk, Mr. Walker, were
consumed in the flames, though every possible efflrt t
was made to eave them.

Between eighty and a hundred barrels of flour,
marked for Canton, that were piled on the landing
near the fire, were destroyed, together with much t
other valuable freight. As we ascertained, there was
no inomorance upon the boat or any of thre property
we have named. The flames did thIe work of de-
strfetion with fearful rapidity, and nothing was
saved but the looks and papers of the proprietor.

The origin of the fire has not been ascertained, but
it it is believed to have been caused by sparks blown e
from a steamer that landed during the night.

MUlvRE WILL OcT.--In 1833 Dr. H. Perkins prr-
chased eleven negroes in the parish of West Feliciana,
of a man who had been living with him for one year
or more. The man was a widower witllh an nyi child,
a dallgrter. Ile reqruested Dr. P. to allowe llis little
daughter to remain at his house for a few weeks until
he could procure a home for her, which was granted.
Ir a fesw days the man and negroes mysteriously dis-
appeared. and no trace of their whereabouts could
ever be had. Every effort to find a clue to his track
was unavailing. The little girl remained for three or
four years, was thern sent to school, got married, and
has not been heard from since. The day before yes-
terday Dr. 1P. received a letter from a gentleman in
Jackson, Miss., telling hlm where his long lost negroes
were. It appears two brothers were interested in the
aftir, and receutly have had some misunderstanding.
by which means disclosures have been made and long
neglected jusrtice will obtain her rights. Tile rtan and
negroes are in one of the back counties of Mississilpi,
and Dr. P. leaves on the Princess this morning to pay
his long desired visit to them.

The Lockridge E~pedition.
FPRT0HE PARTICULAfS.

Under date of the 6th inst., a correspondent of the
New York Times writes from San Joan. We extrac
the following from his letter, only remarking tht
there have been several contradictory statements re
garding the conduct of Col. Titaus at Castillo:

Just before the expiration of the twenty-four hoon
a small body of Costa Ricans came through the wood
from up the river, and fired upon one of the pique
guards, who came running to Titus, saying that th:
Costa Ricans were coming upon them. He was toli
to go back to his company and give them fight
S"But," says the guard, " there aremorethan fiveh •
I dred of them." Col. Titus replied-" The h--I there
is ! Then we had better run; save yourselves, boys.'
and started upon the run, with one company with
r him, some of them before and some behiod him. Oni
of these reported afterwards that he never saw so fat
a man run so fast before! Gen. Wheat had left before

In the meantime the other two companies had not

Another replied," why, he left n some three-quarte•s
of an hour ago ;" whereupon they all retreated, and
followed the lead of Titas, leaving their provisions
and ammunition in the rear.

They found Col. Titus about two miles down the
river. When they all met Col. Titus said : " Now,
boys, let as stad and fight the enemy lik. hamw
or die in the attempt." Nota Costa Ricanesayed to
Spurue them.

The whole strength of the Costa Ricans in the fort
when Titus went there, and of the reinforcements
who drove him away, was ascertained by an Amer.

He probably suspected
that the Ambaissador was lingering at Turin to give
countenance to a belief that he had been asked by the
Sardinian Government to remain. The situation is
becoming daily more critical and menacing.

Milscellneeous.
The Liverpool Times, in its summary of the week's

news, says:
It may be important for commercial readers to no-

tice a new arrangement made by the Russian Govern-
ment since the abolition of the Sound Dues. Formerly
the certificate for these dues were regarded by the
Russian authorities as equivalent to a quarantine cer-
tificate; but now the Imperial Government has given
notice that all foreign vessels sailing to the Russian
ports of the Baltic shall have a bill of health from
the port of departure. It is also added that vessels
which have put into French, British, Dutch or Nor-
wegian ports, on their way, must provide themselves
with quarantine certificates from those ports, and
cause them to be attested by the Russian Consul.

The union of the Danubian provinces may now, we
presume, beconsidered a settled point. A letter from
Paris, which bears an authoritative stamp, declares
that Lord Palmerston has intimated that the views of
the English Government are in unison with those of
the Emperor Napoleon on this subject,and itis added
that the Austrian Government is nore readily re-
conciled to the union than formerly.

Louis Napoleon cannot feel very comfortable in his
height of power. Arrests are constantly made in
Paris of persons charged with conspiring to kill the
Emperor-not a pleasant sensation, if the charges are
really believed. Several arrests have beenmnade this
week, and it is said that the offenders have accom-
plices or instigators, in England. This points to the
French refugees in London, and if the BritishGovern-
ment be satisfied of the fact, we may look for a speedy
clearance of some of the resorts of those peopletathe
vicinity of the Haymarket and Leicester aquase.

The little kingdom of Belgium is undergoing one of
those convulsions through which England pamed a
few years back. At Tournay, the other day, there
was a pitched battle between the Protectionists and
Free-traders, the former represented by some thooes-
ands of disorderly workmen,and the latter by the gen-
d'armerie. The crowd was not dispersed withoutan
effbrt, some twenty or thirty persons being wounded,
several severely. The authorities, fearing this spirit
of turbulence, were compelled to refuse to the Free-
trade league the use of a hall as a place of meeting.
No doubt the Free-trade Conference which was held
in Brussels last summer, has been the means of awa-
kening sounder views, and hence these conflicts be-
tween patriotism and selisdhness.

The war fever appears to have seized upon the
Prussians again. The Danish German duchies are the
causeof this new ebullition, and orders have been
given to place the I'russian ports and coastsin a state
of defence, in the event of an attack by Denmark.
The Prussian Prime Mianister has made a war speech
in the House of Deputies, which appears to have been
received with great enthusiasm.
