Four of oir boats were ntow down, slimming over

tle waves, and gradually diverging from each other
ts we left the ship. Having arrived in the vicinity
of where we saw them go down lat, we pelaked our
omrs, ancd waited impatietly for the cwhales to coete. All eyes were intently iwatcllit g aoyo unusual
ripple in the water, not knowilg lrecisely ealhere they
would rise ; besides there was a great c rive'y existbing
between tie boats' crewsa to see wleich would fiten to
tiee most whales, as each crew received credit upoen
the shipe's hooks for every whale she soeured, sod
those books were examined by tie owners after tihe
return hone of the ship ; hence te eagercness to be
tie irst to discovecr the whale as she broke water, in
oldcr to gain the advantage.
