Talk on 'Change.

There was a marked falling off in business yester-
day. .Every steamship and every steamboat leaving
port goes crowded with passengers. Yet there is a
goodly congregation daily at the several places of re-
sort. The chief topio is the late cold weather and its
sadhf'ects. We learn that in,some sections cotton
has been planted twice, and to plant the third time
there is not sufficient seed in the country. Some of
the many thousands of bushels of seed sent North
during tIr past winter to be compressed for oil
would, if now here, pay a large profit.

It is now approaching the let of May, and it is
about time to be expecting that rush of cotton. Spin-
ners in Manchester will be anxiously looking for those
300,000 bales which were to arrive in the month of
May. It is also time for as to learn where these hbales
are. The decrease in receipts at all the ports still
continue-according to our cyphering, as well as that
of our neighbor the Price Current, it is now not far from
440,000 bales.

It is idle for cotton operators, particularly for those
who have .begn-dieap(iinted this seasdi in realizing
" good commissidns," to be making such remarks as
appear below, particularly in the face of no stand for
this season's crop to be attained before some time in
the month of May. The following extract is from
another New York circular en route for Europe. The
question is simply this, what is the supply of cotton,
and what is the demand? This, that and the other,
about so much last year, and so much the year pre-
vious, is altogether foreign to the present position of
the cotton trade of the world.

fpr disposnalduring the summer to give them a good
selection. Accordingly they entered upon the summer
with comparatively small stock, and subsequently to
this date last year, they took 151,00 bales. This sea-
son, on the contrary, they have partakeo'oflhege.er
ally received idea that acrop of 3,000,000 bales would
fall greatly short of the demand, and, therefore, that no
cotton would remain for their supply during the sum-
mer. Hence they have, to a very great extent, ahti-
cipated their wants for the remaigder of the season,
and there are few of the larger manufacturers who do
not now hold from five to six months stock. We do not,
therefore; look lbr further buying to any extent on
American account in any of our markets, unle e at a
great decline in price. Hence the bulk of present stock
of 4t7,000 bales, which will be swelled to about 750,-
000 bales by future receipts, will be available for ex-
port to whoever will take it at prices satisfactory to
the holders.

The Ohio Leglslnaure and the Slavery

CcisoaTo. Tuesday, April 21.-The Ohio Legi.s-
lature adjourned oine.rie on Saturday, having previ-
ously passed the hill making it a fnitentiary offence
to claim or hold slaves in Ohio, or to uudertakl tb
carry away from the Slate as a slave, any person of
color. This is intended tou prevent the operation of
bhe " Dred Scott': dbciion of the United States Su-

preme Court. RIesolutions were also adopted, declar-
ing it to be a duty to use all power consistent with
the national compact, to prevent the increase, to miti.
gate, and finally eradicate slavery ; and that the ordi-
oance of 17e7, as far as it toncerns slavery, ohould be

extended t o l .'te territories of the United States.
The Senators and Representatives in Congress from
Ohio were requested to vote against the admission of
anyState, unless slavery is excluded ); Its constitu-
tion. [T'legrapliic dispatch totheNew York Times,of the 22d'inst. .

The Senators and Representatives of Ohio-or
rather a large majority of them-would readily vote
the freesoil way without instructions. But we do not
think they will ever be called upon to vote against
the admission of a slave State, as we see no probabil-
ity:of a slave State ever applying for admission into
the present Union. And should such application be
made, we have not the smallest doubt it would be re-
fused. Thus the American world wags at present
and will continue to wag, we much fear, for many
years to come.

Later from Texas.
By the steamship Mexico, Capt. Rathbun, we have

papers of Saturday last from Galveston. From the
News we extract the following :

A citizen of Galveston who has just returned from
a visit to some of the eastern counties, informs us
that he left Montgomery day before yesterday morn-
ing, at which time the whole face of the country was
covered with as heavy a frost as he ever saw. He
believes that it killed every thing that had been left
alive by the previous frosts. Many crops were coming
up from the third planting and he thinks that all
these were again killed, if out of the ground. The
injury to the wheat is very general and is without
remedy. The opinion is expressed that nearly onc-
half of this crop is lost; while the only dependence
fern crop of cotton and corn most now be on the
third and often the fourth planting.

Up to this time the whole coast of Texas has been
left entirely without any fortifications to its harbors ;
but we are glad to learn that an appropriation was
made by last Congress to do something for us in this
respect. Appropriations were made for fortifications
at Ship Island Shoals, Grant's Pass and at Galveston,
the nmnount appropriated for this city being $80,000.
We now learn that aBoard of Engineers has been re.
cently organized to make out plans fos' these several
fortifications. The board consists of Capt. Leadbet-
ter, Maj. Beauregard, Capt. Newton, and Lieut. Ste.
vens. These gentlemen, we understand, will meet in
New Orleans early next month to enter upon the dis-
charge of their duties. They will proceed to examine
the above named placer and will probably be in this
city by the latter part of May.

ed for the same of the United Statesone hundred and
fitft thousand dollars ; declared that theobject of the
Urjied States in making the claim, etc., was to get
possession of the Isthmus ; that no settlement of the
questions at issue and o a protection for msaid transit
can be made, but through concert of action and con-
sent ofthe representatives of Great Brtainand France;
and proceeded to initiate preliminaries for placin
New Granada on awar footing.

The Courier makes the following sensible observa-
tion :

The United States must make this transit secure or
some other nation will. She hastaken tbeground that
American interests are paramount here; she owes it
to the nations of the world to prove her eonsciounsness
in this assertion. It is plainl intimated from reliable
sources, that Great Britain wishes to rid hereelf of all
care ia this region, and is anxious that the United
States should take the job off her hands.

It is stated that the people of Carthagena allex-
pect that and the neighboring ports to be blockaded
by British vessels is consequence of the aon-compli-
ance of the New Granadian Governmeont.with the de-
mands of the Euglish Government respecting the
Mackintosh debt.

Nothing of a definite character had for some time

reached Aspinwall directly from Walker's position.
The steamer Panama arrived on the 1.th at Panama,
with statements that Walker wan hemmed in by a
force of Allies quintuple in number, and sre to bein-
creased fifty per cent. before he could extricate him-
self ; that he was destitute of provisions, and chances
of supplies cut oil; that the Cotsa Ricans had the
heaviest metal, and a good range upon him; but that
he seemed determined to hold out, and that he was
well entrenched and otherwise fortified.

The advices received at Aspinwall by the Thames,
by no means confirmed these statements. On the con-
trcry, letters to private parties represented the Amer-
icans impregnantly fortified at Rivas, with plenty of
provisions and ammunition. The Courier of the 20th
publishes the following accounts, received by the
Thames:

The symptoms of dissension between the Costa Ri-
cons and Nicaragaonos have already shown themselves.

He selected, however,
somie of those who were already there, took them on
board and went out of the harbor, just as Loekridge
was coming down the river with the balance, Scott
try in•, a little too late, to stop him by the aid of the
Blritia fleet. Tiis was on the 5th. On the 12th the
LotbSta Rieeans came down the river on the steamer
Charly Moirgan, under Col. Calty, an Englishman in
the service of Costa ihca, who had been in command
on tihe river, and was at Castillo when Lockridge
reconnoitered there.
Mayor Martin, of Greytowo, had informed the men
