Talk on 'Change, Towlboats aatles eree.

There was not much to boast of yesterday in the
way of business. The weather prevented the usual
gatherings, and with rain threatening every fifteea
minutes, there were few of the usual assemblages
bere and there. Business on the leveewas dull, com-
pared to what it was a short time aince. Tberee a
large quantity of produce going to Texas,which State
is likely to be one of the very beat custoshere of our
city. The intercourse now with Galveston i so fre-
quent that one can leave our city one morning after
breakfast, and take breakfast the next morning in
Galveston, traveling through the fine sugar setion of
Louisiana to Berwick's Bay. Before long (by the
Southern Steamship Company and the new line of
Vanderbilt's via the Opelousas railroad) we shall have
a daily communication with Texas. The new steam,
ship Opeloneas, attached to the Opelousas or Great
Western railroad, cleared at New York on the 24th
nalt. for Berwick's Bay, and will be due there on Mon-
day next.

The Northern mail failed yesterday. Friday is the
regular day of failure from beyond Augusta. The
America's mails, of the 11th inst. from Liverpool,
will reach here on Monday, no doubt. The Africa's
advices at New York are now fully due, but short

THE New ORLOAlS TOWDBOAT COpAsNY..-Captain
Nelson, of the ship Glad Tidings, which arrived on
Sunday from New Orleans, makes the following re-
port : " The Glad Tidings was detained inside the hbar
twenty days waiting, as the towboat monopoly said,
for want of water on the bar, althoogh it is a strange
fact that several vessels were brought in drawing as
nuch, and in some instances more than those waiting

to go out ; whether their being owned in one instance
and their cargoes in other cases by large shareholders
of the towboat monopoly accounts for the above fact,

leave for others to decide. The only ship (while
the Glad Tidings was lying there) that drew over 17
feet that was taken out or tried on the barhappened
also to belong to New Orleans; very strange coinci-
dences! It is a wonder that some company has not
started an opposition line of boats before this, as there
os a mine of wealth that is only known to the stock-
holders. Six good boats would have more than they
could attend to if they were started on the right prin-
ciple. When the Glad Tidingaleft there were 34ves-
•els inside and 14 outsidewaiting,none of thedIl am
sorry to say, owned by any of the stookholders.."

If we recollect correctly, there have been innume-
rable complaints regarding this towboat monopoly,
but we really do not know whether there is actually
any combination. Count Foster, from the year 1825
to 1835, with the Grampus, Porpoise, Shark and
Whale steam tugs was called a mondpolist.. There
have been opposition lines started abdout a dozen
times within as many years, or say"the last twenty
years, but somehow or anotherthey all resolve into
this monopoly. Now, we reallyhall be klad to learn
the length,breadth or circumference of this monopoly
alluded to in the above extract. Captain Nelson says
" six good boats would have more than they could at
tend to if started on the right principle." Will the
captain inform us what is the right principle ? As
for the towboat association, we do not know one from
the other, or the other from one, and don't care a
button whether they tow our ships in or whether they
tow them out, we will send them to sea by the camels
when they are ready, a la Nantucket.

CoTTo.--The receipts for the twenty-four hours
ending at 6 o'clock last evening were, by the steamer
Natchez, from Vicksburg, 596 bales; Planter, from
Mtinden, 11; Maria Denning, 141 ; W. W. Farmer,
from Trenton, 170 bales. Total, 1023 bales.

Receipts for the corresponding day last year were
2478 bales. No exports yesterday.

FATAL AccrDEnr TO A MUSICIAN.-Signor A. Marti-
nez, one of the most accomplished guitarists in the
UnAd States, while crossing the track of the Central
Railroad, in Detroit, was struck by a train which
passed over, severing both legs from his body. He
ived about two hours. Signor Martinez was about 4d
years of age. He was born in Saragossa, and came
to this ccuntry about 24 years ago. The Detroit Ad
vertiser says :

He had a perfect passion for his favorite instrument
and when playing seemed to work himself into an
ecstacy of delight, becoming absorbed completely in
the music which he produced. He was a supert
player; we certainly have never heard any one who
could approach him in excellenge of performance on
the guitar. He was well known to the musicians ot
all cities in the surrounding States, by whom hi:
death will be sincerely regretted.

THE NEW YORK SLAVER.-It turns ont that the

schooner Merchant, seized in New York harbor as a
slaver a few days ago, when about proceeding to sea,
had actually prepared to engage in the nefarious
traffic. From the New York Evening Post of the
24th, we extract the following in regard to the mat-
ter :

Capt. Strom did not sail in the schooner, but she
was found in command of another man who gave his
name as "Jones." Seven men, including Capt. Jones,
were arrested on board the schooner, and some papers
were seized. Some of the men tried to secrete them-
selves, but were discovered.

The steamer was not searched until she was brought
alongside the revenue cutter, when Capt. Rnyuders
put on apea-jacket and attended to that duty mn per-
son. Four Spanish sailors were found secreted on
board. One of them was stowed away behind a
trunk, and another had hid himself in the water-tank
down in the hold next to the boiler. Hes was crouch-
ed down where the water was about a foot deep.
Both the schooner and the steamer John Birbeck
were placed under the surveillance of the revenue
cutter, and Capt. Jones and his ten men, together
with the crew of the steamer, were brought to the
city and locked up for examination, which will take
place before a United States Commissioner to-day or
to-morrow.

The " Merchant" has on board a large quantity of
lumber, extra casks, rice, corn meal, etc. ; in act,
everything usually found on board of a well-appointed
slaver.

Capt. Rynders velheomently expresses his determi-
nation to break up the slave-trade, and says hlie will
let those who are opposed to him understand that,
although he will catch a "nigger" if called upon in
the discharge of his duty, he will go a - sight fur-
ther to catch a slaver, because the game is bigger,
and he is particularly Ibod of cruising down the bay.
