CORK AND ITS USES--Many persons see corks used
daily without knowing whence come these useful
materials. Corks are cut from large slabs of the cork
tree. a species of oak which grows wild in the south-
ern countries of Europe. The tree is stripped of its
bark at about sixteen years old ; but, before stripping
it of, the tree is not cut down, as is the case with tihe
oak. It is taken while the tree is growing, and the
operation may be repeated every eight or nine yearh;
the quality of the bark continuing each time to in-
prove as te ae of the tree increases. When the bark
is taken offit is singed in the flames of a strong tire,
and, being soaked fora considerable time in water, it
is placed under heavy ieights,in order to render it
straight. Tts extreme llohtnscs, the ease with which
it can he compressed, and its elasticity, are roperties
so peculiar to this substance that nosetnicient seseti-
ute for it has been discoered. The vslulle e roper-
ties of cork were known to the Greeks and lnomans,
who employed it for all the purposes for which it is
used at the present day, with tie exception of stop-
iers. The ancients mostly used cement for stopping
the moutlhs of bottles or vessels. Thle EgIyptians are
said to have emade cotins of cork, which, being srirad
on tihe inside with a resinous siuhbstauce, preserved
dead bodies from decay. Even in modern times cork
was not generally used for stillsles till about the

I seventeenth century, cement being used instead.
