That Government also appropriated the
ur'tnof $25,000, necured the Interest on $250,000 for
0 year, and presentd' fifty square miles of land to
ie tniterrise, to be selected by the company in any
part of the island. All this, We presume, is condi-
tional open the success of the enterprise, The cont-
pany then went to work, and during the latterpart of
last year succeeded in establishing telegraphic com-
mnicatioh'between the United States and St. John's,
on the western shore of Newfoundland.

The capital stock of the company amounted to
,Cd750,000, and this has all been taken at $5,000 per

s-hre. Elght-eight shares were taken in this coun-
try, and the remainder in England and Scotland. The
British and American Governments have lent their
aeiatence to the undertaking, furnishing vessels for
thq laying f the cable and agreeing to pay four per
cent. on the capital for the use of the telegraph, with
the understanding that if they should in any year ex-
coed that am at the usual tariff, they are topsy such

in the summer of 1853 and fall of 1856 a thorough
surv•y by deep sea soundings was effected of the pro.
ppeed oeanic route of the line, between the eastern
shore of Newfoundland and the western shore of Ire-
land, and the result demonstrated the existence of a
regelar ~ipate, with slight variations, stretching
along the whole distance that intervenes between the
desired ocean terminii. So far as known, the nature
of this plateau is in. every way favorable, not only to
the laying of the wire, but to its safety and preservea
tion when down-the water, at the great depth to
which it will be sunk, many hundred fathoms, lying
inetgrnal calm and silence, whatever tempest may
rage above it.

The cmtIsummation'of this project, no rvast in con-
eeptlon, and seemingly eM difficult of execution, must
lead to the grandest results, results more easily figured
to the imagination than described with words ; and
the greatest of these will not be the immediate facili-
ties afforded the operations of commerce, nor the
startling novelty of transmitting intelligence ftIm one
hemisphere to another in a moment of time. Every
great effort ind triumph of genius gives birth to still
greater efforts, and it cannot be doubted that the
completion and soucceasful operation of sixteen hun-
ded miles of oceanic telegraph will finally result in
telegraphic connection between the most remote
limits of the civilized world. Who, with such a pros-
pct, can calculate the changes that in a few years
may be produced in the commercial, political and so-
cial relations of the world?
