1'Talk aon 'Change.

It was quiet yesterday in general circles. Towards
noon the Europa's advices were announced as coming
over the wires. They are betwixt and between, and
coming by the way of Halifax, it is reasonable to be.
lieve some errors have occurred in the fgures, as has
often heretofore been the case. It will be observed,
however, there is some discrepancy. That is imma-
terial in the present position of the cotton market in
this city. In another column we give another of
those delusive circulars which have emanated every
week from New York, during the season, to mislead
and are calculated to deceive spinners and dealers.
In the name of common sense, what do, what can
parties know of the real condition of planting cotton
fifteen hundred miles from the cotton region ? They
can sit in their six by ten offices in some basement,
or perhaps an attic, and figure away till doomsday,
they cannot alter the immutable laws of supply and
demand. Now, the circular to which we allude, says
the cold weather retarded the planting about a week,
no more, perhaps less. It is supposed those interested
in cotton must take this as gospel--mst receive It at
its full value. But somehow or another these writers
for the English market (many of whom never saw a
cotton field) assume to know more about the cultiva-
tion of cotton (for European effect, of course,) than
any planter in Louisiana or Mississippi. We have
another circular of a similar cast, written by an indi-
vidual connected with one of our cotemporaries,
which we shall publish to-morrow, and which has
about as much substance as many effusions heretofore
written by this individual-all tending to depress the
cotton interests in New Orleans.

The receipts of cotton for the twenty-four hours
ending at 6 o'clock last evening were, by the Natchez,
from Vicksburg, 454 bales; Bayou Belle, from
Onachita, 154; Lecomte, from Shreveport, 126 ;
Bella Donna, from Fort Adams, 26. Total, 760 bales.
The receipts for the corresponding day last year were
5704 bales. We want some of those 300,000 bales
coming to market this month to be coming along
shortly. We begin to think it is a gone case with the
" bears."

RAILROAD RIoT.-On the 20th and 30th nult. a strike
and riot occurred on the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
at Martingeburg, in consequence of an order adopted
by the Board of Directors for sealing the doors of the
merchandisecars taking effect. This plan of prevent.
ing and detecting depredations on the property tran-
sported in the cars has been in successful use, it is
said, upon some of the New England,New York and
other roads. The plan requires the conductors of the
sealed cars to give a receipt for them as they are
taken from their point of departure, and the agent at
destination in torn receipts to the conductor for them
on arrival. To this the conductors objected on the
ground that it required too great responsibility of
them. They and thair friends assembled to the num-
ber of about 150, drove the men from the trains, took
possession and would not let them depart. The au-
thorities interfered, and prosecutions were commenced
against a number of the rioters.

Gov. WALKER AND KANss.-The Washington
correspondent of the New York Times says in a recent
letter:

The appointment of Hon. Robert J. Walker as
Governor of the Territory, was well received therefrom the beginning, but as the period of his advent
draws near, a real enthusiasm is being excited amongall parties, and a willingness, in all minds, excepting
those of extreme ultraist fanatics on both sides, to de-
pend p on his sagacity and wisdom for a solution of
past dilfficulties, and an equitable adjustment of the
claims of the rival factions by which we have beeon osadly agitated. It is more sure than everthtt Kan-
sas will enter the Union as a Free State : but a satis-
factory hope is beginning to be entertained thilt thisf desirable result will be olbtained without tile heanrt-
burnings which had been anticipated.

THE POWER OF A CoMET.-The Louisville JOur-
nal disposes of the comet question in the following
summary manner:

We see that some people appear to be still afraid of
the comet. There is no more likelihood of the comet's
hitting the earth than there is of the "old cow's jump-
ing over tse moon," ardeven if it were to do so, noharm cculd possibly be done. A good sized ram could
butt fifty times as bard as the biggest comet in the
Universe.

Commencing about noon, and coa-
tinrinig for six mortal hoours, the mrain fell ill tcrrnlt
and thle wind blew furiously. We have not heard of
any serious doramage resulting from it. On low lands,
which are not well drained, the yet tender crops custhave been well nigh drowned out.

Disn or RAT PotsoN.--The Danville (Pa.) Ameri
can says that a post-mortem examination of Mr
Montgomery, the member of Congress lately deceased,
exhibited extensive abrasion of the mucous or lining
coat of the stomach, and the entire destruction bf the
membrane, both at the cardiac and pyloric orifice
with a general loss of tone, or disorganization of the
thoracic and abdominal viscera. The physicians ascribe
his death to poison. Mr. Montgomery stopped at the
National Hotel, Washington, during the inauguration.

TiH: OCEAN TEtLEiIRAri.-The New York Journal
of Commerce, of the 30th ult., says :

lr. Cylrus W. Field, who returned from England
in the last steamer, whither he had gone on business
connected with the " New York, Newfoundland and
London Telegraph Company," gives veryencouraging
accounts of the progress of the great Atlantic cable.
The manufhctories continue to turn it out at a rapid
rate, encountering no unexpected dilficolty, so that
there is every prospect of its being comp eted at thetime already fixed--say by the latter part of it'ul.
Second only in importnuce to the construction of trhe
cable is the perfection of the machinery to be em-
ployed in laying it down ; and contidence in the suc-cess of this great enterprise is much increased by a
knowledge of the extraordinary precautioas which
are taken with refernce to this part of the wori, to
guard against the danger of tiilure.

