Typographleal Union Ball and Banquet. e
There has never been a finer entertainment in Odd

Fellows' Hall than the ball and banquet given on b
Thursday evening by the New Orleans Typographical
Union, to the delegates eomposing the National Typor "
graphical Union, which Is still in se5•5ion.
The attendance was large, fashionable and gay. v

The hall was very handsomely decorated for the oeca.
sion. At either end two large arches, one bearing, in t
letters of gold, the words, "The National Typogra-
phical Union-Our Duests," and the other," New
Orleans Typographical Union." Under the arch at
the head of the ball stood a printing pres, superbly
decorated. On the side of the hall was a large trans.
parency, bearing the old familiar picture of a Ramage t
proes, shedding light over the world, with a scroll
bearing the words, "The art preservative of all arte."
All these arrangements, as well as the gallery, were
set off with wreaths and garlands of flowers and ever-
greens in the most tast tasteful and lavish manner. The
coup d'ail of the hall was altogether magnificent.

The preparations for the banquet were made upon
an equally superb scale. The supper room was filled s
with five long tables, loaded down with wines and f
edibles in the choicest profusion. Each table was
ornamented with three large confectionery pyramids,
wrought over with designs and inscriptions appropri-
ate to the occasion.
Both ball and banquet passed offilike a charm. The

management was excellent in every respect, and all
who were present-the patrons of the ball, as well as
the givers and receivers of it-had particularly a gay
and delightful time. After the pleasing exercises of
the ball-room had been indulged in for a proper period,
the doors of the banquet-room were thrown open.
The numerous long tables just sufficed to seat the
company present, so that whilst the banquet lasted
the ball-room was entirely deserted.
In the absence of Mr. King, President of the New

Orleans Union, Col. Gerard Stith was called upon to
preside, which he did, with his usual offhand readi-
ness and good grace. After due havoc had been
made upon the luxuries of the tables,the genial spirit
of the occasion blazed forth, and toasts and speeches
followed in rapid succession. Col. Stith, as chairman
of the banquet, made an addresewelcomingin fitting
terms the delegates of the National Union to the
good cheer of the occasion. Mr. Monday, of Phda-
delphia, responded in a very handsome manner on
behalf of the delegates, and in the course of his re-
marks paid a compliment to the city government.
Mayor Waterman, being present, responded to this in
handsome and pertinent style. We cannot remember
all the toasts that were given or speeches made. Col.
Lumsden, of the Picayune, Mr. Nixon, of the Crescent,
Mr. L. Graham, Mr. H. L. Kelsey and Mr. James
Beggs were the principal subsequent speakers, being
calledout by the differenttoastsgiven. Thepresence
and approving smiles of the ladies, who were of
course duly complimented, added not a little to the
brilliancy of the banquet.

The banquet over, Terpsichore resiumed her sway,
and maintained it with the heartiest energy up to 5
o'clock in the morning, when a dispersal took place.
All departed in the consciousnessof having passed an
uncommonly agreeable night.

The ball and banquet, in all respects, reflected the
highest credit upon the liberality and hospitality of
the New Orleans printers, and upon the good taste
and management of the committee appointed to get
up the affair.

NATIONAL TYPOGRAPHICAL UNION.

FOURTH DAY.

The Convention commenced its sitting at 11 o'clock
on Thursday morning.

The minutes of the previous day's proceedings were
read and approved.

Mr. Monday moved that the resolution to go into
a Committee of the Whole be rescinded. Adopted.

The Committee on Subordinate Unions presented
their report, which was appropriately disposed of.

The Finance Committee reported on a communica-
tion from the Boston Union relative to cards, per
centage, etc., and resolutions to open a correspond-
ence, and send to that Union reports of the proceed-
ings of the Convention, and cards, were adopted.

Mr. Patterson, on the part of the Committee of
Examination on the Accounts of the Treasurer, read
the report of that officer. The committee also re-
ported having instituted an examination into the past
three years accounts of the Treasurer,and that several
discrepancies had been found. A resolution was
adopted, after some debate, instructing the Recording
Secretary and Treasurer to credit the National Union
with $53, this being the amount of tha deficit.

