Tah .MURDER NEAR McKEESPORT, PA.-Charlotte
Jones, niece'of the old man Wilson and his sister, who
were murdered recently, near McKeesport, Pa., made
a full confession of the horrid particulars of the
bloody affair. She stated that Fife and Stewart, the
men arrested with her, compelled her togowiththem
and call up her uncle late in the night, and when he
opened the door they rushed in and killed him with a
knife. The old woman begged for her life, but they
beat her brains out with a poker. They then robbed
the house of all the money they could find. The men
assert their innocence, but their statements disagree,
and many circumstances tend to establish their guilt.

NEGRO SYZmeATuY.-Professor Molineaux, black
man, proprietor of the Worcester Gymnasium, adver-
tises that he has made several applications in that city
for a tenement suitable for himself and family, but
has been refused, on account of his color. Worcester
is the hot-bed of abolitionism and negro philanthropy.

SHALL IT on DONE?-The last Legislature, says the
Baton Rouge Gazette of the 8th, passed resolutions to
have the capitol re-white-washed ; to fill up the south-
west corner of the grounds, so as to obliterate the
frog-pond there; to re-paint the entrance doors; to
have the building lit with gas; and to have some
needful repairs made on the roof, to take off the sur.
plus water. This work has been given in charge of
the Sergeant-at-Arms, and now is the time for it to be
done. We hope to be able to notice that the work
has been commenced in a few days, and make no
doubt that efficient officer, Col. J. H. Peralta,will put
the matter in such training as to have the entire work
completed before the summer season passes over.

CA.NINE RIGHTS.-At the recent term of the Su
preme Court at Oswego, N. Y.,an appeal was brought
from the Oneida county court by a man who owned a
dog that had whipped and killed another dog, whose
owner had recovered damages for the loss. Judge
Allen decided that it was perfectly legal for one man's
dog to kill another man's dog in fair fight, and was a
little doubtful whether, in such case, the skin of the
vanquished animal did not properly belong to the vic-
tor. So the plaintiff lost his dog and his case too.

KILLED BY A FIRE ENGINE.-A young man named
Huntington was ran over by a fire engine in New
York on the 3d inst., and almost instantly killed. The
accident was caused by his stumbling and falling
while pulling on the rope.

SLDDEN DEATH ON SHIPBOARD.-Capt. Benston, of
the bark Mahlon Williamson, from Philadelphia,
which arrived last evening, informs us that his first
officer, Thos. S. Wilson, a nativeof Philadelphia, died
suddenly, on the 9th inst., from the rupture of a blood
vessel.

AN AMEslucN SrIPHASTER MURDERED.C-Capt.
Chas. Pendleton, of the Boston bark Gen. Jones, who
had had some money difficulty with some shore hands
at Cardenas, Cuba, who had attempted to make him
pay them exorbitant charges for labor, was dogged
by six of the ruffians, and on the 11th ult., as he was
going on board his vessel with two other Captains,
was attacked and beaten senseless with pieces of lum-
ber, and though it was hoped he would recover, lock-
jaw intervened and he died on the 20th.

GOVERNOR OF MINNESOTA.-The St. Paul Pioneer
states that the new Governor, Sam Medary, arrived
in that city on the 22d of April, and was qualifled on
the following day, and has accordingly entered upon
his office. There was no inaugural address, only
some half dozen gentlemen being present to witness
the ceremony.

THE DALLAS'CLARENDON TREATr.--The Wash-
ington correspondent of the Baltimore Sun says that
the rejection by the British Government of the Cen-
tral American treaty as modified, took the adminis-
tration by surprise. They ha'd been led, he says, to
suppose that the treaty, as ratified here, would be
acceptable to the British government, particularly at
a time when that government was about, as was be-
lieved, to withdraw itself, as far as it could, from
affairs of this continent, and when it woas seeking the
co-operation of the United States in other matters.

SIn another letter, of the 4th inst., the same writes
says:

The reason said to be given by the British Govern
ment for the rejection of the propositions ot tho
United States Government for the modification of tho
project of a treaty negotiated 'between sord Claren
k don and Mr. Dallas, is that the Government of. Hon
duras had not yet ratified the treaty of 1856, by whic]
the Bay Islands are ceded to the State of Honduras
This looks very much like an after-thought.

