Talk on ",Change.

There was the nanal gathering yesterday at the
room of the Mechanics' Exchange Association, on the
streets, and at the usual rendezvons on the corners
there was a great falling off. In fact, the eon is be-
coming rather too warm for long interviews. There
are a good many improvements in the wayof building
going on all over the city at this time. Of course,the
mechanical interest must come in for its share of
prosperity. Go this way or that way, up one street
and down another, we cannot be out of sight of some
building in the course of erection. If there are any
complaints of hard times among our industrious
mechanics and builders, they are few and far between.

The chief topic on 'change is cotton ; it is cotton in
the morning, it is cotton at noon, and it is cotton at
night. It would be supposed that the entire world
was wrapped or involved in the question-perhaps
this supposition is not far out of the way. Those
indefatigable gentlemen in New York who do not
appear to mind a "looseness" in their ideas, and harp
so freely on 3,100,000 and 3,200,000 bales, will have
rather cool comfort by the telegraph this morning in
the advices to forward to Liverpool by the Africa to
leave New York to-day. If-they forward correct
figures they will have to report a decrease at all'the
portsof 490,000 bales, according to the figres of our
cotemporary the Price Current of this morning. We
remarked last week that by the 20th of May the
decrease would be 600,000 bales. It is evident our
views will be sustained. Two boatsarrived yesterday
from Shreveport, bringing only 139 bales; four on the
day before, bringing 236 bales; out of the
Ouachita river 392 bales. From Arkansas river
there was a fair load, say 902 bales. Are these limited
receipts the indications of that rush of cotton which
was to come to market this month ? We think those
New York merchants, as they style themseles, ought
to acknowledge the unfairness of their estimates
with which they endeavored to influence Manchester
spinners and Liverpool dealers.

Although since the beginning of this month we
have had nine days of good April weather, we have
yet to experience the first week of rel May tempera-
ture. Not from a solitary section of the qojtntry do
we learn of any ordinary stand of cotton. being
obtained. We do not suppose the directors of the
Bank of England will feel the least indebted to us,
when we suggest to them that they would be serving
the manufacturing and commercial interests of Great
Britain, by granting all facilities to secure a good
share of-the cotton now going to market, at its pres-
ent value, for it is our candid belief from the present
critical condition of the plant, prices will advance
inhtead, of. retrograding. As we often said last
autumn, nous verrons.

CoTroN.--The receipts of cotton yesterday up to
O o'clock P. M. were, by the steamer Swan, from
Albany, Red river, 65 bales; Sydonia, from Camden,
106 ; Duke, from Shreveport, 74; W. W. Farmer,
from Marie Saline, 260; Lucy Robinson, from Arkan.
sas river, 992; from Galveston, 75. Total, 1,572 bales.

Receipts for the corresponding day last year, 2,482
bales.

How FInES 'ARE EXTINGUISHED IN CINCINoNATI.
The Cincinnati Enquirer states that the loss in that
city by fire, over insurance, during the last year,
amounted to but $2(i,626, and that loss was by the
destruction of a single edifice, the People's theater.
The Enquirer thus describes the manner in which a
fire is managed in Cincinnati,:

The alarmn is sounded and the locality-of the fire
indicated. Immediately the horses are hitched by
well-paid and trustworthy men, who never sleep at
their posts, and the seven huge, smoking, lumbering
but easily managed machines, tear through our streets,
creating, like comets, steam as they go, and marking
their courses by a fiery stream. Arrived near the
scene of the fire, the engines are posted, probably
several squares off, exactly over the huge cisterns
constructed at the coruers of all the streets, and with
one or two men to watch the engine, and keep up the
fires-the great hoses are attached and dragged off
to the fire, where they are managed and the water
played by two or three men.

A striking peculiarity at a Cincinnati fire is that
the power which propels the water is invisible, the
engines being some distance off, and the pipe-holders
never crowded or impeded in their operations. Thus
it is that no less than seven respectable rivulets are
brought to bear at one time upon a blaze,and it must
be a terrible one, and very far gone indeed, if it can
stand up under such a cataract. There is no tumult,
disorder, confusion, uproar or even excitement of any
sort during this operation, which is usually a brief
one.

