the past five years, that some of our good friends be-

gan to waver in the success of New Orleans. Exclu- ,
sive of the forty-eight millions of dollars of exports
of domestic produce for the quarter ending on the
31st of March, which we published a few days since,
we have now a word to say about the great increase
in importations from foreign countries-say of the
article of coffee. There have arrived in the river
since the commencement of this week the following
vessels, loadcd with coffee :

Bark George Warner, 5,600 bags to Joshua Dixon
& Co.; bark James Cook, 4,500 to same; ship Rat-
tier, 10,000 bags to Nathan Kurtschell & Co.; bark t
Neptune 7,000 bags to J. Dixon & Co.; bark Carlotte.
7,000 bags to Petriken, Alien & Co. Total, 36,100
bags.

This makes the receipts at this port since the 31st I
of September last, 375,594 bags against 304,013 bags
the same time last-an increase of nearly twenty-five
per cent. We think the stock is heavy at this mo-
ment, but there is a great demand for the article at
all times. There has not been a bag imported from
the West India Islands this season. It is fresh in our
memory when the entire West depended on Cuba,
Porto Rico and Laguayra for supplies of this article.

A SHnoT BUT criMIssa.l LIFE.- The sentence of

Romulus S. Chipman, to be hung on the 15th of May
in Guilford, N. C., for murder, has been noticed.
The Goldsboro' (N. C.) Tribune gives a history of his
crime :

The case excited intense interest, not only from the
youth and respectability of the accused, but from the
cold-blooded circumstances under which the crime
was perpetrated. Clipmau, who is scarcely twenty
years ol age, seduced a Miss I'euix, then living as a
domnestic with a farmer in iris neighborhood. Worried
with her importunities, he promiseod to marry her,
and it was to rid himself of this engagement that he
committed the crime which has placed him in his
present awful position. Some time in November last
he wrote a note requesting her to meet him at a cer-
tain place in the woods. She went, but not return-
ing, a search was made and the body discovered with
a guu-shot wound and the throat cut. His note
rmaking the appointment was found in her pocket.
The proof was entirely circumstantial. Sixty-seven
witnesses were examined, who brought the crime
home to the prisoner. Tihe cullprit's fotiler olfered
ten thousand dollars bail when his son was first ar-
rested, which was refused.

PcEcs.rLAr CIRanACTERISTIC OFs M'ETEORIC STONES.

There is one chaarcter which is peculiar in the mete-
oric stone, and which proves to be of high significance,
viz: its substance is complosed of various mineral in-
gredieuts, which are identical with matters of iramil-
iar occurrence upon the earth; but amidst these iron
is found in great abundance, as it is never found on
the earth ; that is, in a native or nearly pure metallic
and uncombined state. On the terl trial surface
iron is always mingled with divers matters, from
which it has to be extracted by art when itis required
as a pure metal. The omnipresent and corrosive ox-
ygen of the air alone prevents it from maintaining
such condition long ; this rusts and eats it away. Ox-
ygen and iron have so irresistibly strong an attraction
or affinity for each other, that they invariably com-
bine when they are left together. This, thei, the
unoxydised and purely metallic condition of iron in
the :erolite proves that it comes from a situation in
which there is no oxygenu; that is, fron be yond the
bounds of the atmosphere, and that is, :heretlre, alto-
gether unterrestrial.
