Ton COOLce TuaE.--The English poperso publish
an interesting correspondence which has recently
taken place relative to the condition of Chinese
laborers imported into China and the British West
Indies. The parties to this correspondence amre Mr.
James Lamont, a West Indian proprietor, and Mr.
Thomas H. Gladstone, a gentleman who has gained
some notoriety by his extravagant sketches of lire in
Kansas. Of the manner in which the Coolies are
treated in Cuba, Mr. Lamont says:

The Coolies are sold by public auction on their ar-
rival, and they are worked under the whip and.pistol
in the same gangs as the slaves, for seventeei or
eighteen hours a day, seven days in the week. They
are penned up at night, hundreds of men together,
like mules or oxen, in jail-like barracoons, and
guarded by ferocious blood-hounds, kept on every
Cestate for the purpose. I fully agree with Mr. Glad-
stone that they are worked to death in a few years.

Mr Lamont denies that the Coolies are treated in
like manner or with any degree of harshness in the
British possessions in the West Indies. Mr. Glad-
stone, in his reply, states some revolting facts con-
nected with the Coolie trade; and of the frightful
mortality on board the DIuke of Portland, on the
voyage from Hong-Kong, he says :

The suicides commenced on the third day after
sailing from Chin ; they continued at the average
rate of three suicides daily until after the vessel had
passed the Straits of Sunda. Within a week after
sailing s mn as many sixty cases of typhoid fever ap-
peare among the emigrants, and the disease in-
creased in malignity until the concluosion of the voy-
age. The captain believed that at least one-third of
the emigrants had been kidnapped-were in a condi-
tion of mutiny, as might be expected, during the
passage, and from twelve to eighteen of the Coolies
were always in irons; and the vessel had twice as
many emigrants on board as she could accommodate,
the result of which was that out of 382 no less than
128 died on the passage.

VOLCANO IN GEORGIA.--Mr. Alex. , lickle writes a
letter to the Augusta Chronicle from the town of La.
fayette, Walker county, Ga., under date of the 29th
ult., in which he states that a volcanic eruption has
taken place in Pigeon mountain, about ten miles from
the above mentioned town. His statement,- if re-
liable, is very interesting:

Since October, 185i, the mountain has been occa-
sionally attended with hollow roaring sounds, resem-
bling distant thunder, frequently acccompanied with
doll explosions. This was not very closely confined
to any particular place, but seemed nearly equal for
about a mile, extending each way from where the
crater of a volcano has since made its appearance.

This roaring sound continued, occasionally dying
away and reviving again, ontil the 16th of the present
month, when (after an abatement, so long that it was
believed to have entirely subsided) it became sud-
denly unusually boisterous, and was attended, for the
first time, by a slight shaking of the earth. After
this date it was comparatively tranquil, until about
midnight on the 24th, when the earth was violently
agitated several times. The citizens in the vicinity
were aroused and terribly frightened by the commo-
tion. When observing the mountain, they were more
than ever terrified, tor a brilliant light sas seen is-
suing from the summit. The atmosphere soon be.
came strongly impregnated with a disagreeable sul-
phuricodor. On the following day, a thick torrent
of smoke and ashes descended from where this light
was previously seen. The smoke was not visible at
night. This was perhaps owing to the elements
heing covered at the time with a very dark cloud.
No blaze has yet been seen to issue from the crater.
It has continued about as above described ever since,
emitting smoke and ashes without intermission. The
crater is thought to be shbot one hundred yards in
diameter. No one has yet ventured near enough to
ascertain anything of its general depth.

Several springs in the vicinity have totally disap.
peared.

Many of the citizens are very much alarmed, and
some are even moving nut of the valley through an-
ticipation and fear of a violent eruption.

The principle of a volcano has for many years been
germinating in Pigeon mountain. About ten miles
south from where the present appeared, is the crater
of an extinguished volcano, which appears to have
been in an active state at no very distant period.

Every appearance goes to vindicate the conjecture
that it has been in a state of eruption within les than
five hundred years. Several petrsons or credit have
stated that in the winter of '48 or '49, the earth in
the vicinity yas in a remarkably warm state. Others
have avowed to have seen smoke with a sulphuric
smell isue from a very remarkable cavity which is
found in the neighborhood of this place.

Tne WEATIHE AND RIlvER.--The weather during
the past few days has been beautiful, spring-like and
cheering to the hitherto gloomy prospects of the
planter.

