The estimate of the maple sugar
production of that State for the presentyear is twenty
millions of pounds, which is valued at two millions
and u half of dollars. Tho maple sugar crop for the
whole Union is estimated at 68,00,000 pounds, worth
*8,562,500, or very nearly equal to one-half the pro-
duct from the sugar cane last year. The increased
price of sugar has stimulated this production, which,
during the very low prices of sugar from 1850 to 1854
had caused the manufacture of maple sugar to fall off
to almost nothing.
