Talk an 'Change.

It was very quiet on the streets yesterday. Sum-
mer stagnancy was more than apparent. On the
levee, at the upper steamboat landing, there was con-
siderable brisknees for the season of the year. There
is a very large amount of Western produee going to
Texas and Alabama. The intercourse with both see.
tions has increased greatly. It would astonish some
of our antiquated citizens to see the large quantities
of bagging, rope, corn, flour,bacon and other articles
shipped at the New Basin for Mobile and ports in
Florida, but the great feature is the rapid increase
and extension of business via the Jeferson and Pont-
chartrain railroad. We were greatly surprised to ob-
serve, on several days of this month, the increase of
business on this route. As we do not get down as far
as the Pontchatrain railroad oftener than once in
two weeks, we cannot say how business is going on
down there, but we think the m6nopoly or old line
traders get a share of the business; but there is great
complaint at the charges for passages to and from
Mobile and the waterlng plageg. Whether the price
can be reduced or not, we do not pretend to my; but
low prices, in all cases, increase traveling. In addi-
tion to the new iron steamer, expected here next
month to engage in the lake trade, we learn there is
a small steamer en route for Port Pontchartriin, tl6
run to Masldeville,Madisonville and Covington. The
more facilities for traveling in our immediate neigh-
borhood, the more induceinents will many of our re-
sidents have to remain at home. We do not believe.
in the system some of our citizens adopt--get a note
at six months date discounted, and take the proceeds
and spend it in Northern cities, Paris or Italy. The
idea of going to Europe for one's health is simply
ridiculous. How many of the hundreds or thousands
who pretend to take a tour to Europe, spend months
in Paris, weeks in Italy, days at one place or another,
ever improve their healt, so-called? During a re-
sidence of nearly forty years in this good city of New
Orleans, we have bid adieu to some thousands of
acquaintances who have departed for distant parts in
search of health, but we save rarely met with ten per:
cent. of the number who have gained any benefit by
the change. There is more enjoyment, a higher de-
gree of health and longer life to be obtained in the
pine woods of East Mississippi and the guolf shore
than ever was or ever will be realized by traveling in
Europa, Asia or Freesoil New England, from now till
doomsday.

George's Creek. Some time in April. 10S3, says th
Baltimore Patriot, a lot of 9,137 bushels of corn wer
shipped from that port to New York, for which a cleal
bill of lading was received. The steamer prrives
safely, and the corn was lightered to the point of de
livery, but when it was measured fell short 240) bush
els. Suit for damages was brought in the U•ite,
States District Court, and Judge Grier decided agains
the plaintiff An appeal was taken, and the caes
came up before Judge Taney. The defendants proves
that they had delivered all the corn they had received
and that in New York grain was sold by weight. Thu
complainant contended that formed no answer, as thl
difference might have been taken without .knowledgs
of the officers or crew of the boat.

Prom what
we can learn front the oldest settlers and hunters in
this latitude, they are unable to decide to what spe-
cies he belongs. Some callit the Bittern, and others
the Stork, hut upo. reference to natural history by
Dr. Thurston, he has come to the conclusion that this
bird is the Bittern.'unknown to this latitude, but to
that of Europe. We give a description of it for the
information of hunters and naturalists. Height,
when stuanding, five feet three inches; breadth of
wingas, six feet eight inches; length of hack, nine
inches. Upon the whole it was a master speeimen of
the bird kind, possessing the strangest and must fan-
tastic coat of plumage that we have ever looked upon.
As the exterior of an American fowl, its plumage on
the scapular region being as black as s raven, and re-
sembling the ostrich feathers, whilst its heat, back,
neck and aides were gaudily bedecked with long,deli-
cate ribbon-like feathers of every hue and color that
belongs to the rainbow, hung in clusters and wreathe
about his gmrocel'ul birdship, beautiful beyond all con-
ception, unless compared with the famonus bird of
Paradise. It proved to be not only an eatable-bird,
but one of the most delirious fowls we haveever eaten
of. I Arkiansas Intellioencer.

Goon-or RAILRoAD.-Next Monday the track-lay-
ing on the Mobile and Ohio Railroad will commence;
after which Macon will soon cease to be the terminus.
Every day the cars have been bringing up iron for
more than two weeks, and we apprehend that when
the work of track-laying is once more commenced,
that it will not cease again till the road is finished to
the Ohio river.
