Therefore, in the name of
sound policy, justice and humanity, let us have a de-
cision of this vexed, complicated and vitally import-
ant question, with as little postponement asthe nature
of the case will admit of.

Denmosratle State Convention.

The Democracy ofthe State of Louisiana meet ingen-
eral conclave in the town of Baton Rouge to-day. The
array of delegates from the various quarters of the
commonwealth will undoubtedly be large and timpae-
ing.

Many suitors are woo-
ing the Treasury with an ardor that appears undying.
No wonder-for the Treasuryis charming. Whowill
prove the happy man the future must disclose. We
hope he will be a good fellow. Hon. Robert Wool-
dridge, of this city, and Dr. C. S. Magoun, of Concor-
dia, are the only candidates for the station of Superin-
tendent of Public Education, that we have yet
heard of.

The canvass for the nomination for Congress in the
Third District will be very close. Thomas Green Da-
vidson, the present incumbent, and the Hon. Andrew
S. Herron, Secretary of State, are understood to be
the principal contestants. Which will succeed it is
impossible to tell. The impression seems to be quite
general among those who profess to be the " knowing
ones" that Davidson will win.

Tne ACQUITTAL OF MRis. CuNNINansA .- The trial
of Mrs. Cunningham, in New York, for the murder
of Dr. Burdell, was closed on the 9th, and the jury
retired at 7 o!clock. The closing scene is thus de-
scribed :

All eyes were directed towards them as they pro-
ceeded to the jury-room, and efforts were now made
to obtain a' better view of the prisoner, whose fate
hung so awfully in the balance. She however avoided
the prying curiosity of the crowd, as did also her
daughters.

At twenty-five minutes of 8 o'clock the jury re-en-
tered, when a profound stillness reigned, and the
clerk took his position in the witness chair and read
over the names. After all the jurors had answered,
he put the question, viz: "Gentlemen of the jury,
have you agreed uoon a verdict " The foreman an-
swered, "We have.' The prisoner immediatelythere-
upon showed signs of being deeply affected, and was
much agitated; but the court ordered her to look to-
wards the jurors, and also requested the latter to look
towards the prisoner.

The clerk then asked, "How soy you, gentlemen,
do you find Emma Angusta Cunningham, otherwise
called Burdell, guilty or not guilty ?" The foreman
responded, "Not guilty." But Mrs. Cunningham was
so agitated that she heard not the words the foreman
uttered, and did not know the verdict till her counsel
whispered to her; then she sank backjoverpowered
by her feelings. After recovering the prisoner and
her daughters were conducted out of court into one of
the judge's chambers, and there received the con-
grut-elations of her friends at the happy termination
of the prosecution. She then returned to the fatal
house ih Bond street.

MOBILE AON OHIO RAILROD.-Iln the Mobile Ad-
vertiser of Saturday last, we And the following :
Letters were received yesterday at the office of the

Railroad Company, from Messrs. Milton Brown and
F. S. Lyon, who have been for some weeks in New
York on business for the company, making the im-
portant and gratifying announcement that they have
succeeded in negotiating a highly favorable contract
with Mr. Gee. Peabody and others, for the purchase
of 18,000 tons of iron rails-sufficient to complete the
entire road from Mobile to the Ohio.

A knowledge of the terms of the purchase justifles
us in stating-though it is not proper to publish them
at present, at least in detail-that they are highly
advantageous to the company, andif they can e fully
complied with, will put this noble enterprise, at'at
in a condition of independence, and hasten it rnidly
to completion.

One feature in the contract is particularly satisfac-
tory-the company's sterling bonds to a large amount
are to be received in part payment for the Iron.
There is, however, a contingency to be met before the
contract isncomplete. Similaraid to that recently ex-
tended so freely in this city, by means of which frack
laoying has already been resumed, must be given by
the friends of the road in the interior, out the
amount required is comparatlvely small and the terms
so easy that we cqnnot permit orselves to doubt that
it will be forthcoming on application. At a meeting
of the Board of Directors held yesterday, a committee
was appointed to visit the country beyond the present
Missinoippi terminns, with this view, and we hope and
believe they will be successful in their mission. If
so, the "glorious future," for which we have all so
longand patiently labored and waited for, will speedily
dat'n upon us.

in reply, I would remark that I was engaged but
in one battle, and that wasthe battle of Buena Vista.
There were many officers and privates in that battle,
who were greatly distinguished for their bravery and
valiant conduct. It would, however, be extremely
difficult to determine who among those engaged was
most valiant. A similar remark, I have no doubt,
would apply in almost every battle fouaht in Mexico,
beginning with that of Palo Alto and terminating
with the capture of the City of Mexico.

How many of the pariotic and valiant officers or
privates wefe engaged in the war with Mexico, from
New York, I have no means of knowing. I will,
however, venture to assert that, of those engaged in
the various battles, at least one hundred, if not live
times that number, were equally valiant in defepce
of their country and oar country's rights. From all
which it will be discovered how difficult it would be
to determine who was most valiant, in other words,
most brave, of those from New York engaged in the
Mexican war. To me, it appears an impracticable
question.

If the will of General Jackson had embraced the
most deserving, as well as the most valiant, it might
be less difficult to decide. The will, however, does
not include the most deserving, but simply "that
Patlriot residing in the City or State of New York,
and who shall be adjudged by his eountrymen. or
Indias, to be most valiant in dlelence of his country
and our country's rights."
