MaIssasippI Intenagence.

The administration of justice in Natchez is rather
more rapid than in New Orleans. On the 10thins.
a man named Prowder was arrested in Natchez foM
killing a man named Kelly. On the 19th he was
found guilty of manslaughter in the second degree,
and on the 20th sentenced to four years in the pea-
tentiary.

The citizens of Vicksburg are petitioning the Maya,
and Council to purchase from the Rev. C. K. Marshull
his entire interest in the city landing for $75,000, the
price he offers to take. A large majority of the
voters of the city have already signed the petition.

The Vicksburg Times of the 18th has the ft wino
paragraph :

On Saturday, while the Queen of the West was at
the city landing, a deck passenger, who had in his
arms a little child, whose pareuts were also pessen-
gem, fell from the guard into the river, and was
drowned. Thechild wasreascued from a watery grave
by the noble-hearted engineer of the steamer Aid, and
was carried to its almost frantic mother, who had
watched with almost speechless agony her drowning
child. Fast flowed the team of gratitude from the
mother's eyes, as she pressed to her bosom the babe
so nearly lost but now restored.

Gov. McRae has pardoned G. W. Harlow, who, at a
recent term of the Attala county Circuit Court, was
imprisoned in the county jail until the next term of
the court, for contempt of court in refusing to answer
a question propounded to him by the Grand Jury.

A bridge has been built over Pearl river, at Edin-
burg. It is on the direct route from Louisville to
Hillsboro, from Kosciusko to Decatur, and ifon}
Gainesville, Ala., to Canton.

In Winston county, on May 6, hail fell to the depth
of two inches, doing great injury. The corn is so
badly beaten and mangled that planters have to plow
up and plant over again.

Ten more miles of the Central Railroad, from Can-
ton northward, is to be opened for travel on the let
proximo.

A quarrel occurred in a coffee-house in Paulding,
on the 16th, in which a man named Wm. French was
mortally stabbed by a man named Joseph H. Long.
It was supposed that the murderer had fled to this
city, and the following description of his person is
given :

He is about 25 years of age, 6 feet 1 inch high;
rather light hair; weighs about 180 pounds; walkt a
little stoop-shouldered; full mouth and good front
teeth; dark skin; had on, when he left, whiskers;
has a large and prominent mole on the left cheek,
and a severe scar on one of his hands, between the
fore and middle fingers; is a gambler by profession.

A reward, it is said, would immediately be offered
for his arrest.

On the 9th inst. a man named Baker was murdered
near Tyro, Marshall county, by some person or per-
sons unknown. He was on his way home from Mem-
phis. Tenn., in a wagon, and in company with a littl
non who was deaf and dumb. When found, the
wagon was in the middle of the road, and the boy
was in it, crying. His father was lying near by,
with the back part of his skull broken andl asevoi
wounds in the neck. All the information that nould
be obtained from the boy was that two persons had
committed the murder, which he indicated by holding
up two fingers. The corpse had been robbed of
aboult $40.

Louistana Intelligence.

The Marksville (Avoyelles) Organ of the 16th
says :

The prospects of the cotton planters of this parish
are far from bright. The stands,eso far as we have
been able to see and learn, are very inferior, and the
plant is dying rapidly as soon as it appears above
ground. Unless the season proves very favorable
froms this out, the crop must be a very short one. Be-
sides the lateness of the planting time, there is a
great scarcity of seed throughout the parish. Corn
is recovering from the blighting frosts of April, and
is growing very thriftily. The stands, nevertheless,
are geueraly poor, and half-filled cribs and poor stock
will be the rule next year.

In grateful contrast with these, however, is the
cane crop. The plant cane is large and vigorous,
and promiero a very abtodnt yield if nothing unto-
wsird should happen between this oand the rolling sea-
son. The rattoons are nearly all killed, or at least
hare not sprouted, which amounts to pretty much
the same. The weather is just the kind now to bring
vegetation rapidly forward. The nights, though cool,
bing heavy dews with them, and the days are warm
and cloudy, with every prospect of rain.

We are sorry we are unable to give a good account
of the health of the parish. Whooping cough is epi-
demic everywhere, and we have heard some complaint
of the meosels. The diseases so far, are of a mild
type, and no deaths have occurred from them.

The Natchitoches Chronicle of the 16th says:
Notwithstanding the untoward weather of last

week, which was so injurious to the corn and cotton
then up, we hear that the crope generally throughout
our parish are now in a promising state, and almost
all our planters have succeeded in getting a good
stand. In the lower portion of the parish, we hear
with much regret that the cut worm is doing consid-
erable damage to the young cotton; of the extent of
the mischief we have not been correctly informed.

STnUCa aB LtoNItsu O.--The bark Prompt, from
hMobile, bound tor Baltimore, and loaded with cotton,

was struck by lightning on Saturday last, 16th inat..
at 10* o'cloct, A. hM., when about twenty.one mileeto
the E. S. E. of Mobile bar. The cotton having been
found to be on lthe, the vessel put back into Mo-.le
bay, where she was scuttled in 13 feet water. The,
extent uf the datoagc is unknown.
