thing iradically wrong, eitherin the government itself
or id the loyalty and patriotism of a large proportion
of the people who are professing to support it."

T'•laheaenti•ents are full of practical meaning, and
Ma welt exmeeaed. There is "something radically
wrong" in the United States. There have been many
thlga " radieally wrong" for years; and those
wrongs appear to be increasing rather than dimin-
ishing. The evil eblarges while fending upon itself.
Neither are we able to discover any remedy in the
future. A moral ulceration pervades the North ; and
the few healthy exceptions left cannot hope to escape
the disease mnlc longer.

Although we are regarded as a united people
abroad, and although the moral and physical forces
of our government are measured by the nations of
the earth, not by sectional or State subdivisions, but
by the combined strength of the wiiple country, still
we are, to all material intents and purposes, a discon-
nected people. For the last quarter of a century a
'sectional struggle has been continually going on. A
war-for there are peaceable wars-has been raging
between the North and the South all the time. From
asmall beginning the difficulty has attained gigantic
dimensions. The people of the North and the Sooth
do not look upon each other as they did formerly. In-
stead of taking pride in the admission of new States,
an altogether diffiWent sort of feeling prevails. The
South views the admission of new States carved out
of the well-nigh illimitable territories of the North-
West, not with a sense of gratification-not with feel-
inags of pride over the addition of another star to our
national banner-not with emotions of joyous exulta-
ton over the expansion of this great and prosperous
republle-but with doubt, distrust and dread, seeing
in every new State thus admitted another weapon
placed in the hands of their enemies to persecute,
abuse, oppress and crush them. Thisois the sentiment
that animates the Southern people at the present mo-
ment; and blind is the man, editor or politician, who
would attemptto prove to them that they have not
good reasons for entertaining it.

And the North is more than equally jealous of the
advent of new States on the Southern borders. Al-
though the North has nothing to fear in the premises
-- although from the very nature of things, if this
Unieonlasted for ever, the North could have no reason
to apprehend a loss of political ascendency; and al-
though the South has ever Jacted, and probably will
continue to act, on the defensive-still the Black Re-
publicans of the North, controlling the governments
of most of the Northern States, unqualifiedly declafe
that no more slave States shall be admitted into the
confederacy !

We will now quote the concluding paragraphs of
the Enquirer's article.

It is to be expected, in a free government, that
dangers will arise froman abuse of liberty. And un-
less there are institutions of a conservative character
or the people are enlightened and patriotic enough to
quell the storm through the influence and exercise of
the same elements which give rise to it, the Govern-
meat most fall a victim to its own imperfections or the
passions of the people.

Fanatical opposition to the institution of slavery in
the dangerous rock distinctly marlred out in the chart
with which the American people are furnished for the
guidance of their government. Whether we shall
pass it in safety in 1860, or whether the Union will
break upon it, is an anxious question in the mind and
heart of every patriot in the country.

If the North and South are to continue their con-
nection only by means of respective annexations of
new States, to preserve the equipoise, and prevert '
that section from violating the rights of this, one or
the other must sooner or later be beaten in the game
of chance at which they are playing. If the North
wins, the South will be forced to save herself in seces-
sion. And if the South loses, will the North yield
obeisance to constitutional law then any more readily
than now 1 It is to be hoped, however, in the interim,
that patriotism will prevail over patssion and preju-
dice, and that the Constitution will still ie maintainerd
andthe Union perpetuated regardless of a balance of
power.

We are willing enough to " hope " with the Rich-
mond Enquirer, notwithstanding we can see but little
ground on which to base a hope. A glance at the
events of the last four years nearly suffices to banish
hope. Four years since the Freesoilers were compar-
atively powerless; now they govern the North. In
two or three years four free States will come into the
Union. This will give them the Senate. They will
then be able, in all human probability, to control both
branches of the National Legislature-and 1860 will,
most likely, enable them to elect a President of their
way of thinking. With all the power in their hands,
they will be apt to use it without regard to constita-
tions, compacts, compromises, justice or rights. Such
has ever been the conduct of fanatics, in all ages-
and Abolitionists and Freesoilers are nothing but fana-
tics of different grades.

Postnl M•ersricr.

We are not about to indite a Jeremiad nor cry
aloud for deliverance from irremediable evils. That
of which the caption above is a faint intimation has
become a disease which.we believe to be chronic, but
not altogether incurable, and, like all other diseases,
it is more likely to mend by the proper remedies than
by any amount of fretting and snarling over it. But,
when one has endured long and patiently, he feels
that he has a right to let the fact be known, to pro-
claim it to the world if inclined, and to set forth mi-
nutely the several specifications of his grievance. We
do not propose to do this just at present, mainly for
the reason that it mightappear outof place, inasmuch
as the mails have, for nearly one week up to day
(Sturday) come to hand as late as duo from several
of the large towns and cities of the United States.
Besides, an editor from a distant part of the State in-
formed us a day or two since that the newspapers of
this city are frequently received in his pariah (l)e
Soto) by mail as late as can be expected, and that the
Crescent is seldom behind schedule time. Hie is a
Democrat, this remote editor, and rather plumed him-
self upon this circumstance as creditable to the iotel-
ligence and integrity of the Democratic postmasters
I of the State. We might have undeceived him by in-
timating the fact that the Crescent is a fast paper and
that it is mailed with exceeding promptness, but his
statement took us so completely by surprise and
seemed so altogether incredible, that before we had suf-
ficiently recovered our presence of mind to inquire
furtherinto the matter, he bade us good-day, bowed

politely and withdrew the light of his countenance.
We have further reason for not being at present
in a querulous humor with postal operations, indeed,
one which whenever we think of it inspires the most
tender and amiable sentiments towards everything
bearing the semblance of a mail bag ; and that reason
is that we seldom now receive our Oregon and Cali-
fornia mails via New York as of yore, and the eccen-
tric and wandering habits of the New York mails
have become so far corrected that they have almost en-
tirely ceased coming around by San Francisco and St.
Louis.

It woul, however, take many reforms quite as radi-
cal as this to completely wipe out the memory of the
numberless postal wrongs and miseries whiclh lhave
been inflicted upon New Orleans within a few years
past. If ever a community endured with patience and
long suabring the afflictions of a bad postal system
wretchedly administered, it has been that of this city,
and we have our misgivings that the end is not yet.

The receipts of cotton, it will be seen, are falling
off. The quantity arrived yesterday was 190 bales
against 1115 bales for the corresponding day last
year. It will be observed that the stock is rapidly
declining, and the time for its being replenished a
long way off.

We have now had almost a week of the most un"
seasonable weather, with frost in the most northern
section of the cotton region. Whether we shall have
the latest advices of the growing via New York or
from planters themselves, we cannot say. The de-
crease at all the ports still continues, and it is really
time we should be receiving a share of those
300,000 bales which were to be received in the month
of May, and should now be coming to market. Ac-
cording to the views of that New York house, not the

brokers and telegraph operator, but the house that
aspires to standing and credit, the rush should be
manifest by this time.
