carver. The two largest horns compose the hind legs
and back, rand they incline backwards very gracefully
at the tor and meet together, so as to firm an arch.
The two rther horns compose the fore-legs and sides,
and extend back so as to lap on and tnmly fasten in
the ltlrks of the back part. The feet are original ;
initeadl of taking old antlersa the hunter " brought
dovn"a the largest iying bucks, and cut the horns
olrt of their heads wit'[ about three inches of bone
attached. This bone is solid and white as ivory, and
the rends on which the choir rests are firmed into the
shape of deer's hoofs. The rounds or rungs are made
of straight pieces of hora, and 0o neatly jointed that
tlhere is no outward evidence of it. The small hornes,
whirih priject from every part of the chair, have
their points pnliired like ivrry. The seat is of white
buckskin, preliacd expresmly for it by the maker.
