Elec•Uon Law-Aetonos of tLayor Waterllan.

We published, yesterday morning, a message of
Mayor Waterman to the Common Council, in which
was embodied a letter from Attorney-General Moise,
inviting him to attend at Judge Cotton's office this
evening, at 4 o'clock, as "preliminary to the organi-
sation " of the " Central Board of Commissioners,"
under the elcction act of the last Legislature. As
the message has been duly read ere this, and as the
