THE SENATE OF THE UNITED hSTATf.

Turning to the right as you enter the main aisle of
the Senate Chamber, and at the end of the outside
tier of seats, you encounter the Hon. Henry Wilson of
Maseachusetta.

Wilson is about forty-five years of age,slightly bald
on the top of his bead, always well dressed, and weighs
perhaps one hundred and seventy-five pounds. There
is nothing about him to attract particular attention,
except his quick, nervous, restless manner, and a
countenance expressive of guilt. He looks always
as if he had just done something, or was about to do
something, of which he was ashamed.

He commenced life as a shoe-maker, but being an
accomplished demagogue, and having some natural
shrewdnese, he managed to secure a seat in the Senate
of Massachusetts. When the American party first
arose in his State, he soon connected himself with it,
but remained onlylong enough to be elevted to his
present position. For the last twoyeare no politician
in the country has been as vindictive or as bitter in
.his denunciations of Americanism, afhis same oenry
Wilson, Thns has he contemptuously spurned the
ladder by. hich he managed to climb to a position
of honor and distinction.

He rarely makes speeches-but always, when he
does speak, harps upon the one string of freesoil, or
some collateral subject. His speeches, as intellectual
efforts, are far below a moderate average. His enun-
ciation is slow, and apparently painful to him. Du-
ring the sessions of the Senate he is principally en-
gaged in writing letters or sending off public docn-.
merits. He affects not to pay any attention to the
proceedings going on around him; but when any-
thing occurs in which the interests of his party are
involved, I have observed that he is always wide
awake. HIe aspires to the leadership of the freesoil
forces in the Senate-but Seward, as well by priority
of claim as by superiority of intellect, will always be
able to maintain succssfully the position.

His manner, while speaking, and sometimes his lan-
guage is offensive, and occasionally bordering on the
insulting. Yet, when any resentment is shown, he
apologises with so meek and contrite a spirit, that all
hostility is disarmed. He is the Uriah Heep of the
Senate-pursuing his ends by stealthy and secret
means-and always protesting his innocence when
detected. He had the bold impudence to be some-
what insolent to Gov. Crittenden, one day last sum-
mer ; but the old veteran set him down with so sharp
and scathing a reproof, that he has been cautions ever
since how he arouses the brave and gallant old states-
man of Kentucky.

After the expiration of his present term of service,
Wilson will sink into obscurity. Even 'Massachusetts,
by this time, must be disgusted with him.

Next to Wilson sits-or rather sat, before the cane
of the chivalrous Brooks drove him in disgrace from
the Senate-the notorious Charles Sumner. Sumner
is a tall, straight, wiry man, with no superfluous flesh
about him, and about forty years of age. By dint of
hard study (without any natural genius) he has man-
aged to pick up, here and there, scraps of history,
mythology, poetry, etc., which he occasionally strings
together in a speech, and thereby passes for a great
scholar. It takes him a month to prepare a speech,
and, whlen prepared, he parades in it all that he has
read since the last one. Two or three 4th of July
orations, together with a lecture or two before some
of the Boston Lyceums, impressed the people of
Massachusetts with the idea that he was a great man,
an imnpression which Sumner himself confiried by an
affectation of owl-like wisdom, and a great parade of
his scanty scraps and shreds of literature. Being
bitterly anti-slavery, his qualifications for representing
Massachusetts were thus complete, and it is no cause
of wonder that he has been re-elected to the Senate
by a large majority.

His speech on the Kansas question, which he de-
signed for the oratorical climax of his fame, and
which gave rise to the merited chastisement which
Brooks inflicted upon him, was in course of prepara-
tion for a month or two before delivered. It was the
result of what boys at college call " reading up" or
" stuffing." He took two days to deliver it, and his
manner while speaking, was the most lordly and con-
sequential of any I ever saw. He evidently consid-
ered it would be a speech that would transmit his
fame to all time. But, as liberally as he pillaged upon
the domain of Edmund Burke, Demosthenes, Patrick
Henry and others, it was not great, either as a logical
argument or a piece of declamation. Judge Butler, in
his reply, mercilessly exposed its literary plagiarisms.
For the future, Sumner can expect no increase of

fame-at least, of that sort of fame that is desirable.
If he keep a civil tongue in his head, he loses the
only capital on which he has to operate. His past
experience ought to be sufficient to warn him not to
do otherwise. EssEx.

Corro.--The receipts continue to fall off rapidly.
For the forty-eight hours ending at 6 o'clock last
evening there were 537 bales against 2568 for the cor-
responding days last year. The Vicksburg packet
Princess brought in only 195 bales. This is a small
part of the 8000 bales expected to be received from
Vicksburg to Natchez.

The steamer Gen. Rusk brings six bales from the Rio
Grand river, consigned to J. H. Phelps, being the
first ever received from that section. Those parties
in New York who have attained so great an eminence
for misrepresentations are requested to make a note
of these six bales, and forward a dispatch to Liver-
pool by the first steamer of its great importance,
taking care they do not say six thousand bales instead
of six bales, as they generally do.

TiE JuiNE PARTY TO-NsuT.--The young ladies
of Dr. Macaulay's Collegiate Institute, having passed
their annual examination with equal boner to them-
selves and their teachers, are to receive the compli-
ment of a soiree at Odd Fellows' Hall tounight, The
preparations have beenin progress for some time, and
we have reason to believe that it will be an uncom-
monly brilliant and delightful affair.

LAIsEs' FAIR.-The ladies, we perceive, with their
accustomed benevolence and readiness to labor in a
good cause, open a fair to-night in the Christian
Brothers' School, at the corner of Foucher and Poey-
farre streets, all for the benefit of that deserving insti-
tution. It will continue every night during the week,
and, in the absence of all else in the way of public
entertainments, we may expect it to be largeqy and
liberally patronized from first to last. We are in-
formed that the ftir will be elegant, and in every
respect worthy public patronage.

The prisoner
soon recovered himself, and was again the unmoved,
icy being he has seemed throughout.

HuI AN PeRIAcTreNo.--Another instance of the
petrifaction of a human body is noticed at length in
the IRegister, published at Eaton, Prebleo county, Ohio.
It is that of a Mrs. Railsford, who died in 1851. On
changing the place of interment, the extraordinary
weight of the coffin caused an investigation, which
resulted in finding the body to be a perfect specimen
olf human petrifaction, with the exception of the eyes
and nose. The weight was estimated to be six hun-
dred pounds.

T'o oE HANEDo.-John D'Orsay,a negro, convicted
in New York of the murder of a white woman, a
prostitute, has been sentenced to be hanged on the
17th of June.

Dennis, of Key West, Florida, a number of samples
of tropical plants cultivated in that region of country,
among which are the Sea Sisal hemp, both with the
prepared fibre and the crude leaves from which the
libre is obtained; also, samples of the leaf of the
pnlque plant, the fibre of which can be manufactured
into paper; also, samples of the true aloes, from
which the gtm aloes of commerce are obtained. These
samples are all in a healthy condition, showing that
the soil and climate of Florida are well adapted to
their culture.
