BURNING or THB SveAn•aR SYDONIA.-A few days
ago we published a paragraph stating that the steamer
Sydonia had been destroyed by fire on the Ouachita
river. A correspondent of the Louisiana Baptist
gives the following particlars of the occurrence :

On last Saturday, 2d, about 12 o'clock, M., 11
miles below Monroe, on the Ouachita, the steamer"Sydonia," bound for New Orleans with twenty-fitve
or thirty passengers on board and but little freight,
with fiftyor sixty cord of dry pine wood, was dis-
covered to be on fre. Soon the alarm became general,
and the pilot headed in fo the shore where she was
made fast, while the strbeard wheel was left playing
to keep the stern out in the stream. The flames

epread, with such rapidity that very soon the whole
front was enveloped. The majority of the passen-

made their escape without savingany of their beg-
gage. A few who kere not so fortunate as to go for-
ward in the first wild rush, were cat off from esape
in that direction by the rapidly spreading flames, and
were cnmpelled to retreat aft, from which position the
devouring element and black curling smoke drove
them into the rolling waves-some to rise no more in
life, but others, through the providence of God, to be
saved from drowning.

Two men were drowned, the second steward and a
deck hand. All the passengers were saved. Col.
Henton lost his trunk with $1,400 cash in it. I learn
the boat was only partially insured. The captain un-
locked the safe and got out a part of the money,
when the flames and smoke drove him out leaving the
safe open. Want may hereafter be saved from it is
very uncertain.IThe fire broke out near the boilers, but from what
causee is not certainly known. The cable finally
burned, and the boat drifted about a mile and sunk.

CROPS N EASTERN ALABAMA.- The Lafayette

Near this temporary structure the beautiful and signi-
fcalt ceremony of the marriage of the Mibr•ssippi and
the Atlantic was performed. The Memphis firemen
and the Phencix company of thisnity composed the
train of attendants for the aquatic couple. As the
water from tile barrels rushed through the pipes,
urged on by the steady arms of the brave firemen,
and fell upon the flirting ripples of the bay, the heart
of that vast concourse of beings caught at the same
moment the inspiration ef the scene, and gave utter-
ance to the feeling in deafening hurrahs. The shout
ran along the entire line of a mile in length, and
every countenance beamed with the gladness of that
glorious moment.

A MELANCtHOLY Acc•DENT.-On Thursday evening
last, a son of Mr. Jacob C. Unseld, of Sandy Hook,in
this county, and a colored boy who was with him,
were both drowned in thie canal. Young Unseld, a
sprightly, intelligent and promising lad of about 15
years of age, had on that day been at school in Har-
pers' Ferry, and the colored boy was sent with a horse
to bring him home. On their return both being
mounted on the horse,the latter, becoming frightened
at some Iniling earth and stones, serang down a proe
cipice of some twenty or thirty feet into the canal.
The horse swam out, but the boys sauk to the bottom.
Their bodies were recovered a short time afterwards,
and on Saturday the white boy was interred.

Ie is to continue this work until the water
flows conltinnouoly upon the surfice, This dune, he
is to proeed to the Iio Grandse rnd finish the work
coummenced there. Like artesion wells are to be snk
ou the plains, or basin, east of the Rio Grande, upon
or near lines of military and elmigrat roads, if sites
can be f iuud favorable for this orpelse ; and two ofthem are to be located on that potion of the route
from Indeeidnllce to New iMexico, lying east of the
Canadian river. He is directed to give all necessary
information upon the peculiar localities of each well
and of the country around it, and to make surveys of
the route of the rad, The Comlmanuding oficrr of the
SDepartment of Texas is ilnstructed to detail seventy-
five Enlisated men of the infantry, and two subaltern,
and twenty-tive cavalry, with ordera to report to Capt.
