2. The Colonel of the Second Infantry will detach
four companies of that regiment-three to occupy
Fort Snelling and one Fort Ridgely. These compa-
nies will move by land. na

i The Fifth Infantry, to be replaced in Florida
by ~lonteers, will proceed under the command of
its Lieutenant Colonel to Jefferson Barracks, and
there await further orders. e]

4. The Tenth Infantry will move by water to fi
Fort L.eavenworth, eight companies at once; and the
two companies left at Forts Snelling and Ridgely, as
noon as relieved by companies of the Second Infantry.

5. The movements herein indicated will be made hi
with the least possible delay.

A small quantity of the
water was sufficient to produce sickness upon the spot, CI
probably ere thirst was quenched. Suspicion was I,
aroused, the water was analyzed and found to contain
strychnine. The negro, we learn, was accued and
confesed the deed. Col. Battle is now prosecuting
the infatuated creature, who was the most valuable ti
slave on his plantation.

A Fussy EXPLosIO.--A baggage man at the F
central depot, yesterday, while handling atru k in the
usual slam-bang manner of that useful class of citi- v
ens, thew it down with .such force as to explode a
pistol within. The pistol exploded a canister of pow-
der, the powder exploded the trunk, and the trunk
exploded the baggage-man, tunbling him neck over
heels ; and served him right at that: -If such an ac-
cident could only happen semi-occasionally, it would
bea glorious thirig. II mightkill a few baggage-
smashers, but the community could endure that loss
in consideration of the gentler hkndling which their
baggage would receive.

DEATH OF CArT. HI:LEP.--The Mobile Register of

Sunday last contains the following particulars of the

death of Capt. Chas. H. Higley,who had command of

the Mobile company of rifles in Nicaragua :
On the 5th of March it was known that the enemy

were advancing from the transit route, and the little
army of the gallant Walker advanced to meet them.
About a mile from the ranch of Jose Cote, on an open

prairie, the troops were drawn up. The first and
second rifles were in the advance guard under com-
mand of Gen. Sanders, who unwisely halted them too
soon, for close to the spot there stretched oat into tihe
prairie in their front a small belt of woods, which,
fron want of celerity in the movemevts of the Ge(e-
ral, had become occulied as a breast-work by the
enemy.

Ih second, or Mlolbile iRfltes, were ordered to charge
this point alndl dislodge the hlidden foe. In this gallant
attack Capt. Higley, then some twenty yardo in front
I of hiscompany., was shot through both tbighs, eight
of Inis men fell dead at the same discharge, and Lieut.
McMichael and three others were desperately wounded.

The enemy evacuated the woods rapidly, but for
ywant of support the advance brigade wavered. Four
men of the company advanced and carried their
wounded Captain to the rear, but while doing so
another volley was fired upon them which killed two

,•ti of the hearers, and one shot also striking Captain
Higley in the side, left him and his brave comrades
dead on thie field of fight. Poor Itigley! le was a
brave-and noble-hearted young man.

Mr. Burrsays thlt a large number of them will
follow Brigham Young to a new location should he
find one, which he would do if compelled to respect
the laws of the United States, knowing as he does
that Mormonism would soon become extinct if brought
within the reach of our laws and the influences of t
civilization.

In speaking of the settlement at Salt Lake, Mr.
Burr says it is the poorest place he ever saw. The
population is now too large when its resources and
conveniences are taken into consideration, and a
change must eventually occur without the interfer-
ence of government.

The most abject poverty is visible everywhere.
Brigham Young's word is law, and it is meted out in
a most cruel and oppressive manner, there being no
remedy with the present rulers.

There are only about fifty families of Gentiles, as
the Morimons call them, in the Territory, and they are
the objects of the most bitter persecution.
