Ltherabominatinns under the sun. Andit is true, we
rejoice to know, that the Molmon Elders find it im-
possible to carry on a successful business of proselyt-
ism to their monstrous faith among the natives of
this country, who are too intelligent to be deluded by
their ridiculous and senseless creed, and too well in-
formed regarding their vile practices to hand them-
selves over body and soul to a despotism as absolute
and cruel as can be conceived. Notwithstanding this,
however, it is certain that Mormonism has been and
is still flourishing and increasing in the city of New
York, and perhaps in St. Louis and San Francisco. If
there be any in this city we are not aware of the fact.

The faithful'are chosen, or rather raked, from the
dregs of foreign population. almost exclusively, for
two reasons-beause the most degdgrded and ignorant
are the most pliant and submissive, and because bona
fide converts can be made among no other class. It
has become pretty well understoodthat whoever gives
in adhesion to the ridiculous tenets of their creed
must be either a fool or a knave, and that all Mor-
mondom is divided into these two classes. The ne-
cessity for this state of things prevents the propa-
gators of the faith from carrying on their labors among
people possessing an ordinary share of intelligence
and common sense, but in New York, so large a por-
tion of the population of which is of foreign birth,
abunnant material can always be found for them to
work upon; besides, it is the great depot of these
miserable fanatics on their way from the countriesof
Unrope to the promised land. It is there that they
stop to recrnit and muster their energies for the long
and perilousjourney across the Western plains ; it is,
in fact, the base of operations, not only for the mis-
slonarlee who drum up the elect in the Eastern hem-
Isphere, but for those to whom is assigned the duty
of conducting the numerous and rapidly succeeding
shipments of misguided fanatics to the final scene of
their wretchedness amid the deserts of Utah.

The fact that a paper, having every appearance of
ample support and healthy existeqce, is published in
New York and ddvoted exclusively to Mormon in-
terestea ii pretty conclusive proof that the Latter Day
Saints have secured a permanent and profitable foot-
hold in that city. We regret that it is so, for there
are several towns this side of Salt Lake City more
worthy to become the residence of this foul exhalation
of Sodom and Gomorrah than Gotham.

Further, in regard tp the increase and present con-
dition of this organization in New York and other
places in the North, it is said that within the last two
years and a half, " two Mormon Conferences have
been organized in that city and in Pennsylvania, each
with a presiding officer, and each holding stated
sessions--the plan of operations being similar to that
of the Methodist Episcopal Church. The conferences
are free from debt, and are in a flourishing'condition.
The Saints in the East are happy. Their paper
abuses everybody that is not a Mormon, and is read
with gusto. Their book-shop, not far from the offices
of allthe leading dailies of the city, is thronged bon-
stantly by Saints, who drop in to get light and wisdom
from headquarters. The prospect of affairs is exceed-
ingly encouraging, and the hearts of the faithful are
strengthened."

It issad to think that in a great city, abounding in
political parsons and pious editors, who devote their
time and talents to the labors of philanthropy, an in.
stitution should be permitted to take root and flour-
ish,the chief end of which is to ensnare the souls and
bodies of men and women to ruin here and to eternal
perdition hereafter, while hardly a voice is raised, or
at least no strenuous effort is made, to warn the un-
fortunate victims of the fate to which they are hurry-
ing. We believe, indeed, that Horace Greeley has
done his duty in denouncing the practices of the
Saints in their den at Salt Lake; now let him turn
his attention to what is going on immediatelyanbout
him, and blow public indignation into a white heat
against the audacious, smooth-spoken elders, who en-
trap their victims within a stone's-throw of his office,
in the midst of a community that pretendsto decency
and morality. Let him expose their doings and iul-
minate against them a diatribe of seven-fold bitter-
ness. For this cause, let Brother Cheever forget for
a brief period the last judicial enormity-as he forgot
the gospel and his legitimate duties for that-and
belch forth his rhetorical thunders upon an iniquity
so conmplete and damning that before he exhausts the
subject he will forget whether Dred Scott was a negro
or a white man, and whether the Supreme Court de-
cided the status of that illustrious individual or that
individual decided the status of the Supreme Court.

Cotton, Talk on 'Change ands Florlida Marts.

The week commenced yesterday with a very fair
show of business on the upper steamboat landing for
the season of the year, which embraces the Western
produce trade. At the lower landing, or below Canal
street, the coast packets or Lower Mississippi boats
do not appear to be doing much. Many of the pack-
ets appear to be running for the accommodation of
the trade, and the public in general, without the
owners or proprietors expecting to make a dollar over
expenses for the the next four months, and if they do
this they will be satisfied. There is, we think, more
than an ordinary amount of business going on with
Texas, Alabama and Florida, in the produce line.
The actual confirmation of a contract for mail service
with the Florida ports is highly gratifying to all in-
terested. The Post-Office Department has, after years
of trial, concluded to allow a reasonable compenss-
tion for the transportation of the mails semi-weekly
between this city, Pensacola, Tampa Bay and Key
West, including Apalachicola. More than a year ago
we remarked that the requirements of the govern-
ment, regarding this service, could not be carried out
for less than $70,000 or $80,000. We learn that the
contract has been awarded to the Southern Steamship
Company at $72,000 ; but we sincerely hope this com-
pany will place another steamer on the route of equal
standing with the Atlantic. With good vessels, such
as the Atlantic, and as ably commanded, hundreds of
our citizens might be induced to take pleasure trips
during the summer. We coasted it along the Florida
coast years ago in a fore-and-aft schooner on a tour of
pleasure, and we can recommend the trip to Key West
as combining every pleasure and recreation desirable ;
much more aso than to take money and travel north-
ward and disburse it on Long Island Sound or along
the Northern coast in yatching excursions.

There was little said about cotton yesterday. It is
almost unnecessary for us to remark that factors
evince no disposition to recede from the quotations of
the day, and they appear fully convinced that the
prospects for the growing crop are anythiog but of an
abundant yield, and of course they do not 'eel dis-
posed to give way. Another batch of circulars was
furnished by the steamer from Boston on Wednesday
last. They were something of a repelition--averse, of
course, to the cotton interests. The following is the
closing paragraph of one of these circulars :

NEW Csop.--The weather, which we reported cool
and oupropitious in our last, hbs since become warm
and seasouable, and the telegraplh wire adviseO that
this favorable change has occurred simultaneously all
overthe South. Hence, though the Southern letters,
which come by the cons arativelyalow medium of the
mails, still speak of cold, it is apparent that their
tenor will be dilffrent next week.
"Eh, hem!" Now this is funny. Somebody is

writing and talking about the new rn-op as though it
was already coming to market. We hope they will
send word when the irst blossom of the new crop ap-
pears. We suppose we shall have the first informna-
tion from New York. We must acknowledge that the
weather is becoming rather on the summer order-
sufficiently hot to burn the crop up on the highlands.
We have a proposition to make to these everlasting
writers about crops and estimates, that is, just let the
crop be for sixty days and then have some data to go
upon, and not to be sending weekly to Liverpool
opinions which never will be confirmed.
