recent municipal election, thus making themselves
responslble for the acts of violence and bloodshed
which took place od that day. No individuals are
mnaed a connoieted withthe affair,nospeifiocharges
made, beyond a general, sweeping allegation against t
the wholepaerty of the city, and as no reason is given
for supposing it to have been brought about through
the agency of the American party,the charge will not
probably be thought worth refuting there. At a di-

•ance from the scene, however, it is more essential
that such statements should not be passed over in
silence.

It is alleged that a band of Baltimore desperadoes,
forty, fifty or sixty in number, made their appearance
on th6morning of the election, and in the course of
the day murderously assaulted the " Anti-Know-
Nothing" voters at the polls, driving them away,.to-
gether with the commissioners of election, and cans-
Ing the voting ploces to be closed. The rowdies, it is

said, then earried it with a high hand, until they were
dispersed by the military, who, it seems, in perform-
ing this duty must have fired with criminal careless-
ness, for a number of persons were slain who had
nothing to do with the disturbances, while the imme-

diate producereof the bloody scene escaped unscathed,
it is stated, with a single exception.

The Washington Union, Star, New York Tribune,
Times and Evening Post, publish highly colored
accounts of the disturbances and the final tragedy,
and forthwith draw the conclusion, and assert it
roundly, that the Baltimore bullies were imported in
accordance with a deliberate arrangement of the
American 'party, and this without exhibiting a parti-

cle of evidence to support the infamous allegation,
beyond urging the improbability that the "Plug Ug-
lies" would have made the journey from Baltimore
to Washington unless incited thereto and paid for it.
It is not even asserted in the accounts that any con"
siderable number of persons of either party in Wash-
ington actively co-operated with the Baltimore ruf-
flans.

It is quite probable the the " Plug Uglies" had con.
federates inWashington, but to brand the American
party of that city withso base a crime is outrageously
absurd--as much so as to call a community to ac.

boast for the conduct of a private individual. There
are alywys two sides to a story. We have pub-

lished one view of the origin of this unfortunate

THE B AT O TrHE UrIITrED STATES.

Adjoining Mr. Harlan's seat is that of a man who,
in times past, has occupied a prominent position
among t1 statesmen of the country; but whose
career as a politician seems to have been brought to a
sudden and disastrous close. 1I allude to the Hon.
James C. Jones of Tennessee.

Gov. Jones commenced life as an ardent politician of
the Clay school. By his great talents, commanding
eloquence and his fearlesnses, he soon attained to a
distinguished position among the people of Tennessee.
Nominated as the Whig candidate for Governor, he
stumped the State with his opponent, James K. Polk
-afterwards President of the United States-and not
only triumphed in the argument, but beat him at the
polls. As a stump speaker, particularly before a
miscellaneous crowd, perhaps there is no man in the
West, not even excepting Tom Marshall, who is his
superior. It is impossible to throw him off his guard.
Quick and ready in retort, with an inexhaustible store
of anecdote, and the faculty of adapting himself to
the humor of his audience which he seems always to
catch by intuition, even the ablest men of the De-
mocracy have feared to encounter him in the " rough,
roll and tumble" of stump oratory. I heard him one
evening lnst.summer address an old-line Whig meeting
in Washington City, at Copp's Saloon. His political
status was at that time doubtful, and no one knew
which saide he would declare for. The saloon was
crowded with men of all parties, and a more disor-
derly assemblage I never saw. He was plied with
questions, first from Democrats, and then from the
Americans, which would have disconcerted any other
man on earth. But he was in fo respect put out.
One he would answer with sarcasm, another with an-
ecdote, and a third in a burst of electric eloquence.
Finding he was not to be discomposed by their in-
terruptions, they permitted him quietly to finish his
speech.
His speech in the Senate in justification of his vote

for Buchanan, was an able and elaborate effort ; but
it appeared all the time as if he were makingan apol-
ogy, and that he was conscious it would not be ac-
cepted. It sounded more like a plea to his old com-
rades for mercy, than a bold expression of his honest
convictions. His eulogy of Mr. Clay was the best
part of it; for youulould see that in that he was sin-

On entering the Senate Chamber, the chances are
ten to one he would not be found in his seat. His
principal occupation, hour after hour, is striding up
and down the area behind the President's chair. He
never occupies his sent so much as five minutes at a
time. I have seen him commence writing a letter,
write about half of it, and then suddenly jump up and
renew his ceaseless walk behind the President's chair.
After a while, he would return, finish his letter, and
then go straight back to his old walk. In these per-
ambulations, he is generally alone. Occasionally,
Judge Butler, or his colleague, Mr. Bell, would take a
turn with him for a few minutes.

His term in the Senate expired on the 4th of last
March, and he is now a political waif, floating about
with no one to claim him. Calling himself a Whig,
he refuses to unite with the Democracy, and refuses
to co-operate with the American party. Like the
ghosts of the unburied dead, whose shadows are said
to flit uneasily about on the banks of the Styx, there
is no haven of repose for him anywhere. He could
perhaps easily obtain an appointment of high char-

acter from the present administration, but he does not
seek one, nor do I think he would accept one, if ten-
dered to him. He is a man of sensitiveness and
honor, and he would not voluntarily subject himself
to even the suspicion that his conduct was dictated
by personal considerations.

There is some talk that the Democracy of Tennessee
will re-elect him to the Senate, but I have no idea
that it will be done. That party permits of no divi-
ded allegiance. A man, with them, must either be a
Democrat intus et in cute, or no Democrat at all. In
the necessary reconstruction of parties which must
inevitably take place within the next few years, he
may rise to the surface again. He has many warm

i personal friends, and, being yet comparatively young,
may come to occupy a yet more distinguished posi-
tion before his countrymen. Essex.
