a lMAIL CONTRACT.-Under date of the 3d instant the
Washington correspondent of the Baltimore Sun
writes :

obnday was the last day for receiving bids at the
General Post-Office for the transportation of the
United States mail between the Mississippi and Cali-
fornia,under an act of the late session. That act
authorizes the Postmaster General tp contract for the
conveyance of the entire letter mail fiom such point
on the Hfississippi river as the contractors may select
to San Francisco, for six years, at a cost not exceed-
ing $300,000 a year for semi-monthly, $430,000 for
weekly, or $100,000 for semi-weekly service, to be
performed semi-monthly, weekly, or semi-weekly, at
the option of the Postmaster-General.

The service to be performed iu good four-horse
coaches or spring wagons, suitable for the conveyance
of passengers as well as the safety of the mails.

The trip is to be made in twenty-five days. The
ct service is to commence within twelve months after
the signing of the contract.

uals and companies have offered to undertake the ser-
ed vice. The route to be taken is left to the selection of

ADDRESS.
Called by the passing away of another year to meetthe members of the American party to National

Council, the occasion demands a reaffirmation of our
opinions. We are ready to-day, as aforetime, to give
a reason for the faith that is in us, and as ready to-day
as ever before to stand fast by our vows of devotion
to our whole country. Neither dismayed by defeat,
nor disheartened by opposition-neither discouraged
by the past, nor without hope for the future-wemeet
together both to counsel one with another, and to
show to the people of the United States, by our pres-
ence and our numbers here in open convention, that
as a party we are hopeful and determined as to our
future course of action.

The dominant party at the North and the dominant
party at the South, by appeals made to sections of
country and the passions of the day, are temporarily
successful. But a temporary triumph is no evidence
of permanent success. Nor does victory secured by
passion give evidence of a true attachment to princel
ple. A true soldier will never be disheartened in su.
tainig a good cause because of one or many defeats.

'the nine hundred thousand American voters who
sustained tLe American candidates for the two first
oflices in the gift of the people in November last, may
enjoy the consciousness of an honest work well meant
and well done. They neither counted the cost of de-
feat nor ihltered in the discharge of a great public
duty, and had the thousands of men who agreed with
them in opinion as to the justice of their principles
and the litiess of their candidates acted upon the
seam convictions of public duty, the result would
have been far ditferent. At the North, tens of thou-
sands voted for Mr. Fremont upon the plea that
there was no chance for Mr. Fillmore, while tens of
thousands voted for Mr. BIuchanan at the South upon
a plea that a vote for Mr. Fillmore would secure the
election of the candidate of the miscalled Republican
party. It was a cruel and uncalled for sacrifice of
princil uponii the altar of expediency, and one of
tihose sacrificcs of principle which, if persisted in, in
private life, as is sometimes the case in the consider-
aitio of sujects of great publioc moment, would re-
sult inll ioulntoa disaster. When patriotism becomes
tile roleof action itnd a true love of country points
out the path of duty. nothing can excuse the yielding
ui ot thilt which is right for that which is merely ex-
pedient.

We do not. howeveraek to recall anything in the
past allculiated to wouind the teelings of those who
were tetempted in a moment of despondency or
thoughtlessness to forget their obligations to their
country or their ass•ciates in prmnciple.

Thousands who left our ranks in November. drawn
away by the temporary expedient-s and passions of
the hour, have returned to the fold of the American
party. They have been taught in the hitter school of
experience that the word of promise may be made to
the ear and brokent to the hope. Where there was a
pledge to secure, and the power to effect a pure bal-
lIt-box-thle w.un.t of which is one of the great evils
of the times-and to accomplish which ought to unite
the good men of all parties-there has been either a
criminal inditllrence to the evil itself or a bold par-
ticipation ill that wrong. So in the promices made
at the North to secure a pure franchise through the
agency of a registry law, where all could see and
know who, under the constitution and by the laws,
were e titled to, vote.
