ReOsere 'from Indlan Captlvity. 1

the reader: may remtmber that when the Indians
attacked and massaered the inhabitants of Spirit
Lakd'anud Spltngfeld, Iowa;, in March last, they car-
ried into capivity four women-Mrs. Marble, Mrs.
Thatcher, Mrs. Noble and Miss Gardner-having
killedthe husband of Mrs. Marble and the entire fam-i
ily bf Miss Gardner. Mr. Chas. E. Flandrau, agent
of the. Miseissippi Sioux, arrived in St. Paul, Miune-
sota, on the 30th alt., in compady with Mrs. Marble,
dbe having been ransomed through the influence of
Mr. Flandrau, for a consideration of powder, trinkets,
and.a gun. The historyof her sufferings and adven-
tures, as detailed in the St. Paul Pioneer, is highly i
interesting, and exhibits the atrocious barbarity of the
Indian character in its worst colors.

After consummating the massacre, the Indians
started westward with their prisoners, squaws and
plunder, and marched rapidly every day for upwards A

ofa month, stopping finally at Skunk Lake, west of
the Big Sionux, and about 125 miles west of Spirit
Lake. * Mrs. Marble estimated the distance traveled
at four or five hundred miles, probably owing to the
tartuous course taken to avoid pursuit. During this
long journey the white women were treated in -the
most barbarous manner, compelled to carry heavy
packs, beaten and threatened with death when their
strength failed, and forced to perform menialservices
in the camp. f

Mrs. Marble had to carry two bags of shot, weigh- p
ing 25 poonds each, and an Indian child in addition. .
The snow was very deep, the squaws had robbed the
prisoners of most of their clothes and they suffered
severely from cold and hunger, often being glad to
snatch up and gnaw the bones which the Indians had I

thrown down after finishing their repast. They had
littleto eat besides horse-flesh. Often the wretched
captlies would sink down in the snow, seemingly
nerble to proceed a step farther, but a loaded gun
woeldinstantly be presented, and no alternative left 1
but to go on or suffer instant death. Mrs. Thatcher
Wibti ildelicate health and utterly unable to do the
work required of her and sustain these terrible hard- I
ships. When they reached the Big Sioux river the
Indians felled trees into it from the banks in order to
pass over, and while crossing Mrs. Thatcher was
thrown into the stream. She swam nearly to the
shore, *hen an Indian deliberately leveled his rifle
and shot her through the head and her body floated
away with the current. The squaws hailed her tragic
ftte with loud shouts of joy and exultation.

After they had rema•ned at Skunk Lake about five
days, two Lac-qni-Parle Indians, employed by Mr.
Flandrau, made:their appearance in camp and suc-
ceeded in negotiating Mrs. Marble's ransom, but
could not obtain that of her companions, who still re-
main in captivity.

The mot vrigorous and decisive steps should have
been taken long ago for their recovery and the pun-
Sishment of the savages, but the whole matter, it
seems, has been left to private efforts. It is a shame,
a burning shame, that our War Department has not
.sufficient energy to deal with such a case iu the
propermmanner, and not permit a baud of marauding
a devils to potnce upon a border settlement, commit
wholesale murder, carry away and maltreat helpless
women, and then, retiring into the wilderness a hun-
dred mdes or so, sell them back at their leisure.
to Three months have elapsed since those women were

r abducted, and had a sulficient force of dragoons, pro-
o perly provided, been sent immediately in pursuit,
ig they would have been rescued long ago, and the In-
d, diana who. committed the outrage might have been
so eterminated, as they deserved.
