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THE SENATE OF THE UNITED STATES.

NUMBER Vr.

I come now to one of the Patres Conscripti of
the Senate-the oldest Senator on the floor, and " the
noblest Roman of them all'--the Hon. John J. Crit-
tenden, of Kentucky.

With the exception of Mr. Clayton, who has since
died, Mr. Crittenden has done more Senatorial service
than any member of the last Congress. He entered
the Senate as long ago as the 4th of March, 1817-
more than forty years ago. But his services in that
body has not, by any means, been continuous. In less
than three years from his first entry, hbe resigned his
seat for the purpose of devoting himself to the prac-
tice of his profession, nor did he return to the Senate
again until 18 .

From that time until 1849, he continued in the
Senate, with only a short interval, when his place
was supplied by Hon. James T. Morehead. At this
period, the Democratic party in Kentucky had be-
come so strong that they boasted of their intention
to carry the State at the next Gubernatorial election.
The Whigs became alarmed, and summoned Mr. Crit-
tenden from Washington to uphold their banner. He
accepted the summons, and after a full canvass of the
State, was elected by a triumphant majority.

In July 1850, when Mr. Fillmore became President
by the death of Gen. Taylor, he invited Mr. Critten-
den, who was then occupying the Gubernatorial chair
of Kentucky, to a seat in his Cabinet. He accepted
the invitation, and for the remainder of Mr. Fillmore's
term of service, discharged the duties of Attorney
General with distinguished ability. Retiring from
the Cabinet at the close of Mr. Fillmore's administra-
tion, he was again elected to the Senate by the Le-
gislature of Kentucky, and commenced his present
term on the 4th of March, 1855.

There is no other man in the Senate' whose out-
ward appearance gives so little tokesi of a great man
as Mr. Crittenden. According to the usual standard
of beauty, I am bound to say Mr. Crittenden is very far
from being a handsome man, unless we apply to him
the old role that "handsome is that handsome does."
intellectually a giant, he is yet diminutive in physical
stature; that is, when compared with the other Sena-
tors, most of whom are large men. His countenance
betrays none of that blandness which distinguished
his great compeer and associate, Henry Clay, except
when you engage him in conversation. He was edu-
cated among a sturdy people, and in perilous times,
and he details to this day, with graphic energy, some
of the scenes of Indian border warfare which he wit-
nessed, and in which he participated.

Seated in the Senate chamber, he may be observed,
generally, writing at his desk or reading some public
document. Occasionally he will look up as if to catch
what is going on, and, if it be nothing in which he
feels a particular interest, he will quietly subside to
his work again. But if any question is before the
Senate which he proposes to discuss, he is on the qui
vive immediately. He sits immovably in his seat,
and hears patiently whatever may be said. After a
while he will rise, and modestly addressing the Presi-
dent, proceed with one of his sudden, impromptu
speeches, which have made him as an orator and lo-
gician the foremost man of the country.

There is this peculiarity about his speeches, that he
invests every subject he discusses with dignity and
importance, no matter how trivial the subject itself
Smay be. It would be just as impossible to listen to
him for live minutes without becoming interested in
the subject he was discussing, as to listen to Parodi
or Lind without appreciating the melody of music.
Of him, more than any other living American orator,
may it be truly said, as Johnson said of Goldsmith,
" _ihil teligil quod non ornavit."
But, woe bet tohe Senator who touches his visor,

or violates, in a discussion with him, the rules of a
high-toned courtesy ! Terrible is he as an army with
banners when his lion spirit is aroused. I have seen
Wilson and Seward tremble and cower beneath hin
fierce philippics, like guilty things, as they were,
until they bore the appearance of condemned culprite
rather than of independent Senators. I saw Stuart,
of Michigan, one day provoke him, by a series ol

petty annoyances in debate, until the old Senator
could stand it no longer, and came down upon him
with such terrible sarcasm and such crushing invec
tive that Stuart had absolutely to plead fir mercy. I
saw Wilson one day, in a mood of rash impudence.
deny some statement the old Governor had made
when he turned upon him and lashed him with such
remorseless cruelty as to excite for him feelings alike
of pity and contempt.

