hiole dqpendeth not upon its capacity, but upon the
elasticity of body and geniality of feeling of the trav-
elers. An omnibus, thou should'st know, is never full,
so long as those inside be accommddating : the Phil-
lstine'on top knbweth this, and hence his readiness to
stop fort bch particular human who standeth on a
corner with an inquiring countenance.

4. Above all things, neverdd thou exclaim, " Pro.
ceed, driver, thou art fail." Oftentime it happeneth
that the driver is verging upon collapse from hunger,
and his misconstruction of thy speech may watmd his
feelings sorely, Besides, should he not misconstrne
khy speoeh, his simplicity of mind may prevent him
from understanding why his being full should be any
reason for his not taking all the time allowed by those
other -Philistines, the starters.

I. Remember, in an omnibus thou belongest not to
thyself: thy hands are public property. Be thou
ever ready to help in old -people, invalids, children,
and married ladies with bundles; to hold the door,
pull the strap, hand up the ticket, let down or put up
the window or the curtain, and make thyself gener-
ally useful ; but beware thou of being officions: If a
lady be young, fair to look upon, and Unencumbered
with baby or bundle, she needeth not thy assistance,
and thy seizing her hand when she desireth it not, is
apt to lessen thee in her good opinion, besides sub-
jecting thee to the criticism of thy fellows who had
not thy opportunity.

6. In one particular thou mayest be of service to
all ladies; and this is, in pulling the strap for them
and conducting their negotiations with the Philistine
overhead.

Then thou mayest sit spread
out, or sideways, or lean in a corner cross-legged, re-

8. Be not insane in thy tuggings at the strap if the
omnibus stand not stock still at the instant of thy
frst tug. The strap bath no connection with the
mules; nor is it necessary to raise the fore-quarters of
those animals from the earth in order to effect a stop-
page, as it verily seemeth some people believe from
their desperation and pertinacity in pulling. The
strap passeth around the leg and foot of the Philis-
tine, and when unduly pulled it angereth the Philis-
tine and prompteth him not to stop until he can land
thee safely in the next hole of dust or puddle of mud.

9. Never take thy friend King into an omnibus
with thee. Though he be immensely popular with
gentlemen everywhere, he is universally detested by
the ladies, and Is therefore not to be tolerated in an
omnibus-thy servant meaneth Smo-king. To the
other members of the king family there is no objec-
tion-indeed Jo-king is desirable company, provided
he be well behaved. And be careful that thou en-
ter not an omnibus too soon after thy familiarity with
Driu-king; for should thou do so, thou mayest offend
thy fellow travelers and find among them a Klc-king
or a Lick-ing.

10. If thou sit at the back end of the omnibus,
and there be a vagrom boy on the tailboard-mind
thine eye. The Philistines of the top have an insane
habit of punishing the stern passengers by cracking
their whips in their eyes,as indemnity for the surrep-
titioas luxury enjoyed by the boys. Therefore, it thou
sit at the back end and a boy jump on behind,either
knock him offor change thy seat.

11. If thou be in an omnibus, and discover a friend
opposite or near thee, discuss thy business and family
affairs with him in a loud voice; and if thou deal
scandal, cloak thy discourse in such sort as to tan-
talize the curiosity of the other travelers. They will
listen to thee, and admire thee for thy great impor-
tance and thy extensive knowledge of the general
affairs of life. Therefore, if thou meet a friend in the
omnibus, talk with him in a loud voice, that all may
hear.

12. If a lady enter the omnibus with skirts of ex-
seeding great amplitude, and spreadeth herself out
extensively, do not let her see thee smile or smirk at
any friend thou mayest have in the omnibus. She
will know that thou art thinking of ha ps, and set
thee down for no gentleman; and she will be right.

e ml SRATE OF THl UNITED STATIB.

Adjoinipg t4e seaofGov.(Orttenden is that of the
itn. Ltdhn Thtmbsll of Ilitnols. Judge Trumbull
Ssohisseta the f ,te ahe on the lntof Decembdr,

1855-under protest omm theDemooratic members of
the Legislature which elected him. The Constitution
of Illinois contained a provision that no one should
'be elected to a Feteral office while holding an office
under the State government, or for twelve months
thereafter. Judge Trrumbull had been elected to the
Senate during the term for which he had been elected

Judge-but he had resigned his Judgeship just
eighteen months before he was chosen to the Senate.
His opponents contended that as his tesm as Judge

had not expired (even though he had resigned the
Judgeship) he was. under the Constitution of Illinois,
ineligible to the Senate.

