,ent upon the Southern States for flve-sixths of its
eotton oeotig, in one shape or other. Therefore we
have the world on the hip, no matter it we choose to
become manufacturers as well as producers of the
raw material. But, would not the world have plenty
of probdute to exchange for our manufactured cot-
tons as it now has for oar raw cottons-products that

e cannot raise, and which are iqdispensable to no ?
Undoubtedly. There are teas and coffees, silks and
pathis, wool and woolens, wines and liquors, watches
and Jewelry, plate and china, drugs sand chemicals,
and ten thoasandother articles of prime necessity and
luxury, for which we would gladly exchange our
Wrought cotton goods. No protracted difficulty in
the way of exchanges would ensue, although the
manufacturres of the North and of England would
unquestionably be rained.

We can appreciate the Union's anxiety for its free-
soll friends on both sides of the Atlantio, but at the
same time deny its premises and disprove its conclu-
sions. Neither will bear the touchstone of truth nor
the scrutiny of investigation.
