Tallk n '•hange.

The chief topic of remark yesterday was the condi-
tion of the money market--lts position is given in
another column. The arrivals of Western produce yes-
trday-were large for the season of the year. It has,
however, come to a good market, where good paying
prices, quick sales, and prompt returns are realized.
There was considerable stir on the streets yesterday,
muob more than usnanal at this season of the year.
Though some of our citizens have gone to France and
Italy to see the sights; others to England to look
after cotton bills and shipments; many to Northern
Ctikesjust for the sake of saying that they have been
to', Gotlam and Northern watering places-paying
out their money for second and third rate returns, and
then be laughed at-there is a goodly throng to be
met with daily in our thoroughfares, and a good deal
of business has to be done before the season closes.
In fact, with the facilities and a good boatable condi-
tion of the Mississippi river, we do not expect any
real close of business this season, unless sickness
should occur, of which there is none at present, not-
withstanding some chirographists have been endea•-
oring to create an impression amongst country friends
that there were cases of yellow fever in the city; as
such was not the case, and is not a fact, their inuen-
does fell harmless. We shall hear of fever in New
York just as soon, or perhaps before there is any in
our city.

The receipts of cotton are nominal. That "rush"
has not yet appeared, nor any part of it. Those New
Yprk brokers who wrote to Liverpool last weeek that
planters were so engaged in keeping the grass from
choking up the growing cotton, that they had' not
time to take their force off to send the balance of the
old crop to market, are requested to try again. If
Stuart & Co. can delude or mislead Liverpool deal-
ers and Manchester spinners with such trash, then
the English are much more verdant than we have
heretofore taken them to be. Are these men satis-
fied about the crop of last season; if they are, we re-
commend them to take a siesta after the wonderful
efforts to create the belief that 3,100,000 and 3,200,000
bales was to be the minimum.

The next steamer from Liverpool will be the Persia
or Africa, of the 13th. If the former, we ought to
have her advices to-morrow.

Dermwrroox.-The agents of the Lake Shore boats

or Mobile line, and the coast packet Creole partieu-
larly, give notice to passengers and shippers that
they send their freight, extra baggage, horses, etc.,
in the train of cars one hour previous to the time of
starting from Port Pontchartrain. When it is con-
sidered that the request can be readily granted, we are
somewhat astonished that the boats are often detain-
ed from half an hour to an hour and a half beyond
the time necessary, simply through the neglect of
shippers or senders to attend to this request. We
were witnes to this last week. One of the boats was
detained one hour longer than necessary, merely
from some half dozen passengers having a large quan
tity of luggage and freight, which could have been
as easily sent in the train previous as at the time it
was. Whether it is not requiring too much for
seventy-five or one bhundred passengers to be detained
by the neglect of a half dozen, is a question we do
not pretend to answer. But the delay at the various
places of delivery of the freights and luggage in dis-
charging is as much as could be reasonably asked of
passengers in general to submit to, without the hour
or more detention previous to departure. It will be
a convenience to travelers if these matters are more
fully considered.

R•ePORYED RHomID n•BY A SON OF HENRY CILAY.
The Cincinnati Commercial of the 13th publishes a
rumor that a quarrel occurred on the previous Thours-
day at Lexington, Ky., between John Clay, Esq., a
son of the departed statesman, and a horse-trainer
named Edgar. The Commercial says :

High wordp passed between the parties, and led
finally to a personal encounter, when Clay drew a re-
volver and fired twice at Edgar. One ball entered
his mouth and passed out behind the ear. Another
ball lodged in the back. Edgar is reported mortally
wounded, and is perhaps dead before this time.

Clay immediately left Lexington, and has not been
heard from since. The parties have not been on ami-
cable terms for some time. John, we believe, is the
youngest surviving son of Heary Clay.
Of his elder brothers, ono--II•hry Clay, Jr.-wao

killed at the battle of Buena Vista-and another,
James B. Clay, is now a Democratic candidate for
Congress.

The Lexington Observer and Reporter gives the
following account of the affair, but, it will be seen,
says nothing in regard to Mr. Clay'sa paternity:

On Thursday evening last, about 2 o'clock, Mr. Je-
rome Edgar was shot twice by Mr. John M. Clay, in
this oity. We learn that Edgar was sitting in the
merchant tailor's store-room of George A. Bowyer, on
Main street, in conversation with two persons who
were silting near him; Clay came in with his pistol in
his hand, and advanced to within eight or ten feet of
where they were sitting, raised his pistol and fired at
Edgar, the ballentering his mouth,cutting bin tongue
severely, and lodging in the hack of his neck. Edgar
immediately rose and ran out of the back door, but
while in tie act of doing so Clay drew another distol
and again fired, striking him In the back. Edgar
being in a stooping position at the time, the ball
from the second pistol ranged upward, and did not
enter the carvity of the body. Both have been ex-
tracted, and Edgar, we understand, is in a fair way of
recovery. What provocation existed to cause this ef-
fort on the part of Clay to kill Edgar, we are not ad-
vised, as the persons present concur in stating that
not a word was spoken by any one from the timo
Clay entered the room until he left It, after firing two
pistols.

Mr. Clay, anso soon as he had lird the pistols, and
Edgar retreated through tie book door, turned uanl
walked back to the PIhenix Hotel. A warrant was
shortly after issued for his arrest, but the officers
have not yet succeeded in finding him.
