A rOTHsa Tu•nBLEn TORNAno-A Town Destroy-
ed.-We have already recorded two destructive tor-
nados, or hurricanes, that occurred on the afternoon
of the 13th, one in western New York and another in
Indiana. At about the same hour of the 13th a most
awfil and destructive hurricane was experienced in
Central Illinois, entirely demolishing the town of
Pans, and severely wounding a great number of per-
sons, with, however, so far as heard from, the loss of
but one life, that of a child. The following incidents
wrill give some idea of the force of the wind :

A small dwelling was blown over the railroad. One
man attempted to keep his door from blowing open
.- the wind getting tebetlsr of him, took the or
off its hinges, and man with it, to a distance of 75
yards. Part of a wood shed was blown two miles

th.eest of Panal Mr. Edwards and his clerk were
blown a considerable distance into the prairie. The
iluright of the water tank was blown over the Beck-
with house, and heavy timbers to a distance of two
or three hundred yards. Three men were blown off
the platform in front of the passenger depot, to the
freight depot; a distanqce of three hundred yards. A
condctor was blown through a window. There is
not a house left standing in Pana but what is more
or less injured. The hurricane was secompanied with
large hal-estones and a. heavy rain.. At Oconee, a
few miles south of Pana, two houses were blown
down. At Bosenion, four miles west of Pana, four
houses were blown offtheir foundation and much in-
jured. More-than one-half thegrowing crops in that
vcinity are entirely ruined. The citizens of Pane,
who are able to attend the wounded and helpless, are
doing all they can to make them comfortable.

SSr~aISHa ExaurPTIONB vFROs Dutrr.-The following
communication from P. Anguara, United States Con-
sul at Barcelona, relating to the prolongation of the
exemptions previously accorded to all vessels arriv-
ing in Spain from foreign ports with flour, grain,
beans and other mealy substances, and counselling i
particular caution in such shipments, has been re- 1
elived by the State Department :

The Spanish Government having prolonged until
the 21st December next the exemptions previously
accorded to all vessels arriving in Spain from foreign
ports with flour, grain, beans and other mealy sub-
stances, I deem It proper to state that the exemption
from all duty accorded both to the cargo and to the
vessel that brings it, can only be enjoyed when the
whole cargo consists of these substances. And
whereas several instances have occurred of vessels
being made to pay full duties in consequence of their
having on board a few hundred staves or other trifles,
I consider myself bound to report this fact to your
excellency, with the hope that it may thus be made
known to all the shippers of such articles, and to
owners of vessels, so that, by complying with the
strict rules enforced in the matter, the American in-
terests may be more fully benefitted by the exemp-
tion than at present.

A WHALE SHIP STR•c• BY A WATER SrOT-r.
Capt. Tinker, of the whale ship Montezuma, at New
Bedford, reports as follows:

On the 30th of April last, in latitude 26 30 S., lon-
gitude 65 W., was struck soddenly by a water spout,
which carried away foremast one foot below the up-
per deck, fore topmast, fore top-gallant mast and
royal mast, with all attached, and the main top-gal-
lant mast. The sails and rigging were saved, but the
spurs were so badly broken as to be useless. The ship
was driven under so violently by the head that for a
few minutes it wassthought she would go down. A
jury-mnt was afterwards rigged in place of the
foremast, and the ship was enabled to sail home
without further detention. The clipper ship Blue
Jacket, of London, from West Indies for Calcutta,
which was in company at the time, under easy sail,
felt no effect from this singulalar phenomena.

BorLan Exri.orooN.-A dispatch of the 19th from
Paterson, N. J., says :

Thesteam-boiler connected with the establishment
of A.C. Van Ilarcum, carpenterand builder, exploded
at half-past eight o'clock, this morning, and entirely
demolished the building, and scattered the fragments
in every direction. Some of the frsgments were
thrown to the distance of a whole block from the
scene. Considerable damage was done to several build-
ings in the neighborhood, by the brick and timbers.
No lives were lost. although several persons were
injured, The cause of the explosion was purely ao-
cidental.
