Death of Han. nLen gdon Cheves-

We cannot mention, without emotion, the death of
this distinguished man, which occurred in Columbia
yesterday morning.

Mr. Cheves was a native of Abbeville District, and
born in the year 1776. In his early life he filld a
lrge place, not only in the history of our city,heotin
the histor of the country. In avery short time after
his entry into the practiceof lw, in'our city, he was
at the head of the bar, and was soon elected a mem-
ber of the Legislature, where he served with distiOc-
tion. In 1810 he was elected a member of Congress
from this district, in which capacity he serred during
five years. He was one'of that grand trio-Cheves,
Lowndes and Calhoun--who led the administration
of Mr. Madison into the decisive measures which
brought on the war of 1812. By his conduct in Con,
gress he established for himself a grand and noble
position, and on the retirement of Mr. Clay from the
speakership of the House, hewas elected to fill his

place. Subsequently, he was appointed a commis-
sioner to settle important questions arising out of the
treaty of Ghent. In 1849, when the United States
Bank had been established, and, by a wild spirit of
speculation, had been brought to the verge of hqnk-
ruptcy, he was appointed to its Presidency, with a
view of retrieving itse affairs.

It is in his conduct in this office that, probably,Mr.
Cheves deserves most to be honored. He found the
bank on the brink of insolvency; he regulated the
distribution of its funds ; he restored order to its
afairs, and redeemed to it the character which was
intended in its charter as the faithful and honest
regulator of the currency of the United States. But,
in doing so, he was obliged to put the dividends at a
low rote, and wholly to suppress the dabblings of the
speculators. The consequence was, that he was
hunted down by men who wished to make the bank
an instrument of personal gain, and this to an ex-
tent that induced him to resign the Presidency. His
successor, who was set up in order to satisfy. these
desires, after declaring large dividends, and giving
endless accommodations to political and commercial
applicants, ended in the most tremendous bankruptcy
that has occurred since the days of the South Sea
bubble.

After this time, Mr. Cheves seems to have taken ardisgust to public life, and has never held any office
under the State or the United States, although he bha
always taken an interest in all great public questions
that have arisen. Witness his elaborate essay, over
the signature of 

"
Say," published in this paper in

1837, on the great question then agitated, of the re-
vival of the United States Bank, which forms the
most complete and ronclusive discussion of the sub-
ject that has ever been published.

But one of the high features of Mr. Cheves'
character was his public disinterestedness. He never
sought office, and he never accepted it, save when he
thought he coiuld do the State some service. When
he was elected to fill the seat in the Senate, vacated
by the death of our great Calhoun, he only refused
because he was an old man, and unequal to the duties.

INTERESTING LaTTrS. -The Patent Office has re-
ceived letters of an interesting character, one from
Mons. Vilmorin, of Paris, and another from Mons. A.
Vattemore, of the same city. M. Vilmorin writes, in
relation to the cultivation of sugar in France:

The crystallization of sugar seems to be easily ef-
fected whenever the cane has become perfectly ripe;
and as the proportion of sugar is a constant indica-
tion of the maturity, it follows that one may always
be sure of obtaining good crystallization of such juice
the density of which has reached a specific goavity of
more than 1,075, while that presenting a weaker den-
sity will not be able to produce, by concentration, a
satisfactory result. I ascribe this to the fact that the
sugar is preceded in the juice by a gummoos substance
which seems to be slower in its transformation ; for
its proportion absolutely decreases in the same ratio
as that of the sugar increases. The uncrystallizable,
or glucose sugar, undergoes the same modifications,
that is, it is more abundant before the pefectmaturity
than afterward-but its action seems less injurious
when atcrystallization. The gummy substance checks
in two ways: for, while it constitutes an obstacle to
its manifestation, it afterwards renders it almost im-
practicable to purify the crystals obtained.

This difficulty, however, as I have said, presents it-
self only in the canes not perfectly ripe. As soon as
the juice attains the density of 1,080, and over, it
contains scarcely anything but crystallizable sugar,
the management of which presento no difficulty. The
lime employed, even when slightly in excess, is not
ao injurious, it seems to me, in practice as in theory;
it may be that a little unavoidable fermentation sets
free a sufficient quantity of carbonic acid to destroy
the uncrystallizable compound which it forms with
the sugar. The fact is that the best crystallizations
which I have obtained showed themselves in the
treatment where, I believe, I mixed too much lime.
I must confess that 1 have experimented until now
only on a small scale, and it always requires caution
in deriving conclusions from experiments performed
in the laboratory for practical applications. At all
events, however, it seems to me, from these experi-
ments, that the crystallization of the juice of the sor-
gho does not meet the difficulty wherever the plant
has come to maturity.

The following is an extract of a letter from M. Vat-
temere:

I am just now engaged exhibiting a collection of
seeds and grains prepared by the New York State
Agricultural Society fqr the Universal Agricultural
Pair announced for June; but, as this fair was ad-
journed, I obtained from the Horticultoral Society
permission to introduce our agricultural collection in
their exhibition. 1 took this opportunity to call pub-
lic attention to your most valuable reports. All are
astonisbed at the quantity and importance of the in.
formation contained in them, as well as the great lib-
erality with which they are distributed at home and
abroad. The agriculturists, above all, are most anx-
ions to obtain them.

It will be perceived by a perusal, that
the services rendered by the State, since the com-
mencement of Indian hostilities in 1955, are to be
sanctioned and adopted by the United States.

Gov. Brooome advertises for volunteers, having been
authorized by the Secretary of War to raise ten com-
panies of mounted volunteers, to be mustered into
the service of the tnited States, to operate against
the Seminoles.

Tim LAon OFFIOE CoNFLICT.-There would seem
to be very little ground for a misunderstanding of the
duties and powers of the Register of the Branch
Land Office located at Winnsborongh, and the nature
of the lauds he is authorized to dispose of; still less
grolund for the excitement, we understand,prevails in
regard to the titles to lands sold bythe State Register
in that district.

The office in Winnsborough was established by Act
No. 2i;, approved March 15,1855, for an explicit
and definuite purpose-to wit : "The sale of located
lands donated to the State by Congress,in the district
comprised in the' parishes of Catahoula, Franklin,
Caldvell, Ouachita, Jackson, Moorohouse, Tenses,
Madisou, Carroll and Wiin."

Act 2!)0, of 1855, establishing the Land Office at
the seat of Government, gives the Register thereof
power to dispose of all "' unocated" publi lands do-
unated by Coungres to the State, and there is ns act in
existeuce to invalidate his right to do so.
