greatness and ty of sout cannot be gnaged
by the usual a•id cents. He is a public
beselaetor in the truei and perhaps only sense of the
term. Foitiinaiely, too, we nted not lament, as.in
ordinary cases,tht we seldomlookupon hislike; we
nathW of many, even in this worldly, money-seeking

donamnaity, klho btild the superstructure of daily life
updn the basus we have described; and we would

illinagly hold up their names to an admiring public,
did we- ubt know that their inherent modesty would
hrgileveosly ofibnded by anything like a public ex-
hibition of their human virtues and saintly conduct.
'In these days improvement has"hot confined itself

to mere plOsical diaoveries and inventions. It has
irrought minral and mental changes which would as-
tonish the oldphilosophers of morality, who thought
a man rant ell enough if he worshipped and strictly
obeyed his Oreatorcomplied with the reasonable re-
qulremente-of the world and society, and made him-
self a tolerably good sort of a fellow generally.
People, nla the times that have gone, had an old fogy
$itbit of looking upon and treating any large-hearted
individulawhowithout solicitation and at his own
expeanle, humanely Interfered and endeavored to pre-
vent thelaibir fiim going wrong-as an interloper,
or• aperson attemlftingto effect operations with other
peopiles capital; and it is recorded that even cases
have occurred whereintbhese benevolentefforts.to make
n•na-prosperoeu and happy in spite of tshemelves,
latvesn tonly uleS repulhed, but ignominiously re-
polaed ,wi'towekinqi r the-tie of a boot. Sogreat
asanhete upon anlaoer•dltedagent of philanthropy,
h al etasmplet of the kli8 I er octhrred, must be at-
tributed entirely to the barbaroun and inhuminan man-

ers of fomertimes, and to the natpral propensity of
the ieneultivaited uman heart to repay, every benefit
with ingretitode."

'Nthing of the sort could take place in the.present
day, when nobody ever professes what he does not
mean-when modest merit Is so quickly and justly
appreciated, and he who is willing to forego his own
enjoymenta and interests for the sake of placing the
wordly oncerns of his neighbors in order, need not
have before his eyes the fear that his disinterested-
nees inay be misunderstood and his laudable designs
defeated, nor apprehend the possibility of a flying
trip through a window, nor unwilling and accelerated
locomotion down a flight of stairsn.

In former times, also, people had an unreasonably
eoceniric habit of plodding quietly along through the
world, without claiming to make the due share of
noise and receive the proper amount of attention to
whish every man is entitled, they appearing to think
that the more disturbance aperson created the greater
nuisance he became. Accordingly, when a man who
had served his country, and had been rewarded with
kicks nstead of coppers, thought proper to get an-
gry over the matter, set up a howl about his colossal
patriotism and services, pulled offhishat, stamped on
ljand then left the country, they immediately set him
down for a Jackass and dismissed him from their fur-
ther conideration.

Time,and the humanizing labors of the class to
whichwe refer, have, in a great measure, corrected
these false notions, and men have come to consider
tbh if one-of the universal benefactors makes up
his mind to arrange and manage the public and pri-
vate affairs of the commuhity and of individuals, it is
better to let him have his own way for awhile at
least, and if he afterwards loses his teniper and bursts
out into injurious language, to bear his reproaches in
nlence and all meekness.

TALK Oc 'CHANGE. - It was pretty active on the
streetse and at the steamboat landing for the season of
the year. After thirty-six hours of real pure summer
heat, a heavy shower of rain fell about 2 o'clock P.
I. yesterday, just in time to interrupt the usual bank
business of the day. We are receiving favorable ac-
counts of the sugar cane. With the present prospect
of 125,000 hhds., if fully realised, the money market
will soon feel its favorable effects. Cotton is doing
very well, as far as it has grown, but it must not be
overlooked that the month of backwardness checks
all hopes of anything more than an average yield.
The decrease at all the ports now reach 565,000 bales;
to this must be added from 40,000 to 50,000 bales de-
stroyed by fire and lost at sea, which will not reach
any market, excepting a small shbare, and that in a
damaged condition.

It will be perceived that prices are well maintained
in our market, which would not be the case were there
any prospecta of an abundant yield.

The next steamer fhom Liverpool will brobably be
the Angl-Saxon, of the let inst., and with the short
passage of the last Canadian boat, her advices may
be here this evening or to-morrow morning. The next
Conard steamer will be the America, of the 4th inst.,
due at Boston via Halifax.

