Affairs In France.
The Election of members of the new Corps Legins

latif came offi throughout Prance on Sunday and
Monday, the 21st and 22d June, and so far as intelli-
genre is concerned all passed off quietly. The split
in the Democratic olposition in Paris continued until
the end. The general result would not be ascertained
for several days, but there was little doubt the Gov-
ernment had swept the provinces. The returns from
Paris are conflicting. According to most accounts
the Government had elected seven and the opposition
three of their candidates-the latter being MM~. Car-
not, Goudchaux and Cavaignae. A dispatch to the
Times, however, says that Cavaignae did not receive
an absolute majority, and a new election would take
place in his district. The total vote of Paris was
about 110,000 for the Government, and 95i000 for the
opposition.

The question of the oath remained in suspense, but
it was considered certain that Cavaignac and Caroot
would reruse to take it, but would probably repeat
the protest they made in 1852.

The grain crops were in magnificent condition, and
it was believed that the grape disease had disap.
peured. A very large vintage was anticipated.

Accidents.

BoSTno, July .--There was a melancholy termina-
tion to the ettebration ot the Fourth o, tlJly in Bos-
ton, which otherwise woa fully equal in patriotic dis-
play to anythat has preredled it. The weather was
delightful, and aos coll, the city was throllged with
crowds from thecountry. As the display o'f ireworks
was progressing on the C6mmon, in thie evening the
mortar used for throwing shell rockets hurst, killing
George F. Tewkesbury, formerly Harbor Master, and
a highly respectable citizen: Aza L. Libby. cabinet
maker ; Patrick Cook, an employe of lovey A Co..
pyroteehaist, and a boy named John McMahon, Wise-
man, Marshall the tragedian, and John W. Robinson,
were badly injured, but not fatally. Thisoad disaster
termlnated the pyrotechnio display abruptly.

At Swampcott, Henry Scales and William Draper
were daugerolnly injured by tie bursting of a cannon,
and anmn was killed in Somerville from the same
cause. At the Eastern Depot, a man named Manning
was run over by the cars and killed.

The day was celebrated in Portland, New Redford
and Fall tRiver wmith unusenl apirit and to the entire
satisthction of' citizens and visitors. At Fall ltve i a
mammoth clam bake was partaken of by about two
thousands persons.

PROVIDENOR, R. I., July 5.-The Fourth was cele-
brated here with unusual display.

Ayoung English girl informed our reporter that
the name of the Master was Richard Arper ; that he
was a Hinglishman; that there was only one Hirish.

This youn
woman declared that she was bound for the land of
Utah; but not till she had gone to service and had
sent for hbar brothers and siecrs, so that they could all
start across the piaini together. Her idea of the
laius was rich. In describing them she spoke of tak.

ing shelter beneath trees loaded with foliage and rich
fruit; she anticipated the fine breeze waving the
blades of grass, the climate was enial and the bees
were plentiful, providing honey which would be used
instead of butter ; and bread of home manufacture,
made in the tents, baked in the wagons and eaten
with gladeness. Her pictre of pilgrimage was d.-
cidedly beautiful, but not exactly applicable to tho
plains which lie between Philadelphia and Brigham
Yoang.

Another young woman, thinking that our reporter
was a representative of the Home Missionary Society,
made a scriptural assault upon him, but he informed
her that he was not a preacher, upon which welcome
information she said, "because, if you was, I could
prove from the Bible that our religion (that of MIor-
monism) is of Divine origin." She immediately rat-
tled off an indefinite number of passages from the
Scriptures, and concluded by wishing that she was
over her journey and settled in Utah. A boy, of some
eighteen years of age, said that the passage had only
lasted five weeks, and he wished it had been twice
that time, stating as his reason, that he never bad
snuch a time among the lasses in all his life. As hesaidthis, he bestowed his arm upon the neck of a
well-shaped young Daish woman who seemed to re-
ceive the salute with the greatest sociability.

From all accounts, strict discipline on board the
ship would have been an object to many of the female
pissengers. We forbear publishing the result of
lengthened conversations which our reporter had with
some of these deluded creatures. One grand ele-
ment, however, is at work in this company, and, al-
though ignorance may for a while stifle the freedom
of conscience, yet that potent element In all great re-
formations, and in progress in general, the English
langouge, will fulfil its legitimate mission and open
the way for the advancement of truth among those
subject to the delusions of the age. But little intoelli-
gence can be attributed to the companoy, but they all
seem inclined to industry, and mostly come from ag-
ricultural districts"

During the passage there were six deaths-two
children, two women and two men. Yestoerday two
children died on board. There were also during the
passage two marriages and two births.

Curiosities of Electricity.

The peculiarities of that terrible but mysterious
agent, lightning, are made the subject of an interest.
ing paper in a recent number of the British Quarterly
Review. Two clouds are not necessary for the pro-
duction of lightning, which'is frequently discharged
from a solitary clump of vapor, when a connection
can be established with the earth. A French acade-
mician, named Mbarcolle, describes a case where a
mere cloudlet, abouta foot and a half in diameter,
killed a poor woman by dropping a thunder-bolt upon
her head. It has been shown by Faraday that the
electric fluid contained in a single flash might per-
haps be supplied by the decomposition of one grain
of water alone. M. Arsgo has divided the lightning
iuto three sorts. Th rst includes those where the
discharge appears like long luminous lines, bent into
angles and zig-zags, and varying in comolexion from
white to blue, purple or red. This kind'is known as
forked lightning, because it occasionally divides into
two branches. Carpentier relates a case where a
flash severed into three forks, each of which struck
on points several hundred feet apart. Still more
numerous forcations have been reported, for it is said
that during a tempest at Lundernau and St. Pol de
Leon, twenty-four churches were struck, though only
three distinct claps were heard. This was eight
churches apiece for three explosions.

