Shese are the particulars
as we obtained them at the police office. The Corer er was pro-
ceeding with his investigation of the matter last night, but had
not rendered a verdict when we were lu at his offee.

Since writing the above, wehae reeived the Coroner's re-
port of the affair, which is somewhat different. The testimony,
in substanee, was, that Bowen previously had a difficulty with
two men, o wlhich he drew his pistol, but had it taken away
from him and deposited with the bar-keeper ; that after the dif-
ficulty wea quelled, and the pistol restored to Bowen, lie went
up to Callahan, who wae standing aloof peaceably, having had
no part in the affray, and aked him what he had to say in the
matter; that, not receiving an answer that suited him, he shot
Callahan : and that he wu afterwards battered over the head
by one of Cailahan's friends. A verdict was rendered in ac-
cordance with the testimony-that Callahan was killed by a
pi.tol-hot wound in the neck, inlilted by Bowen.

We un-
derstand from Col. Fuller that one season of high
water will completely close the present channel of
navigation unless means are provided by Congress to
have the raft removed as fast as formed.

The Doctor, however, after waiting a few minutes,
again went up to his room, opened the door, and
found him lying on his conch, with a book upon his
breast-dead ! It could not have been more than
twenty minutes from the time he was in the hotel of.
flee until he was so found bythe physician. Hie died,
probably, of disease of the heart ; not a muscl was
distorted, nor any article of apparel, or furniture in
the room, disturbed. He had pulled off his boots and
put on his slippers.
