Fron Havanm.

Our files of Havana papers are to Thursday last.
Nothing of importance had occurred on the Island.
The health of the city and harbor of Havana and of
the entire Island was never better at the present sea-
son of the year.

In the Prenea we find an article of some interest
under the caption of " The Island of Cuba within Si
Hours of the United States ndEureope." The Prebsa
states that Mr. Samuel A. Kennedy has arrived from
Charleston, bringing certificates of the privilege
granted by the Legislatures of Georgia and Florida
for the construction of a line of telegraph from Sa-
vannah to Cape Sable, the extreme southern point of
the Florida coast. Thence it is proposed to extend a
sob-marine cable to Key West. The employment of
two small steam propellers, making two trips a day,
would thus place Cuba in constant and uninterrupted
communication with the United States, and with
Europe, should the trans-Atlantic line go into opera.
tion.

Fifteen Days Later from California and
Oregon.

By the arrival yesterday morning of the Philadel-
phia's malst, we have our usual files of papers, with
dates from Central and South America, California,
Oregon and the Sandwich Islands. Our advises
from San Francisco are to the 20th ult. From the
Alia California of that date, we extract the following
intelligence :

The arrival of the Collector of this port, together
with many prominent politicians, on the Golden Gate,
which vehsel reached here on the 15th inst., has
tended to increase the political excitement, and bond.
reds of expectants of office under the new Adminis-
tration are zealously employed in securing offices
from the one. and nominations to office from the other.
All over the State the wire-workers are" laying pipe,"
i;r the Democratic State Coenvention, which con-
venes at the capital on the 14th pron. The feud be-
tween the Broderiek and Weller factions is growing
in intensity, and an interesting and exciting campaign
has already commenced. The Administration will
probably concentrate their forces on Col. Weller as
their Gubernatorial candidate, whilst the Broderiek
clique will bring forward either Judge McCorkle or
Joli Coonness, as his competitor for the nomination. -

It is said that Col. Washington, who assumes the
duties of the Collectorship in July, iutends to rigidly
entorce the Democratic doctrine of "rotation in
office," by dismissing the army of Custom-House
officials, all of whom are to make way for new
asrpirants. Although there are but two hundred
offices within his gift, upwards of a thousand anxious
applicants are thronging the streets, or " sitting at
the receipt of customs,' each in the confident belief
that lhe is to be insured a place at the.public crib.

Meanwhile the Republicans are not idle, as they
have already called a State Convention and made a-
rangements for presenting a full ticket for the suf-
frages of the people.

Mining matters, as usual, monopolize the attention
of the great majority of the inhabitants of the interior.
Quairtz mining enterprises are resulting more favor-
ably, and extensive arrangements are in progress for
carrying on this description of mining in nearly all of
the interior counties.

A convention of the quartz miners of the State con-
vened at Sacramento on the 18th. The result of its
delibermtious is anticipated with great interest as
having an important bearing on this department of
home industry.

Continued and successful exertions in wagon road
enterprises have occupied the attention of very many
of the people of the State. A stage coach, laden
with passengers, has made the trip from Oroville
through the Sierra Nevada to Honey Lake Valley,
the Western terminus of the National Wagon Road,
and has safely made the trip to and fro between Pta-
cerville and Carson Valley. Theenergy and liberality
displayed in those counties interested, will probably
ensure the construction of two or more good wagon
roads to intersect with the National Road in Utah.

The crops throughout the Slate promise to be more
plentiful and harvested in better order than was ao-
ticipated a few weeks ago. They will not fall much
below the average of former years, owing to the
greater quantity of soil sown and llanted.

Of the three indictments brought against Henry
Bates, late State Treasarer, only one has been tempo-
rarily disposed of, and on this the jury failed to agree.
The other two are still pending, but will come to trial
in July. The accused is, meantime, at.arge on hail.

Nes penitentiary buildings are immedilately to be
erected at Point San Quentin. The present accom-
modations are totally insufficient.

(Mreat activity prevails at Mare Island, and the Gov-
ernment is expending large sums of money in Savy
Yard improvements.

The United States Surveying party, to locate the
boundary line between Washington Territory and the
IEnglish Possessions, Ihas left this port lor Puget
Sound. on the Government steamer Active, where
they unite wvith the British party, whence they to-
getler proceed on their mission.

Costa Riea.
Advices from Son Jose are to the lwth nit. In the

Album Sneanal, of the 6th inst., we find an address
"To the World," signed by one hundred and seven-
teen of the persons who deserted from the Nicaraguan
service and entered Costa Rica. The address com-
mences in this fashion: "We, the undersigned,
kdown as deserters from the forces of Walker, after
having become convinced that his cause was an in-
famous one, and that the basest deception had been
practiced upon us in the United States to entrap us
into his service," etc., and calls pon heaven to bless
the Cost Rincas for the clemency and kindness ex-
tended to them during their stay in the country,
which, they say, will, through the bounty of Costa
Rica, be hort. The address concludes with the fol-
lowing piece of information:

There are now in the country around San Jose
more than sixty of our friends and comrades em-
ployed by the people and paid much higher wages
than they pay their own people. They are all con-
tented and in good condition, and if they were here
with us we know they would gladly endorse what we
say.
General Cunus remained in Nicaraguaas command-

er-in-chief of the Costa Rica forces, and was en-
deavoring to settle amicably the difficulties pending
between the two countries.

The government has been receiving reioforcemento
of arms and ammunitions, and expects soon to com-
mand te thousand effective men with Minie ritoes,

The deserters from Walker have found variocs em-
ployments ; upwards of a hundred of them are work-
ing on farms, and others acting ae porters and ser-
vants.

The maritime and commercial report of Punta
Arenas has been very favorable during the month of
May. Oue hundred and five thousand quintals of
cot•e have been exported, the price of which has
been about $11 50 per qouintal, several vessels being
obliged to leave, unable to purchase cargo, althougfi
there are still about eight thousand quintals in the
interior, which are already sold.

Newv Granada.
El Tiesapo, of the 2d ult., published in Bogota,

says :
The Secretary of Foreign Affairs being questioned

by Senor Murillo, in the Senate, immediately after the
arrival of the mails from the Uuited States, in Iefer-
ence to General Herran's communications, replied
that there was no hope of settling the Isthmus diffi-
colties without previously paying the four hundred
thousand dollars indemnity demanded by the United
States Governmenlt-that is to say, that Mr. Morse's
ultimatum is insisted upon. Nothing more is known
upos the subject.

A law had been brought forward by General Mos-
qouern, '"sauthorizing the Executive to settle the diffi-
culties relating to the Isthmus of Panama, to secure
pnublic tranquility and order, and to give guarantees
and security for the free transit of the Isthmus by the
Panama PRailroad in future," and it was rumored that
the act was passed. In that case, the affair may be
regarded as settled.

Authority has been given to the President to in-
crease the existing force on the Isthmus to one thou-
sand men.

A law has passed the House of Representatives
authorizing the State of Panama to levy certain con-
tributioos.

From South Anerrlea.

The steamship New Granada arrived at Panama
froms the South Pacific on the 21st, with $354,000 in
treasure.
