h othese great rights of individual action and of
deilslon rests the foundation of American in-
h , and if they are faithfully' secured to the
iof Knstam , the- political condition of. the coon-

will soon become sieet and satisfactory. Thu in-
totis s of Kansas should be establishlished by the

votes of the people of Kansas, uawed and unniter-
rupted by force or fraud. And foreign voters most
be excluded, come whence they may, and every at-
tempt to overawe or interrptithe free exercise of the
right of voting must bepr mptly repelled andl pun-
ished. Freedom and safety for the legal voters, and
exclusion andpunishment for the illegal ones-these
should he great principles of your administration.

The regular Legislature of the Territory having
authorized theassembling of a Convention to fra me a
Constitation, to be acepted or rejected by Congress,

nder the prouisiontl of the Federal Constittiion, the
people of Kansas have the right to be protected in
the peaceful election of delegates for such a purpose,
under such authority, and the Convention itself has a
right to similar protection in the opportunity for tran-
qail and undisturbed delihberatiou. When such a Con-
stitution shall be submitted toc the people of the Ter-
rilor, they most be protected int the exercise of their
right of voting for or against that instrument, and the
fair expression of the popolar will must not be ltter-
rupted by fraud or violence.

The President concurs it the hope expressed by
you, that the intervention of the military force will
not be necessary; but should this just expectation
he disappointed, lie refera you for the measures you
must adopt and for the necessary authority in that
emergency to the instrections heretofore given by
the President of the United States and by this Dc-
partmeot to your predecessors. Copies of these in-
otructions accompany this communication, and two
copies of the instructions heretofore issued by tihe
War Department, oand of those issued by the present

ecretary of War respecting the employment of the
troops of the United States upon your requisition.

You will ommunicatefreely with this Department
from timeto time, so that the President may be kept
informed as to the true state of things iu Kansas.

We have not room for extended comment upon
these instretions. It will be seen that Walkier is
fully sustained, and that it is folly for the South to
hope anything from the administration it pist in
power. "Resident iuhabitant'"-lthat is, feeosilers,
who may pour into the Territory for a purpose, and
declare themselves ' resident"'-are to be protected ;
the constitution of Kansas, about to be framed, is " to
be accepted or rejected by Congress, under the pro-
visions of the Federal Constitution," etc. Congress
has no right to reject any constitution, duly framed,
if it is republica, in its character-a fact Mr. Bu-
chanan seems to. have forgotten. And that

when

such constitution shall be sunbmitted to tle people of
the Territory, they must be protected,' etc., etc.; all
of which means that if a pro-slavery constitution
shahll be formed, the abolitionists shall be allowed
time to swarm across the borders and vote it dow,,

ed" in voting It down. That is the

plain English of it. There is no law requiring any
State constitution to be submitted to a vote of tise
people for ratification ; yet Mr. Buchanan and his pro-
consul Governor Walker, possessing not the smallest
particle of legal,or constitutionlounl,or moral Authority,
to say yea or nay in the premises, declare that the
constitution of Kansas must be submitted to a popu-
lar vote ratification whether the Convention wills it
or not !

We shall have something, perhaps much, to say on
this subject hereafter. In the meantime, let the
badly sold Southern people commune together.
