like an angel's presence, it,floated o'er the earth, and
then, as if flitting heavenward, it gently passed away

and night drewher thin, star-spangled cloak over the
face of sleeping nature.

The Nile scenery is little varied ; at some points
the Arhian Ilountains on the east, or the Lybyan
moutitaias on the west, approach near to and some
times overhang pteolpitously the course of the river,
and the'dta widens and contracts accordingly. The
banks here and'there are green, as an English park
to the riiver's edge, and being often dotted with groves
of wide spreading trees, many times remind me of
the pleasant plantations on the Bayou Teche, though
I looked tn~ain for the hospitable mansions beneath
the pleasant shade.
The days were for the most part pleasant, though

the change of the temperature between day and night
was very great; sometimes reaching nearly 40 deg.
andrarely less than 20 deg; and so we sailed plea-
santly on the way, with nothing to do but to read,
and littlediheoeitiqu to dothat. Sometimes I took
my gun and went ashore, walking for hours,and in the

course of my walks passing through strange places
and seeing many strange sights, but never meeting
with any attempt at violence or even incivility from
the people, though I was often two or three miles in-
land, adl several miles away from the boat, sometimes
alone and sometimes my servant with me.
Not very prudent that, I think I hear you say, but

dear friend, is not " all well that ends well," and here
am I safes and sound, and better for the exercise. So
pray do not scold me for it! Thus day followed day
until on the afternoon of the twentieth day, we
reached a point a little below Thebes. But I had for-
gotten; my first sight of Egyptian antiquities was
near a large town called Osivut. Back of it the
brimstone monutain rises high, and in its face are cut
numberless tombs, some of them very large. They
were once adorned with hieroglyphics and paintings,
but by the tooth of time, and yet more by the bands
of vandalvisitants, these have been almost entirely
destroyed. They re called bythe Arabs,Stabl Antar.
It wasa strange feeling as I stood for the first time in
the presente of the works of centuries of ages past ;
in the tombs of men who had lived and breathed and
toiled in the world's youth. Up the steep ascent I
which lay before me, the mortal remains of some of
the great ones of the earth had been borne, with all
the pomp and ceremony of glorious but heathen age,
and deposited in these vast sepulchers; but every tomb
has been rifled and where now are those remains ? So
great, so endless and so gloomy, is this vista of the
past, upon which the torch of history sheds no light,
that the mind strives in vain to comprehend it. It
is the Niagara of Time, and overleaps a finite com-

prehension.
When we reached Thebes we were fortunate enough

Sto have fine moonlight nights, and on the evening of

our arrival, in company of two of our party, I went
out and visited the ruins of the Temple of Old
Koornch. It is one of the oldest in Egypt, and very
I much broken and fallen; but never shall I forget the

tiight when beneath a full moon, shedding a radiance
almost as bright as day, I first stood in the deep

silence of Nature's rest, before a ruined Egyptian
temple. The melancholy of night seemed weighing
upon my spirit; I had no desire to speak, or to hear
a sound of human voice, and remained silent before
.t the ruined portico, where eight columns (all that
remain) stood like spectre guardians before the deso-
lated shrine ; I had scarce a wish to enter and see

1 more nearly the pile of ruin before me, where the
y portico, courts, areas, walls, and the sanctuary, some
Sstanding, some partly falling, and some piled heaps
e pon heaps-a scene of most determined destruction-
Sshowed indistinctly in the uncertain light falling
+h__jh tfun hmb nn roo.

Through the broken portico, the broken courts and
the desecrated sanctuary, the vision reached to the
dark barren hills, in whose sides, deep in their rock-
hewn tombs, sleep thousands of the ancient race that
raised the wondrous monuments of this strange land-
a fitting background for such a scene.

As I shall have to speak of other temples, I will
deascribe, as nearly as I can, the first one that I
visited, which is the most perfect in its parts of any
in Egypt, that of Dendern, and must again turn to
my journal.gRiding about a mile and a half from the river
through Aelds of wheat, barley, and a kind of beau
hearing a blossom like our sweet pea at home, we
approached a moundof sand, bricks, and broken pot-
tery, at the edge of the desert. A slhortdistance over
this brought us to a pylon or gateway covered with
sculptares in low relief of gods and goddesses; enter-
ing this long avenue between high walls, we ap.
proached the Temple. From a distance in the center
of the massive cornice, we saw the Egyptian symbol
of eternity, a globe with widely outspread wings.
The general effect, at first sight, I must confess disap-
pointed me; it was not so grand as I had expected.
Reaching the entrance, I found we had to descend a
long flightof steps before we stood upon the level of
the floor. And what a scene it was! I stood under
a portico supported by twenty-fourenormous columns,
and before me opened a vista, dim, gloomy, mysteri-
ous, of first a large area, the roof supported' by six
columns, then a court, followed by another, and final-
ly the inner sanctuary of Goddess Athor, to whom the
temple was dedicated, and which is of itself a minia-
ture temple with covered architecture and cornice and
columns at each corner, a paslsage several feet broad
passing entirely around it.

