The above is a true statement of the serious and

general occurrences that marked the Presidential
election day of 1856 in the city of New Orleans. Its
verity never has been denied; and never will le de-

nied by any man possessing a reputation worth the
amallest effort to preserve. It was not denied by the

Courter when it first made its appearance, nor after-
wards. It was not denied by any Democratic press
in the Sfate, has not been denied by any Democratic
press, nor has its literal trothfulness been qouestioned
by any Democratic politician of character or stand-
ing. It could not be denied, for, in a few brief sen-
tencee, it grouped together all the leading events of
the occasion. Under such circumstances, nearly one

year after an ounquestioned and undenied explanation
and statement wasmade, it ill becomes the Courier to
come forward and repeat stale, thread-bare and ex-
ploded calmnies. It had better turn its attention to
other matters. It can make nothing valuable in any
sense by reiterating slanders upon the city of itsepb-
•cation.

Southern Yacht Club.

The annual regatta of the Southern Yacht Club,
announced to come off yesterday on the lake, drew
a large number of people down that way. The appe-
tite for the sport was high, but it was doomed to
disappointment, from the capriciousness of the ele-
mesntal gods-A•olus being absent, but Aquarius on
hand in his stead, apparently laboring under the im-
preaion a•hat the lake was not deep enough for the
occasion-an impression which kept him shaking his
watering pots in an over benevolent manner.
The diffbrent yachts entered for the race, with sails

The other yachts
instantly went to the rescue, and assisted in righting
her, which was accomplished in about twenty min-
utes, when it was discovered that one of her party
was drowned-not being missed till his dead body
was found under the sail. It was John Murray, a
boat-builder of Algiers, twenty-two years of age-a
promising young man, who learned his trade with
J. L. lMcLean, and was in the employ of John Maho-
ney.

They soon got into place, with the exception
of the Rapid, which, from her disaster, was not got
in proper condition till 4 o'clock. All then remained
waiting patiently for a breeze unti 5 o'clock, when,

there being no prospect of a five-knot breeze, as re
quired by the rules of the Club; they were recalled,
and the race given up for the day.

At a meeting of the Club, subsequently held, the
regatta was postponed till 02 o'clock today.

We contend that the above defnition of Squatter

Soverei g is the true Democratic definition-the
true De tic doctrine, as expounded by Presi-

dents Pierce and Buchanan, Gen. Casm, Stephen A.
Douglas, and other lights of the dominant party.

In the Kansas-Nebraska act aliens are permitted to

vote. This bill was made a test, and it was carried
by the Democratic party. The same question came up
at the last session of Congress, in the Minnesota bill.
The bill, as sent from the House, was first amended in

the Senate by striking out the clause allowing aliens

to vote. Two days after, on motion, the Senate re-

considered the vote. Senator Brown, from Mississippi,
opposed the reconsideration, and in the course of his

remarks said : " I protest most solemnly against this

proceeding, because it will make five hundred thou-

sand Knowo-Nothing votes in the Union, and all the

eloquence of the Senateacnnot prevent it. Whenever
the Senate is induced to reverseits judgment, on ac-
count of foreign influence, the last citadel of liberty
in America has given way. If I could address my
Democratic friends in an appeal that would reach
their hearts, I would appeal to them in that eloquent
voice to abstain from doing this act Do it, afdjsou
will shake the Democratic party to its very founda-
tion. Let itonce be understood thatforeign influence
ran invade the Ameriean Senate, and in forty-eight
hours reverse a judgment deliberately given, and the
confidenceof the American people will be shaken in
the firmness of that great party."

Senator Brown spoke in vain-he appealed in vain.
It was the policy of the Democratic party to secure the
alien vote. The immigration is to.the free States and
every alien is opposed, upon principle, to slave labor.
But the free States men have the political majority

and without the Fresoil vote, the Democratic majority
would be in a hopeless minority. "To the victors be-

long the spoils" is also a Democratic motto, and in
this country the majority are the only victors. To
secure the spoils, Democratic politicians must be with
the majority, and as the Freesoilers are in the ma-
jority, the politicians of the Democratic party are
naturally found on the side that wins.
The struggle in the Senate was between the Black

Republicans and the Democrats for the alien votes.
The Republicans advocated alien suffrage, and so did
the Democrats. On the question whether aliens
should be permitted to vote in the State organization
of the Teritory of Minnesota, the spectacle was wit-
nessed of Seward and Douglas, of Wade and Cass, of
Hale and Toucey, of Wilson and Toombs,working to-
gether to confer upon aliens the rights of American
citizens.
As was remarked by one of the American papers :

This achievement of foreign influence to allow every
person, whether an American or naturalized citizen,
or not, to vote in Minnesota, was accomplished by a
cordial co-operation of the Democratic Senators from
the free States and those calling themselves Repub-
licans. Though differing widely from each other on
other questions, Cass and Seward, Douglas and Wil-
son, Bigler and Hale, can, and do, harmoniously record
their votes together against Americanism, each ap-
parently striving to outdo the other in toadying to
foreign influence.

Squatter Sovereignty, according to Democratic
votes, means the right of all in a Territory to vote-
aliens as well as citizens.

Here, again, we have palpable evidence of the fact
