PROGREsS OF THE SEa5oToPOL IrnrsmONc-Let-

ters written at Sebastopol on the 21stof Jane, and at
Odesea on the 24th of the same month, have beenre-
ceived in Philadelphia from Mr. John Gowan, super-
intendent of the operatior under the contract for
raising the sunken Russian feet in Sebastopol harbor.
The Evening Bulletin says:

He writes that every attention and every facility
have been afforded him by the authorities, and the
Governor had given him postive aseoance that there
was no contract with the Boston Wrecking Company
or any other party to clearoot the harbor; that Mr.
Law, who was reported to have a contract, *-wa
laboring under a delusion," and that no one but him-
self (Gowan) would le reeognlzed in the matter.

When in Paris, Mr. Gowan he an interview wiatt
the Grand Duke Constantine, who corresponded con-
stantly with the Emperor, and he haditarrangedhtt
all the materials, stores, etc. required for the welt,
should be introduced duty free. Oh reaching Sebes-
topol he immediately began to fit out the transports
and gun-bohts that ae to be .ed, preparing heavy
spare for derricks, making masts and guys, staying
them and, arranging the blocks and falls. He was
waiting the arrival of Mr. Wickersham and somer of
the apparates required to carry on the wrtk.

There is a natural bridge. within 52 miles of thin
place, in Scott county, Va., compared with which, the
bridge over Cedar creek'is a mete cireamstanhe. Thl
Scott bridge extends acmro a chasm more than twiea
80 feetin width and is 420 feet deep, at the bottom
of which flows a much larger and more rapid stream
than Cedar creek. The arch of the Scott bridge is
not so perfectly formed as that of Cedar creek;hat it
is noless abridge, with a broad wagon-road boeated
upon It. The survey for the Coumbrand Gap railroead
passed through the arch of this bridge. It is per-
haps the wildest and nmost stupendous natural cirt-
oaity in the United States,and yet it is comparatively
unknown. _ _ _ _
