Under date of the 4th inst., the Washington corres-
pondent of the Blatimore Sun writes :

The necessity for the encouragement of ocean steam
navigation by this government appears to be now
generally admitted, though thtete admndnistrationand the last Congress set themselves in opposition to
the only means y which it could-be promoted. They
succeeded in reducing the allowance of pay to some
lines of ocean mailsteamers, and discontinuinog a"ow-
ances to others, while they refused to authorize any
further contracts for ocean mail steamer service. The
New York and Bremen line,'which was the ffiat to be
established in this country, has, therefore, been dis-
continued. The important lines projected by respon-
sible men betweenmnited Stales ports and Hambnrg,
Valparaiso, Brazil, etc., would have been secured by
the allowance of a modelate som for mal serlvice, but
Congres refused to do it,

There issome hope that the next Congrcos v.Ill be
more rtional and orss impracticable on this subject.
If the Southern Commercial Conventions accomplish
no other object than to direct the attention of the
Southern people to the impotaance of ocean steam
navigation to the'r local interests, they w

would be advantageously employed in suobsidizing
*iles of steamers ietween the United States ports,
Northern and Southern, and pots of South America
and European ports, particulaily Bremen and Hatm-
burg. The establishment of a dne of steamers be-
tween the Chesapeake Bay and Milford Haven is, per-
haps, only to be eaehted by an allowance from the
government for mail service.

Now that the canying and passenger bousne•s is

TuE New NAVAL Boa.sn.-Subjoined istheseventh
seotion of the Naval Appropriation bil for the cur
rent fiscal year:

SAc. 7. And be it further enacted, Ti4he Seere-
tary of the Navy be and he is hereby dlt•teO to have
prepared, and to report to Congress at its next ses-
sion for its approval, a code of regulations for the
government of the navy, which shall embrace such
greneral orders and forms for the performance of all
the necessary duties incumbent on the officers thereof,
both ashore and afloat, including rules for the govern-
ment of courts martial and courts ol inquiry, as wellas to establiuh the rank and precedence of each grade
of officers in the line of promotion, and the relative
rank and precedence, ashore and afloat,between them
and non-combatants, and between officers and patty
officers of all grades not in the line of promotion.

In accordance with the clause given above, the
Secretary of the Navy has appointed a new Naval
Board, composed of the following officers : Comnmo-
dore Win. B. Shbubrick, Commander Jos. L. Lardoer,
Lieut. Win. L. Maury, Surgeon Chas. D. Maxwell,
Purser John De Bree, Lieut. Col. John HaIn' (ma-
rine corps.)

This now Board will meet in Washington on the
10th of sext month.

A WAlINGl To MiARtN OrrIC.nv.--In the U.S.
District Court in Philadelphia, a few days ago, the
second mate of the steamship Boston was fined $360.
and costs of prosecution for oserulting a passenger
during a voyage from New York to Philadelphia.
The Judge remarked in his decision:

Were the respondent before me on the crimnal side
of tle Court to receive sentence upon the facts that
are in proof here, it would be my duty to imprison
him t'r ai lengthened term. His conduct has been a
Ilagraut violation of his duties as an officer and a
gross wrong to the libelant. He should be aslo taught,
and others whom the possession of power might
tempt in like manner to its abuse, should he also
taught, that a mate of a vessel has no excuse to raise
his hand against a passenger. Even the captain,
whose servaut he is, has no power and if he had, he
could not delegate it to punish a passenger by blows.
in no case whatever may any officer use force against
a passenger. beyond that which is absolutely and
clearly needed to repress disorder and maintainu that
disci pline which is essential to the common safety.
The rrepondent is said to be poor, and his wagea only
thirty dollars a month. In the absence of a different,
aid perhaps a more appropriate mode of expressing
the crnsures of the law upon his conduct, I shaull
mulct him in the earnings of a year.

IIox. Janes C. Donols.-The Fayetteville (N. C.)
Olberver publishes the following brief biography of
the Hon. J. C. Dobbin, who died in that place on the
i th inst.:

It had been apparent, for some weeks past, that his
end wsll approachinig. He himself was not les aware
of it th. t were the sorrowing friends who had so
earnestly hbped anid prayed that ie might be sparedto theni, to his State, and to his country. He was
irepaled for tihe awful change. A life of purity is
clrsed by a triumphant death. The honest and eon.sciettiosi statesman, the true friend, the upright
man, has passed from the scene of his earthly honors,
to his reward abov--the " well done " of the faithful
servant.

Mr. Dobbin was born in 1514, and was in the 44th
year of his age. He was graduated at the Uuiver-
sity of North Carolina in 1832 ; read law in the office
of the late Judge Strange; was eminently successful
at the bar; was elected to Congress in 1845, and de-
clined a re-election; was elected to the Legislature
from this county in 1848 and 1830: was Speaker of
the Iouse of Commons at the latter session, and
finally entered the Cabinet as Secretary of the Navy
in 1s63, serving4hrough the entire administration of
President Pierce, which he did much to render
successful and popular. His devoti)on to the arduous
duties of that station cost hIim his life.
