WORKING OF THE NEW TARIFF.- Under date of
the 6th inst., the Washington correspondent of the
Baltimore Sun writes :

The first month of the fiscal year, which com-
menced on the 1st of July, has shown no diminution
in the amount of imports. Dutiable goods come in
very freely, and at a rate which promises to keep the
revenue up to the standard which it reached under
the tariff of 1846. It is true that the importations
for the first month or two after the application of the
new tariff are not a test of the operation of that
tariff on the revenue, because the importers may be
induced to increase the stock of goods with a view to
take advantage of the. reduced rate of duties. But
the prospect of a lively fall trade and good crops
will sustain the importations, and the diminution of
the rate of duties will increase the consunlption of
many articles.

It is probable that wines and brandies may be im-
ported more freely, particularly as they are manufac-
tured abroad from very cheap material, in which the
produce of the vine has no part, and the rate of
duties is diminished.

A greatly increased consumption of such cotton
fabrics as come under the rate of 19 per cent. duty is
anticipated.

The high price of wool abroad has rendered the
reduction of the rate of duty of little avail. That
portion which is duty free is imported in small quan-
tiyes, and the dutiable wool is not imported at all.
