Some sales have already been made of the growing
corn crop at 60 cts. per bushel, delivered; and pre-
dictions are quite common, that it will be at gather-
iog time much cheaper. Thefarmers' prospect bave
produced one effect-that of raising the price of
lands. General satisfaction pervades the entire
parish, at the flattering promises held out by the
bright prospect of an abundant harvest.

The Thibodaux Minerva of Saturday last says:U We have hadheavy soakingrains every day during
the week, and still the people of the npper part of
our parish complain for the want of the wet article.

e The Plaquemine Sentinel of Saturday says:
The weather is still unsettled. We have had rain

nearly every day since our last issue, and coming
down in torrents. Last Tueoday night was similar in
rain and wind to the great storm at Last Island,justa year and a day previous. To-day, Friday, as we
write it is again clouding up.
- In the St Bernard (published in the parish of that
name) we find the following :

This is decidedly rainy weather. Scarce a day
passes by but what the flood-gates of heaven are let
loose on our heads. We are not visited by constant
rain but are often panic struck byviolent wind storms
accompanied by the roar of thunder and the lurid
glare of lightning.
Our fields are literally covered with sheets of stag-

nant water, which by virtue of the overwhelming
heat that prevails, cannot fail to be very injurious to
our crops. However, so far, we have nothing much
to complain of.

Fora YOUNo LaoISD)owxsn.--A terrible affair
occurred near Waterville, Maine, on the 6th inst.,
which is thus related in the Bangor Whig :
On Thursday evening of this week, seven young

Sladies, residing in Waterville, went into what is called
Crummett's Stream, about one-fourth of a mile from
Waterville village, for the purpose of bathing, and
in a very few moments four of the seven found a
watery grave. The bank is quite steep, and it is
supposed that one or two of them ventured beyond
their depth, and the others were drowned in at-
tempting their rescue. The alarm was instantly
given, and three of the bodies were found a short
distance from the spot, floating on the surface of the
water, and the other was found in the stream. They
were not in the water over thirty minutes, and
although efforts were made for several hours to re-
suscitate them, they proved fruitless. Two of the
young ladies who were drowned were daughters of
Mr. B. F. Soule; and the other two were daughters

of Mr. - Grant, a pianoforte manufacturer, now
at work in Boston. but who resides in Waterville.
Mrs. Grant, the mother of two of the girls, rushed
into the water to rescue them, and was herself saved
with great difficulty, nearly exhausted. Their ages
varied from eleven to fourteen.

Thouosands of vines have died, and have been mrooted
up. Merchants and farmers in this quarter have'loa
all hopes of the present vintage. In consequencuse of
this state of things many of the lening loses ae
in their circulars that they have been obliges to ad-
vance the prices of their shipping wines from 50 to
70 iper pipe, and are not willing to ship at a lower
price. [Washington UnionO, th.
