Talk on 'Change-Cotton.

There was some little activity yesterday on our
great thoroughfares; though the actual arrival of two
more bales of new crop cotton was not considered
anything of an important event, yet, if it will tend to
smooth the feelings of Manchester spinners and their
matellites on this side, we will admit that two more
bales of new cotton were received yesterday from
Texas, and when we receive the same quantity from
the Mississippi valley, we shall promulgate the cheer-
leg intelligence for the exclusive benefit of the Bears.

You will receive with this a copy of my last Bom-
bay letter (this we published in our Monday's issue.)
The vast increase in Surate resolves itself into an in-
oreased export to Great Britain of 95,500 bales for
the past five and a half months of the present year.
Thus the great bubble has burst and our John Boll
friends must hunt up some new depressing iofluence
before the next campaign. With a supply of 500,000
bales for the coming four months (of American) and
the consomptlon and expo at 30,000 hales per week,
say 17 weeks, where will the stock be on the 31st of
December ? They may pause in Liverpool on another
advance of a Ad., which would make 9d. for Orleans
Middlings. A good deal depends on the next news
from India regarding the disturbances in Delhi.

We published yesterday an extract from the Mont-
gomery (Ala.) Mail, relating to the cotton prospects.
We are fully convinced that the article was written in
Mobile, and forwarded to Montgomery, and emanated
from a branch of a house which has the honor of a
locality in this city, and not unknown to the cotton
trade as forwarding circulars weekly of almost inter-
mlnable length and breadth, with avariety of extracts
from a half-dozen places in the Southwest, and who
pretended to be so well informed on the cotton cul-
tore, that on the arrival of one of the parties in New
York last October from a summer jaunt in England,
it was expected the Mississippi river would be forced
to change its course if the cotton of 1856 did not
reach 3,500,000 bales. Well,if these are not the same
parties who profess to have highly intelligent planters
and cotton raisers for correspondents, we shall miss
our mark. At any rate, the extact from the Mont-
gomery paper will occupy a pers~aent space in a
circular of N. B. & Co. for the Liverpool and Man-
hiester markets, to go by the steamer which leaves
