a emancipate her without compensation. Hier value

We extract the following Interesting article from
the New York Herald, of the 13th. The foil report C
of the race will probably be received here in a few 0
days:

As we anticipated, we have received Intelligence T
of the result of this race by the Canada, from Liver-n
pool toBooon via Haifax. As we have alreay an-
nounced, theAmerican hones were beaten, running
in the positions of fith and sixth, in a field of four-
teen starters, comprsing some of the best horses in d
ther world. These positios in the race, among o t
large a number of competitorn, show, after all, not F
schd ver indifferent rasng on the part of our horses
as rI at oit may appear.

The following meagre particlars of the race wegather from the Liverpool papers. None of the ac-
counts at hand give the time of any of the horses. H
TheFrench horme Monarqne won the race. TheEng-lish horse Riseber is placed second, and Fishermanthird. Gunboat slipped and fel, and Kestrel and
Gemmadivergy also fell heavily. Monarqne won by T
a head, and Blesher beat Fisherman by ahout thie
lengths. Anton was placed fourth, and wai three
lengths behind Fisherman. The American horses,
Prior and Prioress, were placed filth snd sixth, and
the English horse elisea seventh. Allthhe others
polled up. ii

The finsh is said to be the most exciting affair e
ever witnessed. The English papers remark, but t
withoun assigning any areson, that the American t
horses would have flgured morepromlnently had they I
been ridden by Euglush jockeys.

Goodwood races were established by the Duke of 1
tielmond in 1805, but the cup did not form an item
in the list of stakes which were rnn for until the year f
1812.

Some of its most valuable I
stakes, indeed, were established in memory of andcalled after him--" The Bentick Memorial Produce
Stakes." Although the only charge that is made in
for admission to the betting rig and grand stand, the I
public having free access into the Park towitnes the
races, (only well-known pickpockets and other dire- I
putable characters being rigidly excluded.) yet the
meeting is self-sopporting, and annually gives away
in stakes and prizes upwards of thirty thousand dole
lars. The rich prizes that are constantly offered for
public competition induces the owners and trainers of
race horses to enter them for the various stakes, and
thus the best blood in the countryis brought together
to contend for the supremacy of the turf, and secures
the attendance of thousands of admirers of this truly
national sport from every part of the kingdom. Thus
the Goodwood races rank only second to the Epsom,
Derby and Doncaster St. Leger gatherings in Impor-
tance, while it possesses charms and attractions, ari-
sing from the beautifuland picturesque locality where
it is run, peculiarly its own. But as it is with the
Cup race we are more immediately interested, we
may state that it is a piece of plate-value $1$00,
by subscription of $125 each, with the surplus, if
any, in specie. It is a weight for age race, but Eng-
lis, horses have certain accumulative penalties for
winning, in the way of extra weight, as well as allow-
ances for being defeated, giving the race all the ae
pearance of a handicup from the differences in the
weights carried by horses of the same age. In thescase of American or foreign bred horses, the allow-
ance made is fourteen pounds, without any reference
to age.

We append a list of the winners of this cup since the
commencement, and it is a singular coincidence that
twenty-three years ago it was won by Glencee, the
sire of Pryor and Priores, who now represent the
American thoroughbreds in the contest for the same
prize .

THE PREsB-nvjRIAa BOARD OF FOREIGN iMISSIONS.
Instructions have gone out from the General Land
Office to the Surveyor General of Kansas and Ne-
braska, to return a proper plat of survey for the tract
of land granted to the Presbyterian Board of Foreign
Missions, under the 13th article of the treaty of 1S-I,
in order that a patent may be issued for a title as re-
quired by the treaty.

LARGE GaKir OF LAND To THE LrLre RocE aND
MEtrPls RAILRoOAD.-An adjustment has just been
made in the Department of tlheInterior of the branch
railroad from Little IRock to temphis, whereby O9,-
r00 acres of land have been certified to the State of
Arkansas, under the act of Congress of the 9th of
February, t153. A previous adjustment last month,
for the main trunk ofthe Cairo and Fulton road, un-
der the act above-mentioned, embraces a total of
1,125,000 acres. The main trunk traverses the State
from south-west to north-east diagonally, and is 301
miles long in Arkansas, and ?7t miles in Tennoesee.

The Livingston Senatorial MDstret.

As our readers are aware, there has been a row over
in the Senatorial District composed of the parishes
of Livingston, St. Helena, Washington and St. Tam-
many, between the Davidson and anti-Davidson fac-
tions of the Democracy, in which, by the same species
of chicanery that secured the nomination of David.
son at Baton Rouge, the nomination of a Davidson
candidate for State Senator was brought about. The
following article from the Springfield Gazette-a
Democratic sheet-v-ery plainly outlines a deep and
pervading feeling of dissatisfaction :
THE SENATORIAL CONVENTION.-Doubtless many

of our readers expect to find in our columns of to-
day the minutes of the Convention held last Tuesday
at the Amite Station; but they will not therein be
found.

Official minutes are generally too brief and imper-
fect to give a correct idea of all that takes place at a
tpublic meeting. They may contain the truth, and
still not contain the hole truth : and therefoee nome-
times produce wrong impressiops on the minds of
those not present.

For these reasons, we do not publish the minutes
which have been handed in to us-not that we impute
any intentional omission or curtailment to the secre-
tary; but only that they are imperfect, and that we
have no connected notes of our own to supply their
place.

One of the inferences which would. nat•rally be
drawn from these minutes is. that the entire affair
went or smoothly and harmoniously; whilst'the
fact is, that the meeting was not only irregular in its
course, but was actually discordant, and even tumul-
tuous.

The finale was the nomination, after a fashion, of
Mr. IGeorge P. Wamack, of St. Helena parish, against
whom we know nothing ; and who probably is, as
we have heard him represented to be, a very worthy
and rspecathle man.

Still, we are not pleased with the result. We ac-
knowledge fealty to the Democratic cause, it is true;
but we do not, nevertheless, think it right, at all
times, to endorse every thing that is done in the name
of the Democratic party.

We shall recur to this subject on some future day.