VENTILATION ON A NOVEL. PRINCIPLE.-'Professor
Thomsonl, a name of eminence ill scientific circles,
has fur some time been engaged inl researches on the
dynamical values of beat, and now shows that a nma-
chine may be constructed, to be worked by water or
steam, which, with properly contrived valves and
ingress or egress pipes, would serve either for heat-
ing or cooling an apartment. Such a maohine, ex-
pending not more than one thirty-fifth of tile energy
of the heat imparted, would raise or lower the tean-
perature thirty degrees above or below that of the
atmoslphere ; and tile Professor points out how a cur-
rent of warn air at such a temperature as is conve-
nient flr heating and ventilating a building may Le
obtained mechanically, either by water-power without
any cor:aumption of coal, or by means of a stetun-
engine driven bya lire burning actually less coal than
is capable of generating, by its combustion, the re-
quired heat; and secondly, how, with similar me-
chanical means, currents of cold air, such as might
undoubtedly be used with great advantage to health
and comfornit for cooling houses in tropical counstries,
may be produced by motive power requiring only a
much diminished consumptiou of coal.

ANe O.r, MAN.--There is a Mexican now living in
San Antonio who has reached the astonishing age of
llI years. He walks to market each morning iand
purchases his little edibles to last hirm durig thre day,steadying his faltering steps with iis setall What is
quite remarkable in this old man is. that lie tis been

Tnre RCEn T STosMI-Great Destructio• of Pro-
perty in Misiseippi.--From the Sea Coast Demo-
trat of Wednesday last, published in Mississippi City,
we extract the following account of the disastrona
efwebts of the recent heavy rains :

On Thursday and Friday this region of country
was visited by the greatest rains ever known to havefallen here. The rin commenced at halfbpast
P. Mh. on Thursday, and continued till Saturday
morning without hardly any intermission. It poered
down in such torrents that ona Friday morning after
bt one night's rain, the whole back country, a par
as could be seen, was one expanse of water. The
thunder which accompanied the rains seemed tothreaten terrible calamity, so awful were its pealk;
the lightning was very vivid, and flashed incessantly.
For about two hours on Thursday night the windhowled with some fury, but not violent enough to be
called a storm ; this mderated to an ordinary S. w.
wind, which continued the two following days. On
Friday evening the work of destruction bad com-mitted terrible disasters to property on bayous which
connect with the Gulf The waters of Chatacabul•o,
Biloxi and Bernard bayous had swollen to an im-
moose nfood, which swept away everything it encosn-
tered in its impetuous bourse. Upwards of 20,000
logs that lay along the bayous were carried away out
to sea, as were also several hundred thousand feet
of lumber that had been piled up at the various steamaw-mills situated on the banks of these water
courses. All the bridges, so far as beard from, have
been destroyed.

Warehouses, some of them fifty yards distant fromthe embankments, havent been flooded to heights vary-
ing from four to 'seven feet, and everything in themeither greatly damaged or completely amined. Dwel-
ling honses wore likewise flooded, injuoring furniture
considerably; it was with difficlty many of the -n.mates escaped drowning-some cut doorways through
the roof, and were rescued in skifs ; others clung tothe rafters till the flood abated. The extent of pro-
perted destroyed can hardlybe estimated--the lose incertainly not less thon $100,000. The largest Ipsers,
whose names we have heard, are : Hon. It C. Saiold,
o1,Ooo ; Messrs. McBean & Henry, $o,000; Meses.

Taylor & Myers, $2,000 Mr. Fowler, $3,000 Mr.
Burr, $2,000; Col. Humpries, $1,500. Some millslost as much as 200,000 feet of lumber each. Every
man engaged in the log and luthber business in this
district has lost all he had invested in timber. And
it being the chief industrial pursuit of the people,
trade is completely paralysed for the present. None
of the mills can be started to work very soon, because
of the damage sustained by their machinery, and of
the vast amount iof drilt accumulated about the build-
ings; and even when the machinery can be righted
again, they will havre to wait some time before a sup-
ply of logs can be had.
Our sea coast has not suffered in ansoy wise from the

fleood, except that some garden-beds have been well
beateu with the rain. Every tide since Saturday
morning last has been freighted with the lost lumber
and logs, an immense quantity of which is now strewn
aloog the beach from one end of this coast to the
other.

A Tocos Srorn.--The Somersetshire (Pa.) Dem-
ocrot says that some time last fall a blackbird came
to Joseph Soyder's, in that borough, and has since
lived constantly with the chickens. It has become
thoroughly domesticated, and comes regularly for its
food. Instead of roosting as the chickens do, it takes
a position on the rooster's back, who bears the weight
of his little friend with great good nature. But the
most singular of all is, that it has learned to crow like
a cock, and crows regularly, more frequently than the
rooster, and seems to be vain of its accomplishment.

A BaR•al. REDMPTrON.--A large gray eagle, cap
tured near Rochester, N. Y., was purehaced by a num-
her of gentlemen of that city and set at liberty a few
days ago. He was taken into the cupola of the City
Hall, and released in the presence of 20,000 people.
He stood for a moment open the platform of bihage,
shook his wings once or twice, and then seared off in
a north-easterly direction, changing his course fnally
to the eastward. His flight was hailed by a tremen-
dous shout, and watched until his majestic iorm Nde
sway in the distane.

A Fxct FPnax.--Our friend, John Shaeketlbrd,
Esq., of Macon county, has in his orchard at the pre-sent time a peoch tree, the lower limbs of which are
laden with fruit as large as a small marble, while thb
whole upper portirn is profusely covered with the
fragrart blosonms. This is a remarkable and benutl-
"ul freak of uature. [Montgomery Mail.