The committee to whom was referred the corres.
pondence between the New Orleans and Nashville
Unions, reported, with a resolution declaring the card
issued by the New Orleans Union to N. Grant, to be
valid, and as such should have been received by the
Nashville Union. The report and resolution was
adopted.

The select committee on the communication of W.
S. Bond, of Detroit, in their report stated that they
were not prepared to make any recommendation as to
a uniform.method of attaining the object desired by
Mr. Bond, though fully concurring with his views.
This subject is one in which the importance of har-
monious action in regard to any organic change was
brought to the attention of the Convention. The
following resolution relative to it was adopted, after a
lengthy debate :

Resolved, That the National Union regards the
Typographical profession as being comnposed of two
great classes, viz : compositors and pressmen.

Mr. Stith, to whom had been referred the subject
of departments in offices, offered the following reso-
lution, which was adopted:

Resolved, That it is the opinion of this National
Union that it is neither wise policy nor correct in
principle that anything should be enacted relative to
the control of the internal aftairs of printing offices;
but this Union is of opinion that it is the interest of
the trade, as well as that of the employer, that as
few departments should exist as practicable.

On motion of Mr. Munday, the Constitution was
taken up for consideration, pending which the Conr
vention adjourned.

FIFTH DAY.

The Union resumed its sitting yesterday, at half-
past 11 o'clock.

The journal was read and approved.
Tie Union then went into Committee of the Whole,

Mr. Stith in the chair.
Mr. Monday made an address on the subject of ap-

prenticeship, urging the necessity of coming to some
delinite settlement of the question.

The question was generally discussed, some of the
members contending that one apprentice to seven
journeymen, and some that one apprentice to four
journeymen, ought to be the proportion of appren-
ticeship in printing offices.

Messrs. Sloan, Barnes and Cuddy opposed any ac-
tion on the question, believing that the subject should
be left to the subordinate Unions.

A resolution was offered for issuing a circular, by a
committee to be appointed to consider the matter.
Lost.

A resolution was.offered declaring the considera-
tion of the subject by the National Union to be inex-
pedient. Lost.

A committee was appointed by the President, to
prepare a circular for circulation among the printers
throughout the United States, on the advisability of
forming sub-Unions. The delegates appointed on said
committee were Messrs. Patterson, Cox, Munday,
Toof and Misener.

Messrs. Sloan, Graham, Stith, Toof, Munday, Mise-
ner, Aiken, Brown, Cox, Hyatt, Miner, and Barnes
were appointed the Executive Committee of the Na-
tional Union.

The Committee on New Business reported against
the project of establishing a monthly typographical
journal. They, however, recommended the encour-
agement of any paper started by private enterprise,
which might advocate the interests of the craft.

The Union then adjourned to 12 o'clock to-day.

Ronge Advocate, of the 6th inst., the annexed inter-
esting particulars:

"esterday the Board of AdmlnistratoM of this in-
stitution, awarded the contract for the entire comple-
tion of the btildings, incldingthe furnishing of ma-
erials, to Mews. .l H. Burke and Nelas Potta, the

lowest bidders, for the sum of r$6,000, the whole to
be finisbed by the Ist of December next. The main
buildings are already cenpited, being nearly finished
on the Inside; still, sound economy requires the exe-
cution of the remaining work to prevent serion de-
terioration of the buildings, as well ato better ao-
commodate the school.

The structures, when completed, will have cost
about $200,000. The last Legisature appropriated
some j51,000 to building purposes, in000 hor the
purchase of furniture, and $t14,O to curest rp-, .
port of the institution; the amount thes fir slppto
priated to buildings exceeds 163,000. The stmitures
have been erected in the flnest and most subtanthal
manner, and when completed, will be excelled by no
institution of the kind in the world, both in elegance
of architecture and adaplation to the wants andcom-
fort of the unfortunate.