Letters from Honduras, dated April 1st, state tha
the British Government had not relinquished the Bat
Islands, but had appointed a new governor of thesame, who had just token upon himself the duties ol
the office. Further, it was stated in these letters that
the inhabitants of the islands were determined not tc
submit to the jurisdiction of Honduras.

This would show that the British Government have
ihanged their minds as to the cession of the islands ol
Honduras, and determined to keep them, if the Uni-
ted States Government should give them a chance by
the slightest alteration of the Clarendon project.

Had our amendments reached Lord Palmerston at
the time of his defeat in Parliament, and before the
election, he would probably have accepted them.
But bound up now as he is by popular support, we
shall have nothing of a conciliatory nature from him.

TuE MISSING o IIIP HIOHFLYEnR-Government Re-

lief.-The Hartford Time says:
Gen. N. M. Waterman, of this city, brother of Capt.

Gordon Waterman, of the missing ship Highflyer,
which it is feared has been captured by the Chinese
pirates of Formosa Island, recently appealed to the
Secretary of the Navy for government aid in rescuing
any of the survivors of that ship, if possible, or at
least of ascertaining the fate of the ship and those
on board of her. The Secretary returned to him the
following reply, by which it will be seen that he had
already given orders that the required aid should be
rendered:

Nosev Dnraseone., April 23, 1857.
Dear Sir-I have received your letter of the 20th

inst., calling my attention to the loss of the ship
Highflyer and the apprehended fate of Capt. Water-
man and wife, and of the crew. I had, previous to
its receipt, taken the action you desire, and have di-
rected Com. Armstrong, the Commander-in-Chief of
the East India squadron, to send one of the vessels of
his squadron to the island of Fermosa, if he finds
the report current in the United States concernif•
the loss of the Hightlyer to have any foundation,
that he may rescue any of the survivors, if any are
found. I hope that the proposed visit of a ship-of-
war may lead to the rescue of Capt. Waterman and
his wife, or at least procure exact intelligence of the
manner of their los.

The length
of the path is not yet ascertained, but it is known to
have been some twelve or fifteeu miles long. A high
wind prevailed, which np-rooted a large number of
fruit and forest trees, and; we are sorry to learn,
leveled the gin-house of Chas. . Waiton,Eeq.,to the
ground. We hear of no personal inojuries from this
storm, which for severity has probably never been
equaled in this latitode.

Considerable c.tton yet re-
mains to be planted, and not a little of the first plant-
ing will have to be planted over. The damage done
to the cotton crop is general, and we suppose will be
the canse of another short crop. The wheat crop
continues to improve and the present prospect is that
a fair crop will he realized. If so, the present high
price of corn, which in the northern part of our
county is $1 25 per bushel will soon be reduced.

Louisiana Intelligence.

The Baton Rouge Sugar Planter,of Saturday,says:
One of the storms of wind and rain you have often

read about but seldom seen, visited us on Friday, and
for a while threatened, demolition of everything re-
sisting its progress. The rain was very welcome, and
the effect is already visible in the improved appear-
ance of vegetation. We were quite content to take.
the wind so long as it brought rain with it: No dam-
age has been done so far as we could learn.

The Caddo Gazette, of the 2d, says :
During the week the weather has been quite balmy

andspringlike. On Thursday we had here very heavy
showers, and though the rains are warm we have had
rather too much.

The planters with whom we have conversed seem
to think they will be able to obtain pretty fair stands
of both corn and cotton. Some predict that 1857 will
be an abundant crop year.

ANOTHER ENGLIHn PRINscss.-The papers recleved
by the Africa, announce that on the 14th ult., Queen
Victoria was safely delivered of her ninth child-a
female. From the London Const Circular we extract
the following in regard to the auspicious event:

BUrcasG nnH PALACE, April 14.
At seven minutes before 2 o'clock this afternoon

the Queen was safely delivered of a Princess. Intelli-
gence of the event was immediately telegraphed from
the French Embassy to the Emperor Napoleon, who
replied by the same medium, and desired that inqui-
ries should be made twice a day at Buckingham
Palace in the name of his Imperial Majesty, the result
to be telegraphed to Paris.