The whole annual expense of this efficient fire de-
partment is set down at $84,000.

FRno V'ICKSnnR--A man named Thus. Grayson
shot a negro boy in the Washington Hotel on Thurs-
day last, inflicting a wound supposed to be mortal.
He was arrested and committed to prison in default
of bail.

The Whig of Saturday has the following paragraph:
We announced yesterday the burning of the resi-

dence of Mrs. Lambert, near the city, the evening
previous. We regret to learn that several out-houses
were destroyed, in one of which was a negro child
which unfertunately perished in the flames. The
family of Mrs. Lambert were in town at the time the
fire occurred, and scarcely anything was saved.

IfVEnS AND WEATHER IN THE NORTHIWEST.-

From the Harrisburg (Catahoula parish) Independ-
ent, of the 0th inst., we clip the following para-
graphs:

The officers of the Bluff City, down last night from
Camden, report an unprecedented rise in the ipper
Ounachita, from a continuance of heavy rains. Boats
of all classes have an abundance of water to reach
any point desired. This will immediately relieve the
warehouses and landings above us, which have for a
long time been overstocked with up freights, detained
in consequence of not being able to reach their ports
of destination. Many places, we regret to learn, are
in imminent danger of overflow. At this point the
river has risen several feet since our last pubiication,
and is continuing to rise.

An abundance of rain having fallen throughout the
prarish during the week just passed, and warm wea-
ther setting in, gives a rapid start to every species of
vegetation. Both corn and cotton, we are told, already
hegins to have a promising appearance, and with fa-
uorable weather from this, the planters will soon have

their crops thoroughly under way.

A FUNNY MISTAKE-A Quaker at a " Nigger"
Show.-At Bulfalo, a few days ago, Hon. Henry
Wilson, U. S. Senator from Massachusetts, was an-
nounced to lecture at American Hall (by mistake)
instead of Kremlin Hall, before the anti-slavery peo-
ile. Negro Minstrels were performing at Amnerica
Hall, and their popularity and that of Mr. Wilson
combined to pack the house. The Republic says the
mistake was not discovered until the "opening
chorus," wshen many prominent lecture-goers fobud in
the place of an elalorate lecture on " Labor," that
they were votuntarily attending a " negro perform-
ance." Their misfortune did not end here, fr the
hall was so crowded it was impossible to recede. One
old Quaker, who with his broad brim, sauntered
slowly in and took a prominent seat, appeared to be
terribly scandalized when he first discovered tihe
awful mistake he had made, but he had no time to
repent of it, for before he could make an effbrt to
depart, the broad brim was quivering, and his sides
*haking like an agitated plate of jelly at the witticisms
and burlesques he was witnessing.

THE TERRITORY or NE• MExrco.-The Commis-
sioner of Indian Alltirs has received a letter from D.
Merriwcther, Governor and Sruperintendent of Indian
Atflirs in New Mexico, in which he states that the re-
ports made by the Indian agents, disclose a gloomy
state of affairs in that Territory. The cause of the
difficulties which exist between the settlers and the
Indians, is the murder of Costalis and another Apache,
disring the last winter, and the murder of it Utah and
his wife in February last by the citizens. The Governor
was inclined to the opinion that but little efrttit had
been made to arrest the murderers in either case. He
did not think there was much danger of the people
taking vengeance in their own hands ifor the loss of
the cattle stolen to pay for the death of two Utah
Indians, as stated by one of the Indian agents.

He had returned from the Nevajo country on the
21st nit., after an absence of twenty-two days fror
the superintendency. These Indians profess friend-
ship, and assured him that they would not attempt to
take vengeance for the boy killed by the Mexicans,and he had faith in their promises. The Indians told
him that the depradations charged against them were
committed by a few bad men, who had left the tribe
long since, and that whenever our o troops were ready
to make war upin thei, they would lrugish guides to
point out where these renegades were.

They
had fortified themselves upon the summit of an al-
most inaccessible bluff, but the guides discovered a
place of ascent in their rear, and, taken by surprise,
they fled in every direction, leaving all their camp
utensils, arms and plunder. They had sixty camp
fires, and must have numbered several hundreds.
Lieut. Wood's party endured great hardships, and all
their animals were broken down.