Since our last issue we have had heavy rains,
which appear to have been general throughout the
country, swelling the small streams ndrth and west of
us to such an extent as to suspend, for a few days,
our mail communication with Little Rock and Chlrks•
ville, Texas. Little river. at a point some sixty miles
west of this, was reported bank full and risaig on
Sunday. The upper Ouachita was nlso very high.
ted river had risen fifteen feet at Fulton yeasterday,
and was still rising. There is also a report of a rise
above the shoals. The steamer De De, from New Or.
leans, arrived at Fulton yesterday. There is no doubt
that navigation will be resumed in both Red and
Ouachita rivers. [Washington (Ark.) Telegraph.

One month ago they were
green summer. To-day (5th) it is beginning to feel
like May, warm and genial.

The Greensburg Imperial of Saturday last says :
The very heavy rains which visited this section ol

country during the latter part of last week, were ex-
tremely destructive. We undestand that portions ol
the Jackson Railroad were inundated and washed
away, causing the locomotive to be run off the track
in two or three instances, and suspending communi-
cation for a short time beyond Tangipaho station.
The loss to the farmers is very great, particularly
those bordering on the streams and in the lowlands,
the water carrying off their fences and washing up
their crops. Bridges were swept away in all direc-
tions, which put a stop to travel where streams were
to be crossed.

The weather for the past week has been delightful,
spring having set in upon us in real earnest.

TuE NEW GRANADIAAN DIFFICULTY.-- Both the
British and French Ministers, it is said, have repre-
sented to the Government of New Grenada that she
is wrong iu regard to the controversy with the
United States, and that if she persists in her position
she will not be supported in it by either England or
France.

Tne Washington correspondent of the Baltimore
Sun says:

It appears that difficulties with New Grenada are
no longer limited to the subject matters of the cor-
respondence between our plenipotentiaries, Messrs.
Moore and Bowlin, and the Grenadlan commissioners,
which recently appeared. These difficulties com-
menced with the enactment of laws by Grenada for
the imposition of tonnage duties on our vessels in
Grenadian ports, and a tax upon malt matter trans
ported across the Isthmus. These laws were In vio-
lotion of the existing treaty stipulations. The ton-
nage duty referred to was not imposed on British ves-
sels, but only Amerinan, which was itself an invid-
uous discrimnination of no friendly import.

But in reply to the remonstrances of the United
States Government it was urged by Gen. Herron, the
(Grenadian Minister, that these laws had not been en-
forced, and, in fact, he was authorized to assure the
United States Government that they would be aban-
doned. This grave matter was supposed to be set-
tled; but the Government of New Grenada has now
re-asserted the right to enforce these odious imposi-
tions, and notified us of her intention to do it. It is
much to be apprehended that from an attempt to en.
force those laws farther difficulties might arise.

We learn from reliable sources that our forces at
Aspinwall and Panama have orders to protect the

transit route, without taking possession of it.
TuIE BURDELL MURDER.-The trial of Mrs. Can-

ningham for the murder of Dr. Burdell, which re-
sulted in her acquittal, created no great excitement
in New York, but drew a crowded audience. The
evidence is not substantially different from that
brought out upon the Coroner's examination, but it
is more minute. About 120 jurors answered to their
names, and 102 were rejected as incompetent from
having formed opinions or from entertaining preju-
dice or bias. The Tribune thus describesthe opening
scene :

Mr. Elckelsatat the table reading the report of
Tuesday's proceedings. He has somewhat of the
look and air of a legal gentleman; and a person
might suppose him to be one of the counsel in the
case rather than a prisoner at the bar. There is
general surprise manifested by strangers on first
seeing Ecket.

Cunningham, one of her daughters, and her two boys
occupied seats near the counsel; while their mutual
friend, Snodgrass, who was also present, sat a little
distance and beguiled the tedium of some of the re-
porters by occasionally dropping a remark in the way
of friendly conversation.

The prosecuting officer seems bent upon making
out a pretty stroug care against the prisoner,and from
present appearance will leave nothing untried to as-
cure tier conviction. The Cnsningham family,dressed
as they are in deep black, are a remarkable looking
family, and the old lady has put on quite a strong
cough, which some of those present rather unchari-
tably hinted was an attempt on her part to come the
.--mpathy game over the judge and jury.