It is his manner as much as his lagonuage which makes
him so terrible in his denunciations. When replying
to a Senator who has excited his anger, he turns filll
upon him, nor does he remove his eye until he has
finished. His sentences are short, compact and con-
cloive, each one in itself. At the close of each sen-
tence lie remains as fixed and rigid asan iron statue,
not moving a muscle of his body, and with his eye
foll bent upon his opponert, for a considerable length
oa time, until he begins again. It is during the silence
of these intervals that the offender suters the most
acutely.

Nevertheless there is no one whose tempier is more
genial or with a kinder heart or more tender sensi-
bilities. Until aroused by somine affront, no genator
bears himself with a more knightly courtesy.

Iis speech on the Naval Board lquestion was per-
halps the most eloquent, ias it was the most elaborate,
of any he made during the last Congress. But his
speechres in reference to the complications of IKansas
atllshis, during the first session, may hardly be con-
sidered inferior to that. Especially did his remarks
on the proposition which he had himself made, to
send Gen. Scstt to iKansas to restore peace, breathe a
slpirit of lofty and generous eloquence. It would be
dilfficult to find a higher icompliment plaid to any man
than hie did to Scott, in words at once concise, touch-
ing and effective.

I heard him one day, in the Supreme Court, make
an argument which elstrongly illistrates hisi ingenuity
as a lawyer. Th'e ease was this: Some town onl the
Mississiptii (uGrand ulti, I believe) had divided the
levee into thIree divisionsi, regutlarly mnarkedi by proper
dividing lines. One division had Ireen assigrned br
tile lnding of steamioatils, lanittier lfr, Ilatblats, and
thie third Ibr soie other huorpose wvlich I now fiorget.
This regulation had Ibee observed ifor several yeals
byg tile vailous craft navigating the river, ulntil on ol,1e
oc'asi; in tealner colning down thie river passed Ibyher own latding-place, ran into the tlatbost landiig-

plale, and sunk a flatblot lying there, laden withl a
cargo of lilur. 'lThe flathlout broiughlt suit fr damanges
to, boat nd cargoi), and trh. Critteoden was emIltoyed
by the Mteambiiat to delfnd it.

It seemied to ile to' e a cierw case that the flttltsout
was enltitlld to recover, aud I was nrioius tol htear
whttosrtof as arguisnut Mr. erittevdeii cuod pos-
vibly make againt it. iBut he tdid maike i atrgmenat,
and a pilsilile iols, tos. his piints to defience rwele
three: Fir't, he said, lg the trsaty of Lisiiiana tl e
free naIvi'gaitioui of tile blioi.iippi was guar.lteeiid 10to
all the Sstses and iii ple alikls iud that niu insiiui.

Mr. Crittetndrn, thlugh advaiscd in years, is yet in
the hdl elnjylet of physical healtlIh and vigol. Of
the mlighty len of thle Senate is days gonle by, I e
alonlle reraills.

Later from California.
ARRIVAL OF THE STEAMSHIP ?fHIADLPHIA.

" The U. S. mail steamship Philadelphia, Alfred G.
Gray commander, left New York on the afternoon of
the 2d inst., arrived off Havana on the evening of the
8th, and sailed again for New Orleans at 1 P. H. of
the 9th.

The Philadelphia landed $200,000 at Havana, and
brings 113 passengers, the California mails and pas-

aengers, and a moderate cargo for this port.
The U. 8S. mail steamship George Law left Aspin-

wall June 3d. for New York,with 750 passengers and
nearly two millions of treasure.

The U. S. mail steamship Granada left Havana for
Aspinwall June 9th, at 10 A. M., with New Orleans
mails and passengers for California.

In Havana there was little of interest occurring.