When the question came up for decision in the Sen-
ate, Judge Trumbull rested his case upon the ground

that by the word "term" in the Constitution of Illi-
nois, was understood term of service-and not the con-
stitutional term of eight years-while his opponents
took the opposite ground. While they were discus-
sing this point, Mr. Crittenden made a speech in
which he laid down the bold proposition that a State
Constitution has no right whatever to prescribe the
qualitcatioisof a Senator. Those qualifcations, he
said, were particularly defined in the Federal Consti-
tntion-it was especially a Federa l oice-and no State
had a right to add to or subtract from the qualitfia-
tions prescribed by the Constitution of the United
States. If a Senator lfilled the conditions and quall-
fications required by that instrument, he was eligible,
and the Senate could not go behind that to examine
into the particular provisions of the constitutions of
the States. This view of the question seemed to
take the Senate by surprise, and withal to be reason-
able. Others concurred in the opinion, and Judge
Trumbull was confirmed in his seat by a large major.
ity. It may now be considered a res adjudicate, that
the qualifications required by the Constitution of the
United States are all that are required to the eligibil
ity of a Senator.

nudge Trumbull commenced public life as a lemo-
crat, and as one of the body-guard of Judge Douglas.
On the repeal of the Missouri Compromise, he whip.
ped over to the Black Republicans, and became a
Candidate for Gongres in the District in which he
reeides. He was elected by a decisive majority, but
before Congress met he was elected by the Legisla-
ture to the Senate. He therefore came to Washington
with two commissions in his pocket-one as Senator
and one as Representative. He qualified in both
Houses, but took his seat in the Senate. He no
doubt intended, if defeated in the Senate, to take his
seat in the House. Previous to the decision of his
case by the Senate, his name was regularly called in
each House whenever the ayes and noes were ordered.

In politics he is moderately Black Republican. He
opposes the extension of slavery, but, in most things
else, he is radically Democratic. Nor is he, by any
means, a man of ordinary ability. Judge Douglas,
who considers Trumbull'a presence in the Senate a
thorn in his side, attacked him one day last summer,
when Trumbull not only defended himself with mas-
terly ability,but charged home upon the "little giant,"
and held him a closely-contested discussion for two
or three hours. It was during this debate that Trum-
bull sought to bring out Douglas as to whether he
favored or opposed squatter sovereignty in the terri-
tories. The giant evaded a reply for a long time, but,
being pressed, finally got out of it by saying it was a
judicial question, and heyould not forestall or influ-
ence the decision of the BSpreme Court by pronounc-
ing an opinion on it in advance! There is no doubt,
in my own mind, that Douglas does recognize this
doctrine, but, fearful of its effects upon his popularity
in the South, was afraid to avow it.

Judge Trumbull is one of the boldest of the Black
Rlepublican Senators, and does not hesitate to break
a lance with the ablest of the opposition. A few days
before the adjournment of the last session, Toucey o
Connecticut, (now Secretary of the Navy) happenei
to say in debate that the Black Republican was mt
"unconstitutional" party. Trumbull walked intl
him and scored him without mercy. Toucey had t
explain and qualify his remark before Trumbull wool
let him of.

He is yet, comparatively, a young man-and no
longer the shadow but the rival of Judge Douglas-
will make his mark in the future of politics. Illinois
is essentially a Black Republican State-and unless
Douglas join that party, (as I believe he will) Trum-
bull will be the representative man of the State.

The next seat, and the last oneon the outsiderow-
now made vacant by the relentless hand of death-
was that occupied during the first session of the last
Congress by the Hon. John M. Clayton of Delaware.
Mr. Clayton's attendance during the latter part of the
session was so unfrequent on account of bad health,
that no surprise was felt when it was announced that
he was seized with a mortal illness.

Mr. Clayton was a prominent politician for so many
years that the whole country is familiar with his his-
tory. He entered the Senate many years ago, and
served as long in that body, perhaps, as any one ever
did.

In 1849 he went into General Taylor's Cabinet as
Secretaryof State. It was during his service in this
position, April 19, 1850, that he negotiated the cele-
crated treaty which is even now such a bone of con-
tention between Great Britain and the United States,
called the Clayton-Bulwer treaty. At the death of
Gen. Taylor, Mr. Clayton retired to private life with
no intention of entering the public service again;
but, soon after the meeting of the next session of
Congress, an animated debate sprang up in the Sen-
ate relative to the construction of the treaty. Many
Senators-- Cass, Douglas, and others--contended
that Sir Henry Bulwer had over-reached Mr. Clayton
and got the advantage of him in the terms of the
treaty, and that he had signed away the equal rights
of the United States in the Central American Isth-
muns. Mr. Clayton, in his home in Delaware, heard
the din of strife, and, a vacancy occurring just at
that time in the representation of Delaware in the
Senate, he was elected to fill it, though the Legisla-
ture was Democratic. Resuming his seat, he defend-
ed the treaty with consummate ability, and before he
died, he had the satisfaction of knowing that Cass,
Mason, and all the other complainants, fully concurred
with him in the conestruotion of it.

In the Senate, Mr. Clayton rarely participated in
any debate except in connection with this treaty or
some collateral subject. Ile made one or two Upeeches
when the Naval Retiring Board question was brought
up, and be made a short speech in favor of a bill he
proposed for the pacification of Kansas. But his
whole thoughts seem to have been taken up with the
treaty. He would sit up until late in the morning
reading various writers on international law, and thus
break down the strength he so much needed.

In person he was remarkably large and heavy.
His white hair, standing erect on his head, gave him
a commanding appearance, and he was always scru-
pulously courteous to his fellow-Senators. Once only
he had a passage-at-arms with Bell, of Tennessee;
but they had been old friends and comrades so long
that the difficulty was easily adjusted.

His affection for his little State was intense. The
slightest breath of censure against Delaware or any

of her citizens brought him to his feet in an instant.
Honored by her in life, she honors his memory, in
death. It will be a long time, if ever, before Dela-

ware has another Clayton ESSEx.