MAYoa WooD SUCCMBs.--When the decision of
the Court of Appeals, affirming the constitutionality
of the police law, became known to the Mayor of
New York, he immediately issued ageneral order dis-
banding the "•Municipal Police." He directed the
captains to retain possession of the station-houses,
and reserves the question of the "day and night
watch" for further consideration.

NEEWSPAPER ALLIANCE. - The negotiations for
merging the two administration journals, the Rich-
mond Examiner in the Enquirer of that city, have
been concluded. Mr. Hughes, of the Examiner, is to
go into the Enquirer asa copartner and co-editor with
Mr. Ritchie,

Douglas Jerrold will be succeeded by his son, Blan-
chard Jerrold, as the editor of Lloyd's Weekly, a
paper which he had placed at the head of periodicals
of its class.

The KANsAs ELsorroN.-The vote in all the bor-
der counties of Kansas at the late election, for mem-
bers of the constitutional convention, reached 1598.
Itis said that the majority of the delegates elected
are pledged to put the constitution to a popular vote.
Most of the Missouri papers favor that plan. The
idea of the delegates is to draft a constitution silent
on slavery, and to submit to a separate vote a clause
establishing the institution.

NewELECTaIc LonHT.-In a letter to the editor of
the Paris Cosmos, Professor Tyndall says, "Mr. Fara-
day, I am happy to say, is quite well: he has made
known to me a new application of magneto-electricity
-the electricity generated by electroemagnetic ma-
chines. It consists in the production of electric light
which is truly splendid, and which can he immediately
employed for illuminating light-houses.

SHOOTewx AFvrAI.-In Norfolk, Va., a few days
ago, a lawyer named Cropper was twice shot with a
pistol and slightly wounded by a man named Bartholo-
mew, who alleged that his wife had been violated by
Cropper. The latter declared that he was not ac-
quainted with Mrs. B., and the friends of Mr. Bartholo-
mew think him insane.

GlENoaos.-There appears to be muny people in
Massachusetts who are willing to contribute.money to
other purposes than that of stealing slaves from their
owners. The editor of the Boston Courier has in his
hands over eleven hundred dollars, subscribed in be-
half of Mrs. Patten, the heroic woman who navigated
her husband's ship several t ,ousand miles while he
was lying helpless,.

other on the proposition to prent frands in the ree-
.aee. It ltrue,they are not l iwayd the best legesla-
tors who ndulge mosat in debate. The converse of

the proposition is more apt to be true. But, in a
small, select body like the National Senate, where
questions of the gravest moment are constantly dis-

geased, the members ought certainly to be "equal to

e occasion." Perhaps the Btate which the General
represents is so small that his modesty is somewhat
appalled at the idea of her making a stir in the Sen-
ate. But Tristam Burgess did not think so when he for-

merly started the House with his eloquence. Rhode
Island is so diminutive in size that her local necessi-
ties are easilyattended to, and her interest in national
affairs, it appears, is not sfficient to provoke her
Senators into the arena of general politics and affairs
of State.

When the Nebraska bill was before the Senate,
Gen. James voted for it. His colleague, Allen, though
a Demorat, voted against It. This vote of the Gen-
erals was sufficient to doom him. His term expired
on the 4th of March, and Simmons, a former Senator,
and a Black Republican, has been chosen in his place.

Next to him sits the ion. George W. Jones of Iowa
-of whom t may be said that it were well if he
would follow Gen. James' example, and preserve a
less loquacious tongue. But the cacoethes lquendi
is on him so strong that he cannot resist the inclina-
tion to have something to say on every subject,
whether he knows anything about it or not. Jones
is a young man, who came into the Senate by hang-
ing on to the skirts of our present M'nister to Spain,
the Hoa. Augustus Ciesar Hannibal Dodge. Be s an
amiable, well-disposed man, and his only weakness
consists in supposing that he has any pretensions to
the character of a statesman. When not engaged in
speaking he occupies his time entirely in writing. His
correspondence, judging from the pile of letters he
sendsto the post-office every day, must be more ex-
tensive than ever was that of Old Saomoan in the
play of the "Stranger." Bupposingthathewrites only
to his constituents, he must, at the lowest estimate,
favor each one with at least half a dozen letters a
year.