The second class of lightning ditiers form the first
in the range of surface over which the flash is
diffused,and is designated as sheet lightning. Some-
times it simply gilds the edges of the cloud whence
it leaps; but at others it floods with a lurid radiance,
or else suffuses its surface with blushes of a rosy or
violet hue.

The third class of lightnings are remarkable for
their eccentricities, and have been made the subject
of considerable attention among meteorologists. many
of whom have denied their right to be treated as
legitinmate lightnlngs, they diffir so widely from the
ordinary sort of fashes. They exhibit themselves as
balls or globular lumps of fire-not momentary appa-
ritions, but meteors which take their own time and
travel at a remarkable rate. It is this incelerity
which gives them their doubtful character, as an
electrical bolt is supposed to be one of the leading
emblems of velocity. Among other anecdotes related
of this kind of lightning is the following incident,
which occurred to a tailor in the llue St. Jaques,
Val de Grace, about the year 1743. M. Babinet was
commissioned by the Academy of Sciences to investi-
gate the facts, and reported substantially as follows :

After a loud thunder clap, the tailor being fiaishing
his meal, saw the chimney-board fall down as if beset
by a slight gust of wind, and a globe of fire the size
of a child's head comeout quietly into the rooin, at a I
smil height above the floor; the tailor said it looked
like a good-sized kitten rolled up into a ball. and
moving without showingitspaws. It was bright and
shining, but he felt no sensation of heat. The globe
came near his feet, like a young cut that wants to
rub itself against its master's legs; but by moving
them aside gently he avoided the contact. It appears
to have played or several seconds about his feet, he
bending his body over it and examining it attentirel .
Alter trying some excursions in diflereot directolulis,
it rose vertically to the height of his head, sihich he
threw back to avoid touching his face. The globe
elongating a little, then steered towards a holie in the
chimney above the mantle-piece, which hole received
a stove-pipe in winter but was now pasted over with
paper. " The thunder," he said, "could notsee the
hole: but nevertheless the ball went straight to the
aperture, removing the paper without hurting it, and
made its way into the chimney. Shortly afterwards,
and when he supposed it had time to reach the top, it
made a dreadfulexplosion, which destroyed the up-
per part of the chimney and threw the fragments on
the roofs of smaller buildings, which they broke
through. The tailor's lodging was on the third story,
the lower .ones were not visited at all by the thunder-
bolt."

Lightning, when it meets with an obh-uctionn n its
course, frequently shatters the non-conducting object,
dispersing and bursting substances asunllder in ever
direction, as if they had been charged with gunpllow-
der. The stone pinnacle of a church in Cornwall
was struck by lightning, and one fragment weighing
300 pounds was hurled 60 yards to the southward,
another 400 yards to the north, and a third to the
south-west. In 13:17 the topgallant mast of her 3Ma-
jesty's shiI Rodney was literally cut into chips by a
flash of lightning, the sea beilg strewn wi th te
fragments as if the carpenters had been sweeping;
thlvirshavings overboard. Soimctimes, in striking a
tree or mast, the electric fllid will slice it into long
shreds or filaments, so that it will apllear like a huge
broom or a bundle of laths. Lightning ibolts will o:c-
casionally dlash through resisting objects Iy tearing
great openlings, as in a Cornish church, where aper-
tures were made in the solid wall if the Ibclfy 14
inches deep, and as if cut out by art. In other in-
stances small holes are drilled which are surprising
for their perfect circularity of form. Windowu panes
have been frequently pierced in this fashion, withont
atriecting the rest of the glass. In torming these ap-
ertures a burr or projection is left upon the edge,.

Juvenile electricians are in the hibit cf making
holes in ccard by passing disclharges thlluogh tl:em,
when a burr or Irojection will be observed on bthil
sides of the orifice. Sometimes a single disclarge
will produce two holes in a card. eich puncture
marked by a single burr, ono on the iupr •er d thel
other on the undersde of the card. In sole instances
the results are such as to suggest that a flash may he
sllit up into several fiery tilaments before it strikes
an object. In 1777 a weathercock of tinned copper
was hurled by a thunderbolt from the top of a church
in Cremono, atd, a iduilla liletion, lwasoi fauuil to be
pierced with eighlteen holes; in uaii of themi the buirr
was olsoiscuuas os one side, and in ninle it was
equaluy prominenlt on the other, while the slope of the
burr was identical in all.

Among the curiosities of lighttiig are what is
termed fulgorite-" or tubes, which the ligltning
constructs when it falls upon a silicious spot, b; fusing
the sand. They may be called casts of thuuderboldts.
In nome hillocks of sand in Cumberland, England,
these hollow tubes have been found from one lltietli
to two inclrhes i diameter, taperiug perhaps to a meere
point. Tue entire extent of the tube, nlay lie thirty
feer. hut they usually separate into nulmerous branches
and have the appearance of the skeleton of an in-
verted tree. They are lined with glass, as smooth
and perfect as if It had been made is a glass-house.