The columns, walls and ceilings throughout are
covered with hieroglyphics and sculptures, and the
four-fold face of the Goddess Athor looks dowtl from
tie capitals of columns, though sadly mutilated and
marred by the destructive propensities of man. The
adene was grand and even solemn. Ages looked
down on us from every side, the great works of a
past race were about us, the daylight was dimmed
beneath the grand portico ; in the prtetvence of all this
greatness I was awed, and like Bayard Tayler's
friend, 

" 
went ablout with a face as fixedly sad as

though I had lost a liliend."
Alterwards, 1 went through trlhe dark, mysterious

paesages-- ome leading through the wall to tihe ru~f,
others ending in its deep recesses, appierenctly leadlog
nuodite and without an object, and yet all carefully
sculptured.

The approach to Asonan, the first cataract, is very
ipretty; ths edge of hihltirtted land ?for eshme miles

before teaching It is very narrow, and the arid moun-
tain' risae near at band on either side. Gradually
the delta widens, moqt en the etatern side, where, in
the midst of a fine palm grove, is a palace-white, as
usnegl-howing in pretty contrast with the deep
green verdure that surrounds it. Before us a moon-
tain rises boldly up, its anummit crowned by an airy
little summer-house, and on its steep sides, towards
the river, the crumbling ruins of an old tower; at its
foot and stretching away southward, lies the green
Isle of Elephantine, its sides hemmed by the silver
stream.

Opposite the northern end of the island, the rocks
rise from the midst of the river, and worn by its
eddying current. presents many strange forms and
combinations. On the east side on a point jutting into
the river, are the scanty remains of the tower of
Syene, mentioned in the ptophesies of Ezekiel, 29th c.
antlkith vs., and 30th c. and 0th vs. Behind the tower
lies the modern town of Assouan, its wretchedness
and filth hiddenby a beautiful grove of palms. The
day after out affival,we visited the beautiful ruins on
the Island of Philac, called the jewel of the Nile. It
Was a ride of some miles on donkeys, the only means
of locomotion in Egypt; the track lying along the
edge of the desert, but occasionally approaching the
bank of the river, and passing too through several
villages, where we were met by the most persistent de-
mands for bucksheesh that we had yet encountered.
Every living creature, from the child just learning to
walk up to the old man with beard silvered by the
frost of Time, united in the cry. At length we
emerged from behind a rocky hill, a small verdant
isle encircled by the river, hedged onthe eastern side
by groves of palm trees, and crowned by long ranges
of columns, and a noble pylon arrested our delighted
gaze, and the sacred Island of Philac lay before us
In all my journeyings, I can recall but few scenes
which have so filled my ideas of the beautiful, as that
first view of Philac. In a boat of most primitive
construction, we crossed the river, and soon stood
amid the ruins of the Temple of Isis, which cover
the greater part of the island.

I have no power to describe its beauty and its pro-
portions. I do not know, I only knew that hours
passed while I wandered through or sat wondering
amidst the forest of columns, and in the lofty halls
where each column is dilibrent from the rest, and all
are beautiful, and was not conscious of the flight of
time or of fdtigue of mind or body, and only turned
away with reluctant step and longing gaze when the
fast sinking sun lighted 'vith horizontal rays the deep
dark chambers, and warned us to seek our floating
honte. Volumes upon volumes have been written
on Thebes, and yet her glories remain almost untold;
for me, the subjectbwas too great, andlwrote but lit-
tle about it, and that little, I fear, would not interest
you, but you know whatsoever you desire of me that
I will do, and should you wish it, write and I will
send it. Within the past few.days we have visited
the gent Pyramids of Ghizeh and Sakhura. I ascended
Cheops, the greatest, alone, not slowing one of the
guides to assist me, either in going up or coming
down, or in the steep passages in the interior-what
do, youthink of that? Shortly we shall set our faces
toward the Holy Land, probably by the Short Des-
ert, and you must not be surprised if a long interval
elapses ere you again get a letter. But now good-bye.