The .nmber of pupils is constantly increasing, and
we take pleasure in announcing the following grati-
lying fact, alike creditable to the judicionus liberality
of our State, and the satisfactory manner in which
the institution has been conducted: No State in the
Union has ever educated a larger number of mule,
in proportion to white populatiou, thaU are now re-
reining issruclion in the Louisiana Inatitution

The amoont for which the final contract has just
heen adjuodicated is considerably lessn han the esti-
mate presented to the Legislature, and the whole
structures have been carried on with such careful
economy, that it would be exceedingly difficult, at
this time, to erect similar buildings with no greater
expenditure of money.

The edifices present an imposing appearance from
the river, and are objects of universal admiration from
steamboat travelers. When folly finished-they will
be the finest buildings of the kind in the United
States. The institution is under the control of Mr-
Brown; and while at Baton Rouge, a few days since,
we were gratified to learn of the high and general
praise awarded to his judicious,skillful and efficient
management of a most difficult bosines--tbhat oftrain-
ing, teaching and developing the blind and the dc•b.

MORE INDIAN Tno LBcLEs.--We find in the St. Louis
Democrat a letter from Fort des Moines, lowa, dated
April 27, Irom which we extract the following :

For some days we have been startled from time to
time by rumors of a threatened attack upon thesettlers upon the Upper Des Moines, which might
prove a sad sequelto tlhe bloody scenes enacted near
Spirit Lake, witlh which the papes have lately been
filed, but nothing sufficiently well authenticated has
heretofore transpired to excite any considerable at-
tention. b

Yesterday morning, however, an expressman f
arrived from Fort Dodge to procure ammunition and o
assistance to defend the place, stating that a body of
from 500 to 800 Sioux Indians were advancing upon a
the place, being within 15 miles when he left.

Rumors were current in town last night that on 11 t
o'clock on Saturday bodies of Indians were seen cross- u
ing the Des Moines river, in the immediate vicinity of a
Fort Dodge, and fears are entertained that the place c
blLs been attacked before now.

If the attack has been made by the force stated,
well armed as the Indians are represented to be,there
was not enough men nor sufficient ammunition ip the
place to witlhstand tihe fury of the savages eren for a
very short time.

Yesterday several families arrived in town from the
country, thirty or forty miles above here, having
tumbled a few clothes and the women and children
into open wagons, and beat a hasty retreat, leaving I
their houses and stock uncared for. From all this it
is apparent that whether any hostilities are really to be
feared, yet the panic is not less great than it would i
be were the Indians really in our midst.

Companies have already been formed in the villages
north of this to go to the relief of the besieged dis-
tricts; and while I write the drum and fife are sound
ing for recruits fronm this place. Two companies are f
likely to be formed here, one from each side of the
river. The munitions of war have been sent in ad-
vance by special messengers, and probably two hun-
dred men will leave in a short time.

A brief telegraphic dispatch of the 5th inst., from
Chicago, states that there is no truth in this story,
but we give it for what it is worth.

MARINE DISATER.--A dispatch of the 29th ult.,
from IIalifax, says:

The ship Delta, from St. Thomas, the 20th inst.,
and Bermuda the 25th, arrived here to-day. The ship
Arahella, from Apnlachicola, was struck by lightning
on the 4th inst. and totally consumed. The captain
andul crew were rescued and taken into St. George's on
the 15th ilst.

A BLOODY-MINiDED VILLAIN.-On the occasion of
the ceremonies of laying tie corner-stone of the
American Mechanics Hall, in Philadelphia,on the 30th
ult., the platform gave way with a terrible crash
before it was half filled, but did no harm beyond badly
frightening the women and children.

Litte by little, and
as they hoped, unperceived, they had introduced com-
bustibles of all sorts into this closed shop, which was
thus representing Guy Fawkes' cellar. The day before
the Emperor's visit, however, to the theater, to wit-
ness the performance of "Fiammia," the locality be.