We have papers from San Francisco to the 20th ult.,
but they contain nothing of importance.
In the mining regions a long drought had prevalied,

particularly in Tuolumne county. The Stockton
Argus says :

The large ditches, of course, will not fail for some
months, but the smaller sources for water are nearly
all dry, and many miners have been compelled to sas-
pend operations in places remote from the conveni-
ence of obtaining a supply of water even from the
ditches. Theminers in and around Gold Springs,
where water is to be obtained, although at the ex-
pense of $3 or $4 per day for a tom stream, are
taking out an immense quantity of gold in the aggre-
gate, making aoerage daily wages of $3 to $6, erxcl-
sive of $20 to $30 a week paid for water privilege.
There has of late been a steady increase in the num-
ber of miners in the thickly settled portions of Tuol-
umne, most of whom are permanent, and manifest no
disposition to migrate from one camp to another, as
was the case in the earlier days of mining.
On the evening of the 7th ult., eight prisoners

escaped from the El Dorado county jail.
The Yreka Union has the latest news from Pitt

river. The last of the "oPitt River Volunteers" had
come in, and announced the close of the campaign
against the Indians. The Union says :

We have been informed that they report another
battle with the Indians after Messrs. Fox and Lock-
hart left, in which they killed more of the enemy
than had been killed before, and took a number of
women and children prisoners. According to this re-
port the whole number of Indians killed is fiftyonine.
They are reported to have brought in thirteen chil-
derln, wlich is just the number of prisoners in their
hands at the time Messrs. Fox and Lockhart left.

The Los Angeles Star states that an earthqanke
shock waos felt in that place recently at 1 o'clock in
the night. The Star says:

It caused doors and windows to rattle pretty freely,
and some people to ran out of their houses, but did
not create any general alarm. We may mention that
earthquake shocks are still of frequent occurrence at
Fort Tejon, and of considerable violence.

The disastrous termination of the Sonora expedi-
tion and the sad fate of Col. Crabb and his compan-
Ions, excited a profound sensation in California. The
tIerald publishes the full particulars of the affair,
from which we extract some interesting particulars of
the last scenes at Caborca :

Fighting continued eight days, with a loss to the
Americaiodf 25 killed. The Mexican loss is reported
by thlemselves to have been twenty-five, but is sup-
porsed to have been much greater-as high as two
hundred. On the eight day an attempt was made by
two of Crahb's men to blow up the church by placing
a keg of powder under the portico and fring it. The
devoted mlen who attempted this were both killed,
and Crobb is said to have been wounded in superin-
tending it. It is said an offer was made by Crabb to
retire il'the lexicsns would allow it. Hehadrefused
to retire when the offer was made him, aiter the
fightiuig had continued two days, and now the Mexi
cans, confident of his weakness and their triumph, re-
fused. The Americans were gradually but surely
caught in a snare from which there was no escape.
By breaking through the wall of the adjoining

houses the iexicans forced Crabh and his men into
the coiner buildings, whicl , they repeatedly set on
fire, but which the Americans as often extinguished.
At last a Pap ago Indian shot into the roof of tllhe
maiu building occupied by the unhappy filibusters, a
lighted arrow. The flames caught the roof and in a
few Ioments the fire was caught dropping in great
flaics upon the heads of the doomed men within.
Worn out with constant flghtiog, exhausted with
aunxiety, famished by probably days of starvation and
thirst, and without amnunition, Henry A. Crabb and
ill'y-right ien marched out of the burning house,
with a white flag before them, laid down their arms
and surrendered. it is supposed uncunditionally.
This wao in the night or towards monruing. They
were immediately tied, their hands behind them,
taI ken to a corral near the Alcalde'soltce, where they
were kept until morning, when they were taken out
in squads of 1 and t0 ach aid shot. In the first exe.
cutions it rwas found that the calmness of the Ameri.
callns discomposed the executioners and they shot tos
I high or too low, in many cases only wounding their
victims. The hacks of the fated men were then turned
to the troops, and they succeeded in aiming with bet
ter elffct.