His most brilliant oratorial effort during the last
Congress was in support of a bill granting several
millions of acres of public lands to the State of Iowa
to aid in the construction of railroads. It is under-
stood thathe had the stimulus of private interest urg-
ing him, as well as regard for his constituents, and that
he was made immensely rich by the passage of the
bill. I do not home that this is true--but it is proba-
ble, to say the least. When the bill came up for con-
sideration be thought there would be no difficulty in
passing it. But Foote, of Vermont, made an on-
slaught upon it, and for twoor three days kept Jones
in a very lively and excited state of mind.

Foote was cool, but Jones was in a terrible excite-
ment. He got his bill through at last, but confessed
that he had not been able to sleep any, except with
the aid of morphine, during its pendency. It was in
this speech that he detailed a conversation he had on
one occasion with "Davy," as he called him, alluding
thereby to Gen. David R. Atchinson, formerly Sena-
tor from Missouri.

Unless he turn Black Republican-which is likely-
his career as a Senator will close with his present
term. Iowa is hopelessly Freesoil. Perhaps, having
become wealthy, he can afford to repose on the Sena-
torial laurels he he already won.

His right-hand neighbor is the Hon. Lafayette S.
Foster, of Connecticut. Mr. Foster took his seat in
the Senate on the 1st of December, 1855, and, being
a young member, had very little to say. What he
did say, however, was characterized by good taste
and well expressed. He is moderately Black Repub-
lican. His speech on the Sumner assault was the
most graceful and gentlemanly, and conceived and
expressed in the best taste, of that of any Senator on
that side of the House. Strictly attentive to his du-
ties, he may be considered a valuable member of the
Senate. He does not provoke resentment by ill-
natured remarks or ungenerous assaults, but is dis-
tinguished always by a high courtesy. Connecticut
being also hopelessly Black Republican, Mr. Foster
may be considered a life-member. And it is fortunate,
if we must have a Black Republican from that State,
that we have one who is personally entitled to the re-
spect of his fellow-members, however obnoxious he
may be in respect of his political sentiments.

A MonsE THA COMFORTABLE INCOw.e- John Ja-
cob Astor once observed that a man with $500,000
might begin to feel comfortable. The son of that
millionaire has now an income of $3000 a day, or
$1,095,000 a year; but is not comfortable by any
means, for he has the gout so bad, it is said, that he
has to diet himself on Graham bread.

WoEsN WARE.-This is the phrase used for desig-
nating one of the most interesting processes in the
improved manufacture of iron. It is simply the in-
terlacing of wrought-iron bars into fanciful shapes,
much as a lace machine weaves lace. The meshes
are formed in the same way, but not so delicate, yet
wonderfully delicate for the material. Masses of iron
wire, of all sizes, go in and out of powerful ma-
chinery; and going in straight and fair, emerge bent
and twisted, with their backs apparently bent beyond
redemption ; yet these bends or " crimps" are the
places for another wire, bent in the same way, to fit
into, and when once fitted into the curves, there is no
separation.

BITsrE BY A SNAKE.--A few days ago a man by
the name of Samuel Suider, living about five miles
from Frederick, Md., near the mountain, was seized
by one of his fingers by a copper snake, which held
on so firmly as to submit to death before its hold was
broken. Mr. Snider hastened to Frederick to colsult
his physician, who administered a quart of whisky,
without having the slightest effect other than effect-
ing a cure.

GnASSHOPPEa s KILLr:u.-The grasshoppers that
have threatened to destroy the crops in certain parts
of Minnesota, have been killed by the recent cold and
wet weather. It is said that bushels of dead grass-
hoppers, in masses, may be seen on the prairies.

MoRE VIOLENCE IN KxAsAs.--JamesLoyle,County
Recorder and Private Clerk of Leavenworth, was
killed by a Free State man named Haller, on the 29th
ult. The affray grew out of the election to fill vacan-
cies in the City Council of Leavenworth, Kansas.
Haller was arrested, and there were great apprehen-
sions of a riot taking place in consequence.

A FEuMALE ASTRONaoMos O HER TRAVELS.--Miss
Marie Mitchell, the female astronomer of Nantucket,
will sail for Europe on the 22d inst., and remain a
year or two abroad in the prosecution of her scien-
tific investigations.