England.Government was catechised in the House of Lords

by Lord Ellenborough, and in the House of Commons
by D'Israeli, in regard to the mutiny in the Indian
army.

Lord Granville, in reply to the former, and Mr. J.
Smith, in reply to the latter, stated that the case
would be met with decisive measures, and that al-
though there was good reason for supposing that the
niutinser would speedily he put down by the force
on the spot, still it had been determined to send out
reinforcements to the extent of 14,000 men forthwith,
as a mere measure of security. It was.admitted that
the published accounts of the revolt were substan-
tially correct, and that the principal incentive was an
impression that there was to be an attempt at a gen-
eral conversion to the Christian religion.

The U. S. steam frigate Srsquehannah returned to
Cowes from the Thames on the 28th ult.

Queen Victoria, accompanied by the royal family,
paid a state visit to lthe Manchester Exhibition on the
0oth nit., and although a furious storm prevailed all
day, the enthusiasm of the thousands assembled was
very great.

France.
It was intimated that General Cavaignac would

rather not present himself a second time to the elec-
tors of Paris, and that propositions had been made to
distinguished members of the Paris Bar to take his
place, but that they were not accepted.

Several of the defeated opposition members threaten
to contest the regularity of the returns of their

e Daily News says that although Lord Clarendon
has no official information of the facts, yet it is, nev-
ertheless, quite true that the French Government has
entered into a contract with a Martseilles house for a
supply of 10,000 Africans for Guadaloupe and Marti-
nique. Turkey.

A dispatch from Berlin sayst t is affirmed there
that Prussia, Russia and Sardinia have given their
adhesion to the compromise on the question of the
Union of the Principalities, drawn up by Lord Claren-
don, which is, therefore, now opposed by France
alone.

India.
The India overland mail had arrived at London

with voluminous accounts confirmatory of the tele-
graphic asnouncement of the mutiny in the Indian
army. The details are somewhat less alarming than
the bare telegraphic accounts of the movement,which
would be confined to Delhi. Troops were marching
from every side against the mutineers in tie Pan-
jaub, and every precaution had been taken to tcample
out the first spark of treason.

Meeret and Delhi were placed under martial law,
, and the native Princes were sending contingents to
t the British forces and to Meerut. The native troops
1 had murdered every officer on whom they could lay

their hands at Delhi. It was supposed that Mr.
Frasier, the Commissioner, had fallen, with many
i men, women and children. 'The mutiny had not af-
footed the troops at other stations.

The Calcutta market had generally undergone but
t little change. Freights continue high.

At Bombay freights were lower, and still tending
a downwards.

The London Commercial Daily List had learned that
a report was current in well informed quarters, that
Government was in possession of news from India,
that tranuuilitv was restored.

China.
The dates from Canton river areto the Sth of May.

Several attempts have been made to blow up the ships
there, one of which was nearly successful.

No military operations could be undertaken before
October 1st, owing to the heat of the weather.
The Singapore correspondent of the London Times

says we have a little dispach here between the Eag.
land and American authorities.

On the 25th of February last the American ship
Cear de Leon, Capt. Tucker, bound to China, fell
in with the Dutch ship Henrietta Maria. Captain t
Tucker boarded her and found she was navigated t
by a Chinese crew only. Their story was that they
had risen against the l)utchmen and compelled the
Captain to run over to Cochin, China, were they
allowed him and his olficers to take to their boats,
and they were then trying to make their way to
China.

Captain Tucker took possession of the Henriette
Maria after considerable difficulty, and brought her to
Singapore. The authorities have sent men to Batavia,
to give notice of the circumstances. The Yankee
hoisted the American flag on board the HIenriette
Maria, and the Singapore authorities sent over an I
armed force and hauled it down.

A Dutch vessel of war now arrived and took away
the ship, and the Batavia authorities say that any
claim for salvage can be duly decided by the Courts
of Batavia. Captain Tucker then put the matter into
the hands of the Consul, and the American sloop-of-
war Portsmouth went ostensibly to see about it, but
really to take in the ratification of the American
treaty with Siam.

The dates from Fob Choo are to the 30th April, and
mention the near approach of the rebels, causing con-
siderable uneasiness among the merchants and
wealthy people, who were removing their property.
A stoppage of trade was anticipated and no opera-
tions in teas could be carried on for the next season.

At Hong Kong business was very quiet, and freights
unaltered.