McC on, (may e rest in peace,) owing to his great
statore, was saved tbis torture, a ball struck hint fall
in the breast at the first fire, and he fell dead. Crabb
alone was reserved for a solitary death. He was
taken to the Alcalde's office, questioned, allowed to
write a letter to his wife, and to have an interview
with a 1tr. Evans, a prisoner in the hands of the Mex-
icans, who had been in confilement some weeks on
suspicion. The hour for hisexecaution having arrived,
he was led out, his halnd stretched above his head
and tied to a post in front of the building he had oc-eupied, his faee to the post, and his back to his ex-
ecutiloers. At the command " ilre," at least a hun-
dred balls were fired into his body, and all that was
mortal of Hlenry A. Crabb hung dead, swinging by
his tied hands. A Mexican steppied forward, and
with a large knife, severed his head from the body--
tie warsm blood spirting half way across thie street.
The head was placed on a table in front, or in the
olthee of the Juez, exposed to the jeers of the popu-
lace. It was then placed in a jar of mescal for pres-
ervatiion. Is there not something peculiarly terrible
ill such a fate for a man who has once controlled
ialnlost the destiny of a great State like California ?

Two of the Aiusas (brothers-in-law of Crlbb) aresaid to l)e killed, and also Rasey Bivel. tMy inform-
ant,an int'lligent man and eye-witness of these hor-
rors, says Crabb died 'asa gentleman should, as calmly
anal qaietly as if he were gosing to i pleasant home.

l'iur menl, sick, hid been left at Sonora by Crabb.
They occ'upied the hoie se wned by E. E. Dunbar,

E-y., on thie American side of the line. On the 18th
,f Aprll, at night, a party of twenty-five Mexicans

lllle s.p from San Juln, went to llunlars house,
tlek lth'e lpoor sick imen ot of bed, tied thbel, aild
at dawn of day carried thl't to the foot of the hill,
shot theml like dogs, an American soil, and left tllhei
t rot. A party ofiu Papago indians, more merciful,
thuried thel, and four sorlitary mounds now appeal,
,one witinesci of a beastly crime, to the Amlericanl
Ivlrlinnlenit for revenge. Will such an appeal go un-
heard ?

Mr. ilonbar just escaped massacre, Ibving left So-
nita;l O1 the aflternoon previoulls. The Mexicans were
liuirus at his escape, although hlie haid nothing to do
with the party exceptt to oilfer shelter, on American
soil, to fotir si(.k mnen, in his iowsit house.

A party of abiout thirty leclstits, under Capt.
(ruat Ovrrey, stotied from 'Tueso to juiu Crabb atI avo.rea,. lihen within fifteen miles of the latter
place they were attacked l y about two hundred Mexi-
cas. C'apt. Orrey retreiated, fighting, and regained
thie Amertlain lite with a-icis of only iour killed. The
Mexiaunll Io was abuiit flrty. C1.apt. Orrey derervca
gleat crelot for li -skill. At every watering dlace
the Mtexic.iia attemllted to check him san subdue
him by thirel, but lie routed them on every occasion.
The last eigllt miles was a continued ruannig fight,
aind ile fitlh mian l ost was killed jtst at the line.
AItihe' pariy of til samesile strength, which left Tubac,
hali. not et et been heatrd of.

The illuence of this aisTir upon Americans is very
lhad. Our pltetige is entirely destroyed : the Mexi-

scan r :re liid in their boants; our dreaded invinei-
hihty is guoe, and nothing but a great victory will re-
stae it. :ven the Indians row say we are of no ace
cc.it, and they wvl[ kill suall parties when they meet
teml. Illcetilre. Amlericans have had much greater
security than any other people.

From China.

The San Francisco papers have patticulars of oc-
corrences at Hong-Kong up to the 27th of March.
The account of H. M. S. Hornet's encounter with a
fleet of armed junks is given. The sir took plas
in St. John's Bay, about one hundred miles .autheast
of the city. Capt. Forsyth pulled in with all hk boate,
well armed and manned, having landed a party of
marines to cut off the fugitives, and came snddenly
upon 17 large war junks. Thebattle is thus related :

The boats opened fire at once, to which the junk
replied for a short time with much vigor, but, finding
the boats' crewsdetermined to board them,theyccom-
menceed jumping overboard, a good many being
wounded by the musketry from the marines, who
kept up a continuous fire on the crowded decks. In
less than an hour, all the junks were in posesseon of
the boats' crews of the Hornet. A party landed, and
with the marines chased the pirates up the hills A.
Portuguese sailor,a Manilaman, and a Chinaman asr-
rendered, and said they had been pressed into the
service of the pirates.

Tne junks were armed with seventy-six guns of
different sizes, and were manned by three hundred
pirates.

Capt. Forsyth left Lieut. Brock with some men in
charge of the junks during the night, and on the fol-
lowing day destroyed them, first throwing the gons
overboard. The Auckland arrived too late to render
any assistance. The Hornet visited some other bays
and inlets amongst the neighboring islands, but saw
no more piratical junks.

A collision had occurred between the Chinese and
Russians on the most remote frontier of China and
Siberia. The difficulty arose in consequence of the
Chinese persisting in crossing the frontier to dig
gold, but nothing serious was apprehended.

From Peru.

Dates from Lima are to May 11th.
The revolution may be considered as concluded ;

Vivanco is at Areqoipa with a small force, but with-
out means; it is thought that he will make no further
demonstration against the Government.

On the 19th inst. the Peruvian fleet at the Chin-
chas surrenderad to the Government.

The Loo. Huaras, Isehuca and Guise were at an-
chor at Callao ; the Apurimac was to be surrendered
within eightdays.

THE CoHINCHA ISLANDS PLACED UNDER THE PaBoSC-

TION OF ENGLAND AND FRANE.r-A Lima coreespond-
enut, under date of May 12th, gives as the following
piece of important information:

The convention here closed their secret session
last night on the question of English and French pro-
tectorate of the Chincha Islands. They vote this day,
and may have done so at this moment, as it is ex-
pected, favorably. If so, the advice may be in time
to send to Europe and the United States by this
mail.

H. B. M. Ship Satellite, Capt. Provost, had sailed
for Vancouver's Island. Capt. Provost has been ap-
pointed Chief Commissioner by the Queen to settle,
in conjunction with the United States Commissioners,
the Oregon Boundary question.

Later fronm Texas.

By the steamship Opelousas, arrived yesterday at
Berwick's Bay, we have Galveston papers to Thurs-
day.

The Herald says that notwithstanding the munifl-
cent appropriations by the State of Texas to the
Southern Pacito Railroad, that work is progressing
' more slowly than surely."

The Civilian, of Wednesday last, says:
We notice the steamers on the Berwick or inlandroute to New Orleans will hereafter leave here for

Berwick's at 1 o'clock P. M., Thursday's and Sun-
day's, thereby landing passengers at a seasonablehour in New Orleans.

Dr. Royall writes that the late rains in the upper
eountry have improved the prospect of the crops.The wheat crop of Williamsoo county, from the cal-
culations of a well informed gentleman, amount to
about 18,000 acres, which, if only yielding eight or
ten bushels per acre, will produce ample bread for all
that region. In Burleson county the prospect is still
better; corn is waist high, and generally looks well ;
the wheat crop is abundant, and estimated at about
fifteen bushels per acre. The crops east and lower
down are represented as still better. The grass in all
the region reterred to is fine. The sandy lands have
withstood the drought better than those which are
lhick and black, and at last accounts promised to pro-

duce better crops.
The Civilian of Monday says:
The party who went over in the steamer Dr. Smith

on Siunday morning, returned yesterday afternoon.
They were landed from East Bay, six miles above
the Light-house, and traveled up the beach some 18
miles beyond the Point, finding that five dead bodies
had been baried on Friday. For the distance of eight
miles from the Light house, there is no sign of the
wreck k; but thence along the beach, towards Sabine,
the fragments increase. The party, of whom the
oriter was one, saw one of the charred masts, an ox
with part of his Ihad burnt o;, broken chairs, etc.
